Clarksvilis Wholesale Market,

CORRECTED BY J. J.CRCSMAN.

The quiet that prevails along Franklin
street is becoming somewhat monotonous,
and a return of the activity usual at this
season of the year is one of the things to be
devoutly hoped for. Our merchants, how
ever, take it philosophically, and those who
have given the subject much thought, de
cided months ago that their trade could not
reasonably be expected to reach this Hprlng
the average of more prosperous seasons.
There are several reasons for this, the prin
cipal one being the serious injury to that
life-bloo- d of Clarksville's trade, the Tobacco
Interests, by the very short crop and the
very inferior quality of that which is now
being marketed. The active speculative
feeling in Flour, Grain, Ilacon and Lard
which has possessed the dealers In the great
markets of the world during the post week
or ten days has caused a ripple ofexcitement
even with us, and the light stocks of Flour
are held more firmly at the recent advance,
while in Corn, liacou and Lard prices would
have to be advanced to make purchases of
larger quantities than usual. The surplus
of Wheat in the United States is shown to
be small ; that of Corn unusually large, and
of Provisions a full average quantity can be
spared without scarcity. The stock of
Wheat and Corn at the principal points of
accumulation throughout the United States
was on April 1st and corresponding date
last year as follows :

A Trip Through the Business

Houses of Clarksville.

Onr Banks, 'Tobacco Warehouses,
Steniuieries, Flouring Mills,

Manufactories, Stores,
- Etc., Etc., Etc.

Money, the great lever of com-
merce, first deserves attention, and
the question arises, "what are our fa-

cilities for handling produce, encour-
aging manufactures and building
up our city ? We briefly state the
answer as follows : We have four
banking houses, with a total cash
capital of $281,100, with the follow-
ing management : First National
S. F. Beaumont, president ; W. P.
Hume, cashier. Capital stock, $100,-00- 0.

Northern Bank D. N. Ken-
nedy, president ; Jas. L. Glenn,
cashier ; Jno. W. Faxon, assistant
cashier. Capital, $100,000. Bank
of Clarksville II. C. Merritt, presi-
dent ; A. Howell, cashier. Capital,
$41,100. Franklin Bank P. C. Ham-baug- h,

president ; W. S. Poindexter,
cashier. Capital, $40,000.

In addition, the Building and
Loan Association monthly loans
hirge amounts to its members. So
you readily perceive that the cash
capital of the banks, together with
their heavy deposit accounts, afford
ample facilities to meet all legiti-
mate demands, and good negotiable
paper is discounted at the same rate
as in other Western centers.

TOBACCO INTERESTS.

Our buyers are governed by a To-

bacco Board of Trade. Public auc-
tion sales occur on Wednesday,
Thursday and Friday, and private
sales at any time to suit the conven-
ience of the purchaser. Orders are
filled here for England, Belgium,
Holland, France, Austria, Spain,
and Switzerland, besides orders for
Canada and the various American
markets and manufacturing points
in the United States. With a full
crop 20,000 hogsheads will not be
too large an estimate of the annual
sales upon the board. Buying di-
rectly for consumption in the vari-
ous countries of the world, Clarks-
ville tobacco brings its highest price
upon the Clarksville breaks. It
would be invidious in us to single
out any particular buyer, where all
stand so high, as to honor and re-

spectability.
WAREHOUSES.

Four commodious warehouses,
with ample storage, watch well the
interests of the patrons of this mar-
ket.

Messrs. Kendrick, Ilambaugh &

Co., of the "Central" have improved
the Bowling A Thomas house with
all the modern advantages in samp-
ling and coopering. The house is
large and gives ample room for the
handling of tobacco and other con-

signments. It is valued at $12,000.
These gentlemen have been hereto-
fore connected witri the trade at
New Providence and are well known
and do a general commission busi-
ness, making tobacco a specialty.

Messrs. Harrison it Shelby, of the
"Gracey," have for twelve years
conducted a tobacco and commis-
sion business under the same man-
agement. Their house is rather an
up-tow- n establishment, situated on
the corner of Commerce and Second
street, near the center of the city.
Their arrangements are all adequate
to satisfy their trade.

