Rut we have already seen that
such treaties as this, however often
and however solemnly ratified, have
an irrepressible tendency not to stay
ratified, and this one was moreshort-live- d

than any even before the
the treaty of Adrianople, the em-er- or

of Russia, had declared war
against Turkey, "on account of mat-
ters 'affecting the internal affairs of
the Ilussum empire," and he claim-
ed that the treaty of Adrianople,
only affected the arrangements for
the independence of Greece and did
not terminate the war in which he
was engaged with Turkey on the
banks of the Pruth, with which the
other contracting powers had no
concern. That war continued for a
year longer and at its termination
the treaty of Unkiar Skelessi was
signed between Russia and Turkey,
by which those two jtowers agreed
in future to discuss and settle all
matters of policy confidentially
without the intervention of any
other power. This of course ren-

der the treaty of Adrianople of no
more value than waste paper.

It was about this time that lArd
Ralmerston began to attain a

influence in English af-

fairs, at least in the Foreign lkpart-men- t,

and it was the leading pur-
pose of his diplomacy for many
years to set aside the treaty of Un-

kiar Skelessi.
Many things had to transpire be-

fore this could be done ami among
others a further weakening of the
Turkish empire by the successful re-

volt of the Pacha of Egypt.
The Pacha, Mehemet Ali, was by

far the most powerful satrap of the
Ottoman empire in the year 18.5.5,

which was that of the signing of the
treaty of Unkiar Skelessi. Hispa-chali- k

included not only Egypt but
Syria a region of indefinite ex-

tent including Palestine, Damascus,
Aleppo a large portion of Ara-

bia and a back country, as we should
call it, extending east ward to Meso-potani- a.

Outsitleof Eurojican Tur-

key he ruled over largely more than
one half the Sultan's possessions.
Hew-a- s not satisfied with this, but
announced his intention ofdeclaring
himself independent ; and so little
power had the Sultan unaided to re-

sist this revolt, that instead of his
being able to attack Alexandria, the
Pacha was in 117 threatening Con-

stantinople anditliegan to lie doubt-

ful which was to be held sovereign
of the Ottoman empire, the Sultan
Mahnumd or the rebellious Pacha.

Ry this time almost all the powers
of Euroie had come to look umii
any further weakening of Turkey as
a dangerous advantage to Russia,
and when the victorious Pacha-ha-

not only overrun Syria with his
troops, but was threatening Con-

stantinople itself, even Nicholas of
Russia took the alarm, foreseeing a
partition of Turkey in Europe un-

der which Constantinople might af-

ter all not fall to his share. Iord
P.ilmerston's diplomacy was now
the nucleus around which all nego-

tiations relating to the independence
and integrity of theTurkish empire
centred, and in a letter, written to
the Earl of Granville at Paris in
1S;S, he expresses great anxiety that
the rebellious Mehemet Ali should
becurlKtl and the general alarm
throughout Europe inspired him
with the hope tif enlisting France in
a convention with England to pro-

tect the Ottoman government in
case of attac k either from Mehemet
Ali or from Russia.

His efforts in this direction were
in every way thwarted, and especi-
ally by the double dealing of France,
his proposed ally, which jniwer he
soon discovered to be in secret cor-

respondence with Mehemet Ali him-
self, tempted by that wily potentate
with the promise of a restoration of
that French influence in Egypt,
which had lieen so unwillingly re-

linquished in the early days of .'a-jioleo- n.

We cannot follow out the tangled
web of diplomacy which followed ;

-- unice it to say that, in the end, not
only was Palmerston well satisfied
to let the rebellious Pacha become
indejtentlent without carrying Syria
as well as Egypt, but justly prilled
himself on the diplomatic ability
which again placed the protectorate
of the Turkish Christians in the
hands of the five powers with the
express provision that no one of
them should act without the concur-
rence of the others; thus setting
aside the hated treaty of Unkiar
Skelessi.

It has yet jto be shown how all this
work had to be all lne over again
at the cost tf the sanguinary Cri-

mean war, and how finally uncon-
trollable circumstances have at this
day probably undone it forever.

Rut all this must be reserved for
a future paper.

