"The claim to legality of the Su

prme Court, composed of Chief Jus-
tice Manning and his associates, who
were nominated by Governor Nich
olls, and confirmed by his Senate,
rests upon the same basis as the title
of Governor Nicholls and his herni-
ate. The claim to legality of the
Supreme Court composed of Chief
Justice Ludeling and his associate?,
rests either upon their right to hold
over in case the legality of the Kel
logg-i'acka- rd Senate, which con-
firmed the judges upon the nomina
tion of Governor Kellogg, and while
it had a Returing-boar- d quorum.

" We have briefly sketched the ac
tual position as we found it. e
will now state the legal question
upon which the rlarht of these re
spective governments depends. The
constitution of the State of Louisi-
ana requires that the returns of all
elections for members of the Gener-
al Assembly shall be made to the
Secretary of State. It also provides
that the qualified Elector shall vote
for Governor and for Lieutenant
Governor, at the time and place of
voting for Representatives. 'Ihe
returns of every election shall le
sealed up ami transmitted by the
proper returning officers to the Sc-reta- ry

of State, who shall deliver
them to the Sjwaker of the I louse of
Representatives. On the second
day t of the General Assembly
then to bo holden, the members
of the General Assembly shall meet
In the Houseof Representatives and
count the votes. It will lieolwcrved
that this provision of the constitu-
tion requires the return of the votes
for Governorand Lieutenant Gover-
nor to be sealed up and transmitted
by the proier returning officers to the
Secretary of State,and the same pro
vision is made in substance as to
members of the General Assembly;
but in 1870 the Legislature passed an
act, amended in 1H72, which created
a body called the Returning Board,
consisting of five members, to le
appointed by the State, and to be
the returning officers for all elections
in the State. The act provides that
the commissioners of election at
each poll or voting place shall count
the votes, making a list of names of
all ersons voted for, and the offices
tor which the votes were given, the
number of votes received by each.
the number of ballots contained in
the box. and the number rcieeted.
and the reasons therefor, and make
luphcates of such list, and send one

to tho Supervisor of Registration of
the Parish of )rleans, and one to the
Secretary of State. The law further
requires the SujH'rvlsors of Registra
tion to consolidate the returns
received from tho different inkl
ing places and forward them with
the originals to this Returning
Board. The act further provides
that if there shall bo any riot, tu-

mult, acts of violence, intimidation,
disturbance,brilery,orcorri'pt influ-
ence at any place within said arish,
at or near any polls or voting place,
or place of registration, which riot,
tumult, act of violence, intimida-
tion, or disturbance, bribery, anil cor-
rupt influcuce, shall prevent, or tend
to prevent, a fair, tree, pea ecu bio,
and full vote of all thoqualifledcloc..
tors, it shall bo the duty ot tho com
missioner to make a statement of
such facts, and forward the same to
theSupervisior or Registration with
his returns of election ; and the Su-

pervisor of Registration shall for
ward the same to the Returning
Board. . The Returning Board is re-

quired to investgate the statements
01 intimidation, ami to exeiuue irom
the returns which it makes to the
Secretary ot btate the returns re
ceived by it from those tolls or vot
ing places where a lair election has
been prevented by the causes above
named. The same law further de-
clares: 4It shall be the duty of the
Secretary of State to transmit to the
Clerk of the House of Representa-
tives and to the Secretary of State
of the last General AssenilJy a list
of the names of such X'rsons as, ac-

cording to tlio returns, shall have
been elected to either branch of the
General Assembly; and it shall Ih
the duty of the ( lerk and Secretary
to place the names of the Represen-
tatives and Senators elect so furn
ished upon the roll of House and of
tho Senate resjectiveiy, and those
ltepresentatives and Senators whose
names are so placed by the Clerk
and Kwretary respectively, in ac-

cordance with the foregoing pro-
visions, and none other, shall In
competent to organize the House
of ltepresentatives ' or the Sen-
ate.' It is claimed by the coun-
sel for the Nicholls government that
this act, so far as it interposes a Id'-turni-