The Grange Warehouse Associa-

tion, a stock company with a capi-

tal of $"0,(KK, occupy the Cumber-
land Warehouse, to which they have
added extensively. This house is
near the freight depot and is under
the general superintendence of Mr.
T. Herndou, formerly of Herndon,
Gold A Co., but hist season of Hern-
don A Smith, Trice's Landing. The
firm of Herndon, Gold A Co. did
probably the largest business of any
house In the State. They are strictly
a tobacco commission house, and
have received consignments of to
bacco from twenty-fiv- e different
counties in Tennessee and other
States. All the employees of the
house are paid a stipulated saiary.
Messrs. J. II. Smith and T. M. At-

kins, inspectors.
The "F.lephant Warehouse" is

owned by Messrs. Turnley, Ely A

Kennedy, all old tobacco men save
Mr. Kennedy, who last season was
of the firm of Smith A Kennedy and
has gained an enviable reputation
as a rising tobacco man. This house
has ample storage room ; the office
is in charge of Mr. Pay, whilst Mr.
Turnley, widely known as one of
our best warehousemen, attends to
the inspection and sampling of all
tobacco, and loth buyer and shipper
may rest assured that they will be
fairly and honorably dealt with by
the gentlemanly proprietors of the
Elephant house.

ing many friends in the State who
are readers of your valuable paper,
who have asked me several times
for a description of Sonoma county,
California, the place of my residence
at present, I have concluded to give
them some facts of the county
through your valuable paper, if you
think tnem Worth publishing. I
have been a resident of this county
since my arrival in the State, now
about two years. Sonoma county
is fifty-fiv- e miles long, north and
south, and will average about
twenty-fiv- e miles in width, and
comprises an area of nearly $30,000
acres. Its western boundery is the
Pacific ocean, and its southern the
Bay of San Pablo and Marin coun-
ty. It has several large valleys of
as rich and productive land as can
be found anywhere in the State.
These valleys embrace an area of
about 250,000 or 275,000 acres, and
produce in wheat or barley from
twenty to fifty bushels per acre, and
in corn from forty to seventy-fiv- e

bushels. The remaining portion of
the county is hill and mountain
land, a good deal of which is now
used only for grazing purposes, but
which is well adapted to the growth
of fruit of all kinds, including al-

monds, oranges, lemons and limes.
The climate is pleasant the year'
round. A little ice in exposed
places during the coldest nights of
winter is the extent of the cold sea-

son, and a few hours occasionally
during the warmest summer days
when the thermometer gets up in
the nineties, is the extent of the
warm season. The evenings, even
during the hottest days of summer,
are always cool enough to render a
pair of blankets comfortable for a
bed covering. It rarely ever goes
much above or but little below
these points. AVind storms are un-

known, and thunder and lightning
are of very rare occurrence, une
of the chief attractions of this coun
ty other than its climate, particu-
larly to farmers, is the fact that
there is always a sufficient rainfall
to insure crops. The rainfall during
the season is from 17 to 30 inches,
and it is estimated by farmers of
observation that 13 or 14 inches is
enough to give good crops. This is
a matter of considerable import,
when it is remembered that in many
counties in the State a failure of
crops occasionally happen for want
of rain. Almost anything that can
be raised anywhere else in the State
can be raised in Sonoma county. It
is known as one of the finest grain
and grape counties on this coast,
especially the grape, for it is known
that Sonoma county is the natural
home of the grape, but potatoes,
fruit, grass, hops, and vegetables of
all kinds, do remarkably well and
yield large crops, and I am told by
those who have tried it that tobacco
will do well, and if it will do so
well, why some of the farmers do
not engage in the business I cannot
tell, unless there is too much work
attached to it, and they can make
money easier some other way. It
is also a great county for dairying,
and many persons are engaged in
that business. To show those who
read your paper something of our
products, I copy from the Sonoma
Democrat a table estimating the
wealth of the county produced in
one year from some of these
sources :

The Sewanee Planing and Floor
ing Mills are owned by G. B. Wil
son & IX)., manufacturers and deal
ers of building material of every de
scription. They buy lumber from
Michigan to Alabama, but use na-

tive timber when practicable, meet-
ing all competition both in price
and quality. J. J. Myers is fore-

man. They employ 35 hands, and
pay out $420 in wages per week.
Approximate yearly sales, $100,000.

Merriwether A Patch's Plow Man
ufactory is confined strictly to the
making of plows, do all their own
work, and take the iron and timber
in the rough state, which, passing
through the different departments,
is presented as a model plow and
challenges competition.