This position of the Roumanian
government ' needs some explana
tion. In the treaty of Paris, made at
the close of the Crimean war, the two
Northeast provinces of the Turkish
empire in Europe, viz. "Wallachiaand
Moldavia were united in a .single
government under the name of Rou--

mania. Their ruling prince was de-

clared a subject of the Porte, but the
government of the State was to be
entirely independent, his allegiance
being only represented in the form
of a fixed annual tribute payable in
Constantinople. The neutrality of
the territory was guaranteed by the
signatories of that treaty, (England
France and Austria) in case of a
war between Russia and Turkey.

There is no doubt of the sympathy
of the Roumians with Russia,
though the prince's professions that
he yields to force secure his privele-ge- s

as a non-combata- nt.

A Yisit to the Ruins of the Southern
JLttol, S'. Louis.

Editors (Tiroxickk On last
Friday, April 1:5th, in company
with a friend, I A'isited St. Louis to
see the ruins of the Southern Hotel,
Avhich had but a night or so before
been consumed by fire. It with but
little exception covered one full
block. It being finely built,

located and conducted
in good style, it is no wonder that
so many of the traveling public
sought shelter under her roof and
food at her tables. From near and
from far, old and young, all classes,
tarried and secured the rest and
nourishment demanded by nature.
English, American and German
Avere among the guests on that fatal
night, if from no other part of the
world. From the second to the
fifth story had citations been made
in answer to the inquiry: "Where
will I room to-nig- ht ?" Supper
over, strolls taken through the city,
unfinished business attended to;
some had, perhaps, attended church
to hear the word of God preached
or prayers offered ; some, it may be,
had gone to the halls of frivolity,
and now all had returned and had
quietly retired to rest, forgetting the
past day and to fondly dream ofthe
morroAV, to lock themselves up in
their rooms and to be locked in by
sleep for the night, not for once in
all their contemplations of proba-
bilities and possibilities that that
was their last night on earth, that
before the sun of should
rise the building in which they
Avere then seeking shelter, the beds
upon which their Ixidios rested,
would with some of them be de-

stroyed by fire and their souls sent
to giA-- e account to God. Sad to say,
with many it was too true.

The town clock had announced
twelve o'clock, and no harm yet.
Oneo'clock came, two o'clock came,
and what a scene? The alarm is
given and the engines are soon on
the ground ; but too late, too late.
The alarm is now given at the door
of every available chamber in the
building, and the cry is heard : "The
hotel is on fire, the hotel is on fire!"
Rut as with the engines, so Avith

many of them too late, too late.
Some did succeed in getting down,
Avhile some Avere killed in trying to
save themselves by leaping from
the Avindows.

He is too late ; the flames
shut the two in and hedge all way
of escape; she perishes in the flames,
and he leaps from a window and is
killed. The Avife stands and looks
at the husband dead at her feet, and
jierhaps hears the cries Avithin of
her mother dying in the flames.
With but narrow escape Miss Kate
Claxton reaches the ground, and
the second time is rescued from the
flames. We saw hanging from the
windows bed clothing that had been
fastened there by the victims in the
hope that they might escape the
maddening flames in that way. As

to their protection against the still
more dreaded Russia.

gives the annexed receipt for bugs
on pumpkin, watermelon or cucum-
ber vines, and I belieA-- e it will have
the same effect on the tobacco plant.
In planting his pumpkins last year
he soaked the seed in .mayapple
root tea, and was not troubled Avith
bugs. The replanting Avas done
without soaking, and the bugs de-

stroyed them. He discovered
them on his melons, Avhich had not
been soaked, but on applying the
tea to the vines the bugs imme-
diately disappeared. Let the farm-
ers try it on their tobacco plants.

My record on that
point does not date from to-da- y, or
from the Avar, but it goes back to
the earlier period of my childhood,
and it is Avell known among the
colored people of Assumption ; and
I AAant them to know, and I Avaat
you to know, that I Avill unflinch-
ingly protect them in all their
rights. I feel satisfied that none of
you are disposed to interfere or de
prive any man of his rights ; and if
you are disposed, you Avill una me
opposed to you.