On
the other hand, it is Insisted by coun-
sel for the Packard government that
the legislature 1ms the owfr to
create this Returning Board and
give it the authority with which the
net clothes it. It Is also claimed by
themthatthe constitutionality ofthe
act has leen settled by the Supreme
Court of the State; butthe Nicholls
party donUi that question was de-
cided by tho Supreme Court In a
manner that could be considered au-

thoritative.
"It should le further stated that it

is not claimed by theconnscl for the
Nicholls government that the legi-
slature could not create a Iteturning
Board and clothe H With these low-

ers in rard to tho apjjolnment of
lrHidontial electors, sin the pro-
visions of the State constitution on
which they rely relate only to elec-
tion of members of the legislature,
of Governor anil Lieutenant Gover-
nor. We quote the following ex-

tracts from one of their printed ar-
guments :

Indeed, as to tho Presidential elec-
tors, the mode of their apjiolntment
is left by tho Constitution of the Un-
ited States to the discretion of the
legislature of the State, therefore
the General Assembly 01 Ijouisiana
might create any tribunal whatever
and confide to it the appointment of
electors for President and Vice In-den- t.

Consequently it may proier-l- y

authorise feuoh a tribunal in the
ease of the election of l'residentlai
electors by tho people, to count tho
votes and decide and declare who
were entitled to seats in the Electo-
ral College.

"As matters sbxxl on our arrival
hero, tho legal title of the resp-tlv- e

claimants to the office of Governor
depended upon thequestion we have
stated. There is no judicial tribu-
nal acknowhxlged to Is authorita-
tive by both parties, by which H
could W fcolved, for reasons already
given. The only hope of a practi-
cal Midutlun was by the union of so
many members of tho rival Legis-
latures as would make a legislature
with a constitutional quorum in
both Senate and Houseof members
whoso title to their seats is valid un-

der either view of the law. Wish
a Legislature of undisputed authori-
ty the settlement of the other ques-
tions could, as statui in the letter of

the army was on its march from the
frontiers of Poland. He therefore
considered it advisable ioavail him
self of that opportunity to dictate to
Peter the terms upon which he
wished to terminate the campaign,
knowing that if he postponed the
treaty ho would hs compelled to re-
new the war against the whole force
of the Empire.
HEAVY LOSSES KY BOTH ARMIES.

The conditions the Czar was forced
to accept were sufficiently humiliat-
ing. The Turks demanded the res-
titution of Azof, the demolition of
the harbor of Taganrog, the re--
nouncment of all further interfer
ence in the affairs of Poland and the
Cossacks, a free passage for the
Swedish King back to his own coun
try, and withdrawal from the Black
Sea. The battle of the Pruth, so
fatal in its results to the Czar, was
one of the most destructive in the
annals of history. If the statements
of Peter be correct his army on the
first dav of the engagement consist
ed of 31,000 infantry and 7,000 cav
alry, and was reduced on the last
day to 22,000 men, w hich would
make his loss amount to over 10,000
men. The loss sustained by the
Turks was still greater in conse
quence of their irregular and scat-
tered method of attack. There can
be no doubt that the Czar fought at
a great disadvantage, and perhaps
were it not for the timely assistance
he obtained from the Empress Cath-
arine the campaign would have
proved an almost fatal blow to Mus-
covite power in Europe.
ANOTHER DISASTROUS CAMPAIGN.