"There is one point in regard to
the conduct of the campaign, and
that is, that. I am thoroughly, ut
terly, and completely opjiosed to
fraud, Avhether it comes from our
side or comes irom the other side.
I Avant this election to be fair,
square and peaceable. I want every
man Avho is entitled to A'ote jierniit-te- d

to do so. 1 want the ballot-boxe- s
placed where everybody can

see them. I want the A'otes counted
in the presence of We
haA'e a right to a?k that, and Ave

shall insist that it shall be done.
Nobody can complain of that it is
a right Av hich is due to us, and Ave
must exact it. It is a right Avhich
is due to the other side, and it mast
be confirmed."

Letter From Hon. Charles Francis
Adams to Mr. Tilden.

New York, April 17. The fol
loAving letter is now made public for
the first time. As Avill be seen it
Avas Avritten on the day of the inau-
guration of President Hayes :

Jioston, March 5, 1877. Hon. K

Precaution Against Fire.
The St. Louis hotel disaster has

prompted the introduction of the
following bill in the Illinois Legis-
lature :

Section 1. lie it enacted, etc.. That
the owners and proprietors of hotels
of two stories in height and upward,
in this State, shall keep rope ladders,
made of good material, in their
houses above the ground floors, of
sufficient length, when one end is
securely fastened to the floor or Avail,
to reach the ground when the
other end is thrown out of the Avin-do-

and of sufficient strength to al-

low all occupants of such room to
safely escape upon it and reach the
ground in ease of fire in such hotel.

Sf,c. z. Any hotel, boarding or
lodging house proprietor or owner
Avho shall neglect or reluse to com-nl- v

with the" nroA'isions of this act
shall be liable to pay a fine not ex-
ceeding ?"id for each and every room
unproA'ided with such rope ladder,
and in case of loss of life on account
of such neglect or refusal to proA ide
such ladder or hre escape, then sucli
owner and proprietor shall be deem-
ed guilty of manslaughter, and be
punished as now provided for such
offense by law.

our constant solicitude to preserve to i.ussia
the benefit of ijcace. This solicitude has
never failed to actuate us. Inning the de
plorable events which occurred in JIerzei;o
vina, liosnin and lluiiiaria, our object befor.
all was to effect all aineliorat ion ill the posi
tion of the Christians in the Hast by means
of pacific ni oiial ions; and in concert Willi
the (treat- K tiro pea u powers, our allies and
friends, for years we have made incessant
efforts lo induce the I'orte to effect such re
forms as w ould protect Christians in liosnia
Her.emivina and Hliiual la from theabitrary
measures of the local authorities. Tile uc--
couiulUhiiieiil of these reforms was abso
lutelv stipulated bv anterior engagements
contracted bv the Porte toward me wholt!
of Europe. Our ell'orls, supported by diplo
matic representa! nous made in common
with other Ciovernincnt.s, have not, how
ever, attained this object. The I'orte has re
maiiied unshaken in its formal refusal of any
ett'eeiive imarantee for the security of iu
Christian subjects, and has resist iil the con
clusions ol the Constantinople conierence

lsliing to essay jKissihie means ot concilia-
tion in onler to'iiursuade the I'orte, we pro
posed to the other Cabinents to draw up a
special protocol, comprising the most essen-
tial conditions of tiie Constantinople con-
ference, ami to invite, the Turkish liovern-me- nt

to adhere to this international
act. which states the extreme limits of
our neaceful demands : but. our expetation
was not fulfilled. The Porte did not defer
lo this unanimous wish of christian t.uroe,
and did not adhere to the conclusions of Hie
uroioeol.

"Having exhausted pacific efforts, we are
compelled bytlie haughty oosunacy oi on
I'orte to proceed lo more uecisive aci.s, icei-in- g

that our equity and our own dignity re-
quire it. liy her rufusal, Turkey places us
under the necessity of having recourse to
arms. Profoundly convinced by thejusticeof
ourcause,and humbly committing ourselves
to the grace and help of the Most High, we
make known to our faithful subject! that the
moment foreseen, when we pronounced the
words lo which all Russia responded with
complete unanimity, has now arrived. We
expressed tin intention toad iiidepeiidenly,
when we deemed it necessary, and Wiien
Russia's honor should demand it. In now
invoking the blessing of Clod ujion our vali-
ant armies, we give them the order to cross
the Turkish, frontier.