The result of the campaign upon
the bank of the Pruth, by which
Peter surrendered many important
advantages which he had previous-
ly obtained by conquest, the annoy-
ance caused by frequent incursions
of Crimean Tartars and the haughty
refusal of the Porte to recognize the
Czar's imperial title, led Peter to me-
ditate a new war against the Turks.
He made ample preparations for the
project, but his death arrested its ex-

ecution, which was entirely laid
aside by Catharine I. and Peter II.
The Empress Anna determined to
renew the design, and found no

in obtaining a pretext for a
breach. The Russian armv in 1750
severely punished the offending Tar-
tars, but the latter on their flight
laid their country in ashes, and it
was impossible to find subsistence for
the troops, and they were conse-
quently obliged to retire. General
Lasey now laid siege to Azof and re-

duced it, taking its Turkish garri-
son prisoners. The Sultan was even
now unwilling to commit himself to
a war with Russia, content with the
advantage he had gained by the
treaty of the Pruth ; and even now
that Russia had gained one of the ce-- "
ded forts and was prepared to follow
up the victory he preferred to seek
terms of accommodation. Austria
was invited to act as mediator, but
that Power was bound to furnish
Russia 30,000 troops and decided to
throw her whole strength on the
Muscovite side, greatly .to the con-
sternation of the Turks. The Sul-
tan lost no time in preparing for the
campaign. He raised new levies
and equipped a fleet for the protec-
tion of the Euxine. The Russian
army, strengthened by 40,000 re-
cruits, was separated into divisions,
one of which, under tho command
of Count Munich, proceeded in 1757
to Otchakoff, on the Euxine, while
General Lascy, with the other, en-

tered the Crimea. The objects pro-
posed to be attained by the expedi-
tions were not adequate to the ex-
penditure that attended them. Otch- -
akoff submitted, and the Crimea
was again desolated. Tnis was all
Russia gained by the sacrifice of 50,-00- 0

of her veteran troops. The war
continued three years, but nothing
of substantial advantage was gain-
ed. Dissensions sprang up between
the German and Russian command-
ers, and Austria made a separate
peace with the Turks. This caused
great dissatisfaction at St. Peters-
burg, where it was not considered
prudent to continue the war single
handed. A treaty wus tionsequnt
ly entered into between the bellig-
erents. It was agreed that Azof
should be evacuated and the sur-
rounding country to remain uncon-ciliate- d

as a mutual boundary bo-tw- ee

n the two empires, and other
conquests of the Russians were sur-
rendered. Russian fleets were not
allowed to be kept in the Palus
Maxtis or the Euxine, and in the
latter sea the commerce of Russia
was to bo conducted only in Turk-
ish bottoms. Such was the result of
a war which had cost the Czarina
Anna upward of one hundred thous-
and men, and which entailed upon
the Empire an enormous expendi-
ture of money. After some years a
profuse outlay and lavish sacrifice
of strength all that Russia gained
was the satisfaction ofdesolating the
Crimea without exterminating the
Tartars, who still continued to infest
the lKrders, and some slight com-
mercial advantages which never
would repay the cost at which they
had been procured. It was true that
if Russia iullrtl to'pcssr? hprsplf fif
Azof sho had succeeded in dismant-
ling it and rendering it useless to the
Turks ; but this was a loss to both
parties. The war, on the whole,
therefore, must be considered ti
jiavie been li the last dttgrtn; dkas?
trotis to the Empire,
THE FORTUNE OF WAK CHANGES.

During the reign of Catharine II.
there were frequent wars between
Russia and Turkey, resulting in
many important advantages to the
former. Crged by the French An- -

bassador, who sought to divert the
Attention of Catharine from the par-
tition of Poland, the Porte declared
war in 17CJ against the Empress,
The Russians commenced hOfcUlitie
by the invasion of the Crimea. Azof
and Taganrog were soon taken, Mo-
ldavia was entered, Servia was clear-
ed of the Tartar allies. In the fol-

lowing year, 1770, under Romanoff,
the reduction of Jassay and Brailoff
were preparatory to two great victo-
ries which rendered the name of
Komanon' forever memorable in the
annals pf ljls country, The first was.
oi the banks of the Pruth, Thw
Turks, in number 80,000, under the
Khan of Crimea, were entrenched
on a hill in a position too strong to
be assailed ; but after three weeks
they became wearied of their inac-
tivity, and he believing from a feint
of thts Rtwsian general that he was
about to retire, 20 (too of them rush,
ed down tho hill. They were re,
pulsed with terrible loss; the re-
mainder carried dismay into the
camp, and the Russians, taking ad-
vantage of the circumstances, as-

cended, faced the trenches, killed
many, compelled the rest to flee and
seized considerable booty, with thirty-e-

ight pieces of cannon. Retreat-
ing toward thp Danube the Turkij
effected a junction with the Granq
Vizier, whose army thereby was in-

creased to 150,000. Unaware of its
extent Romanoff pursued with ar-
dor and a desperate battle ensued.
The Turks fled, the Vizier with
them, leaving immense stores,
among which were 143 pieces ofcan-
non and nearly 50,000 dead on the
field. Catharine now meditated no
less a design than to drive the Mo-
hammedans from Europe.
THE PORTE REDUCED TO THE VERG E

OK RUIN,

A powerful fleet was sent to the
Mediterranean and was disembark-
ed on the Turkish islands and main-
land. A terrible war now com-
menced, the . Greeks everywhere
butchering the Mohammedans, the

Sultan's fleet was utter! v destroyed.
This sensibly affected the Turks, es-
pecially as the appearance of the
tussians encouraged Triioli. Egypt

and Syria to rebel agahm the I'orte,
Ihe war continued until 1774, when
by the Treaty of Kainarji Russia
obtained the free navigation of the
uiack: .Nea, tne rijrht of mssing
through the Danube, a large tract of
land between the!llugand the Dnie
per and the strong fortresses of Az
of, Taganrog:, Kertch and Kimburn
A sum of money sufficient to defray
the expenses of the war was also
stipulated, but it wtts never paid
The advantages derived by Russia
from the other articles were ample
enougn. Among tnem not least
was the commerce of the Levant
and the Black Sea. This war de
monstrated the entire inferiority of
tne lurks, both on sea and land, to
trie Muscovite power. The I'orte
during its progress was reduced to
the Verge of ruin, and for a time
was at the mercy of Catharine. A
peace of some years followed the
Treaty of Kainarji, if indeed that
can be called peace where most sol-
emn engagements were perpetually
evaded. In short, there was no re
spite gi'-e- to the Tartars. Mohan
madan rribes on the shores of the
Euxine and the Christian principal
ites were interfered with in the same
manner. In 1787 hostilities once
more broke out. As the Turks had
just crushed the Egyptian rebellion
tney looked forward to the impend-
ing warfare with a hope to which
their former reverses had for some
time rendered them strangers. On
the other hand Potenikin, the comma-

nder-in-chief, having under his
orders some of. the best generals in
the service, hastened to the frontier,
which was soon covered by Russian
troops. At the same time the lum-
per Joseph sent 80,000 Austrians into
Moldavia, while a powerful fleet in
the Euxine prepared to ate

with the allies and another in the
Baltic was ready to sail for the Med-
iterranean. It seemed, indeed, as if
Catharine' favorite dream, the ele-
vation of the grandson Constantine
to the throne of the Greek Empire,
was about to be realized. The Rus-
sians were everywhere successful.
Ismail wastakenbvstorm hvNiiwar--
off, the most dreaded ofall the Rus-
sian generals. His loss was severe.
and ni revenjre. thelerarrison. with
the greater part of the Herniation,
was put to the sword. The Grand
V izier now sued for eace and a
treaty was signed in January, 1702.
By it Catharine retained the whole
country between the Bug and the
Dniester, and was secured in posses-
sion of the Crimea, the strong place
which at the time constituted it the
key to the Black Sea.

'New Orleans, April 21, 1877.
To the President of the United Mate
Sir: In accordance withyour request,
the undersigned have' visited this
city, andpavsedthelfcit sixteen days
in ascertaining the political situation
in Louisiana and endeavoring to
bring about a peaceful solution of its
difficulties. Jn view of thedcclara-tio- n

in the letter of the Secretary of
State, that we shall direct our efforts
totheeud ofsecuring the recognition
of a single Legislature, as the dejosi-tor- y

of the representative will of the
people of Louisiana, leaving if ne-
cessary, to the judicial or their con-
stitutional arbitrament within the
State, thequestion of ultimate right,
and in view of your determination
to withdraw the troops of the United
States to their barracks as soon as it
could be done without endangering
the peace, we addressed ourselves to
the task of securing a common Ixg-islatu- re

of undisputed authority,
competent to compose the existing
xrtitical contentions, and to preserve
the eace without any aid from the
National Government. To this end,
we endeavored to assqagethe. bitter-n&s- a

and animoity we 'found exist-
ing on both sides, so as to secure a
public opinion less unfavorable to
such concessions as were indispen-
sable to our success in obtainlngsuch
a Legislature and such general

in its authority as would
insure social order. We have had
full conferences with the two gentle-
men who claim the Gubernatorial
ofiice, and with many other mem-
bers of their respective governments
Jn their executive, judicial and leg-
islative departments ; we have also
conversed very freely with large del-
egations of men of business, with
many of the District Judges, and
with hundreds of prominent citi-
zens of all parties and races, repre-
senting not only this city, out al-
most every parish in the State. We
have also received nany printed
and written statements of fact, and
legal argument ; and every person
with whom we come in contact has
shown an earnest desire to give us
all possible information liearing
uon the unfortunate political divis
i,ons iq fljls State,

actual condition of affairs on
our arrival in the city may be brief
ly stated as iouows :

"Gov. Packard (we shall spcak of
both gentleinon by tbt title they
clalmjWHsat the Htato-hous- o with
his Legislature anil an armed
police force.

by him and confirmed by his Senate
was holding daily sessions, and had
heard about 200 cases. The time for
the collection of taxes had not ar-
rived, but a considerable sum of
money in the form of taxes had
been voluntarily paid into his treas-
ury, out of which he was defraying

"The Nicholls Legislature had a
quorum in the Senate upon either
tho Nicholls or Ihickard theory of
the law, and a quorum In the House
on the Nicholls, but not on the Pack-
ard theory T"e Packard Legisla-
ture had a quorum in the House on
its theory of law, but, as already
stated, not in the Senate, and was
thus disabled from any legislation
that would be valid, even in the
judgment of its own party.

"The Commission found it to he

RUSSIAN AND TURKISH WARS BE-

FORE NAPOLEON.

Our own papers on the Eastern
question are confined to the transac-
tions after the day3 of Napoleon ; to
complete the subject we cut from
the New York Herald, a very good
paper en the wars between Russia
and Turkey prior to that period :

From the first moment that the
idea of establishing a marine for the
Russian Empire occurred to Peter
the Great his attention was directed
to the Euxine, or Black Sea, and it
was tKen that the magnificent
scheme of stretching the Muscovite
dominions to an extent unparalleled
in the history of nations became a
fixed policy to be 'unfalteringly pur-
sued. Toward the close of the sev-
enteenth century Turkey was a
Power ofgreat strength and inspired
tear all over Europe. Peter, taking
advantage of the moment when the
Venetiaus and the Emperor appear-
ed to be making a strong impression
on the Sultan's territories, declared
war on the Ottoman Porte. His
real motive was to secure an exten-
sion of his frontier toward the south.
Azof, then belonging to the Turks,
was an important fortress standing
on the point of land where the
waters of the Don fall into the Black
Sea. Peter, in a subordinatestation,
joined the army that laid siege to
Azoi. Twelve armed vessels that
he caused to be built on the river
Voroneja were brought down to the
sea. The Turkish Meet was beaten
in their own harbor-an- d Azof capit-
ulated in 'July, 10!C. The first use
the Czar made of this valuable ac-

quisition was to establish dockyards
under the shelter of the fortress and
to commence the augmentation of
his fleet with a view to banish the
Turks from their coasts. This was
the foundation of Russian power in
that quarter, and which nearly every
good Russian dreams will finally
end in planting the flag of the Em-
pire over St. Sophia, in Constantino-
ple.

AFTER FVLTOSVA.

After the memorable battle of Pul-tow- a

the Swedish monarch was a
fugitive in Turkey. Charles XII.
employed all his interest in Constan-
tinople to prevail upon the Sultan
to undertake a war against Russia,
which the Sultan was easily induced
to embrace in consequence of the
ravages committed by the Muscovite
troops on the frontiers of Turkey
and the rapidly extending power of
the Czar on the shores of the Black
Sea. The Khan of the Crimean
Tartars naturally regarded with ap-
prehension the Russian establish-
ment at Azof, which the Turks had
been forcinl to surrender a few years
lefore; and he therefore rp&dily
supported the arguments urged by
Charles XII. to the Divan to pur-sua- de

them into a declaration of
hostilities against the common ene-
my. Pontatowhkl, a friend of tlw
Swedish King, joined his voice for
war against Peter. The Turks de-
termined upon hostilities. In order
to render the feelings of the Sultan
more decided the Czar's Ambassador
at Constantinople was arrested in the
streets and committed to the Ciwtle
of the Seven Towers. This almost
unheard of indignity filled Peter's
cup of anger to overflowing, though
within a shortspaceoftimehis Plen-
ipotentiary in Saxony was broken
on the wheel, and his Ambassador
in London, contrary to all interna-
tional usages, was imprisoned for
debt, and for which outrage ample
apologies were subsequently given.
War being determined upon against
Turkey, Peter made the necessary
arrangements. A division of troops
was sent into Moldavia, another to
Livonia, and fleets to the Azof, the
Baltic and a Hiack Sea, The
Czar, for active ojt'fittiois, lmd tt
his disposal 130.000 men ; but, being
distributed in different quarters and
failing to join him on the Pruth, as
he expected, he was obliged to pro-
ceed with an army that full short of
forty thousand men.

THE BATTL.K OF THE PRUTH.

Catharine, who had been espoused
by the Czar, insisted upon remain-
ing with him, which circumstance
eventually proved to be the salva-
tion of the Empire. Arriving at
Jassy Peter was disappointed in not
being joined with a contingent prom-
ised by the Prince of Wallacliia,
who had been deponed by the Sul-
tan. In this extremity the Russian
ruler found himself at the head of
an inadequate force in the heart of
a wild and rugged country. Intel-
ligence was now received that the
Turkish army had crossed the Dan-
ube and was marching along the
Pruth. Peter determined to ad-
vance and meet theenemy, notwith-
standing objections made by some
of his ablest officers. On the lHth
of June the troops arrived at the
Pruth. Here they were joined by a
few Wallaehians, and they contin-
ued their march until the 27th, when
they discovered the enemy, to the
number of 200,000 men, already
crossing the river. There was no
ftlternatlve loft but to form the lines
of battle, and Peter, perceiving tlutt
the Turks wore endeavoring to sur
round him with cavalry, extended
his lines a considerable way along
the right bank. The hostile Tartars
of the Crimea confronted the Rus-
sians on one side and the great body
of the Turks on the other. Escape
seemed impossible, but the Czar's
presence of mind and indomitable
courage never deserted him. He
formed his army, which consisted of
38,000 men, into a hollow square,
placing the women in the centre, and
prepared to receive the disordly but
furious onslaught of the Turks.
The superior discipline of the Rus-
sians was shown in the steadiness
with which they met the charge.
The fight continued for three days,
and there remained nothing for the
Russians but to surrender, or, mak-
ing a desperate attempt, to cut their
way through the enemy. Through
the personal mediation of the Em-nret- w

Catharine asuspension of arms
wsw agreed upon, It would appear
strange that the Vizier should have
agreed to an armistice under such
circumstances, when the Ruasians
were completely at his mercy.
