invent et excogitavit t" There is no
telling how far mankind will be ad-

vanced in about 500-1,0- 00 years.
Perhaps they will then smile or
mock at us, and view us from the
same standpoint and in the same
light as we look now, with a mix-

ture of pity, scorn and contempt,
upon the ancient Assyrians, Egypt-
ians, Greeks and Romans. Many
of our theories will then be consid-

ered antiquated, many dogmas re-

garded as effete, and many systems
looked upon as moss-grow- n; and
they will throw them overboard as
worm-eate- n furniture, crowd them
down into the shadowy kingdom of
fiction and superstition, or relegate
them to the lumber room. Human
genius is restless, and shrinks back
before no difficulties, no obstacles,
were they as lofty as pyramids or as
high as mountains. Nothing can
stem its onward course. As the
condor, that large Peruvian bird,
in its bold flight, soars up to the
giddy and- - snowy crests of the An-

des Mountains, so man aspires heav- -

ward. All the intrigues of misan-
thropists, the terrors and tortures of
persecution, the strongholds of des-

potism and bulwarks of tyranny,
cannot arrest the human mind.
Dictatorial decrees and imperial
edicts will not prevail against it.
Ignorance and superstition, bigotry
and fanaticism are powerless. Even
if all the enemies of mankind would
make an alliance, offensive and de-fansi-

if all the evil spirits would
form a conspiracy, or even the in-

fernal powers would enter into a
covenant, genius could at most be
restrained temporarily, but not be
muzzled or manacled forever. The
Titans in classical mythology who
piled mountains upon mountains,
Mount Oeta upon Mount Ossa, in
order to storm Olympus, the heav
enly mansion of tho august unci

mighty Jupiter, are an appropriate
and beautiful symbol ofman's wqrld- -
conquering, nature-subduin- g impet
uosity, Wa have not the remotest
idea of idealizing and idolizing
mortal man or to incite to self-ad-u

lation, self-adinirati-on and self-a-d

oration, but we simply wish to en
ter an earnest protest against the
ridiculous theory that, as the Mate
rialists say, man is not more than
an animal, and against the absurd
assertion that, as the Pantheists say
nature herself is God. The first is
not possible because man Ls im
mensely superior to animal, and
the second is untenable because
man makes nature subservient to
him.

One of the strongest arguments
against the degrading doctrine that
man is nothing else but a more highly
ileveloied and more delicately con-

stituted animal is his susceptibility
of improvement, material, mental
anJ moral. lie has not only reason,
freedom of will,
religion, language, science and art,
but also cherishes the desire and
f .els the necessity of constant im
provement. The animal, on the
contrary, has no progress, and re-

mains forever on the same stage.
"We do not deny that also animals
have an art. We are often aston-
ished at the wonderful skill, the ar-

tistic and aesthetic taste of birds and
certain insects, especially the bee,
ant and spider, so that we naturally
ak "Who taught them architecture
and mathematics ?" But these arts
as applied and practiced by the ani-

mals, are not the result of free will,
lc.ig and itient study and inge-
nious application, but the product
of an intlexible and immutable in
stinct implanted by the Uuler of
the Universe for the purpose of pre-
serving and protecting both the in-

dividual and the species to which it
le!ongs. A bee will now and for-

ever build her cells in a hexagonal
form, exactly on the same plan as
in the times of Solomon. If instead
of being compelled to follow that
impuLse blindly and involuntarily,
it were endowed with free will, it
would doubtless make such changes"
as certain conditions, circumstances
or considerations would suggest or
require, calculated to further its
comfort and welfare. But we may
jHTiise a thousand volumes of natu-
ral history, nowhere do we find ex-

amples or proofs of animal progress
ir culture, while a record of all the

ideas, inventions and discoveries of
mankind would fill countless vol-

umes. Man has a civilization a
very comprehensive and important
word, by which we understand de-

velopment in its widest sense, sci-

entific, artistic, literary, educational,
religious, ltolitical, agricultural, in-

dustrial, commercial, etc.
The practical application of natu-

ral, mathematical and mechanical
sciences may le considered the
grandest human triumph. Kepler,
the immortal founder of modern as-

tronomy, already believed in the
existence of another planet letwcen
Mars and Jupiter, although he had
no iastruments to discover it. The
proportionate distance of the other
planets from the sun filled the
learned with such confidence that
towards the close of the last century
a society of astronomers was organ-
ized, the object of whom was, to use
their own words, "to force that
planet from the realms of analogy
into the regions of sense." Not
long after, the Italian astronomer
I'iazzi, in Palermo, discovered the
first planetoid, called Ceres, on New
Year's night, 1S01. In the next
year, Pallas was discovered ; in 1804,
Juno, and in 107, Vesta. Then a
pause intervened until 1845 when
several more were discovered. On
the first of January, 1873, the num-
ber of planetoids amounted to about
1 "; now we have at least thirty
more. The disturbances in the rev-
olution of Uranus led to the as-

sumption that there must lie another
planet beyond. The celebrated
hYench astronomer Ieverrier, in
lsl'i, even designated the place in
t he heavens where it might be found,
and in fc$eptemler of the same year
it was discovered but one degree
from the assumed location. Isaac
Xewton, the discoverer of the law
of gravitation, basing his assertion
on the rotary motion of the earth,
predicted that the latter and the
other planets are flattened at the
poles before the experimental de-

monstration of the fact. As all
bodies which have a great refractive
lower are highly inflammable, and
the diamond iossesing the greatest
refractive power of all known bod-

ies, he likewise predicted that it
would be ultimately found suscept-

ible of fusion and volatilization,
which has since e an indispu-
table fact. Astronomers nowadays
not only calculate the distance, di-

ameter, rotation and revolution of
planets, but also their absolute and
slHi itic weight ; and by means of
sjKH'trum analysis they even deter-
mine the nature of their component
elements. With their powerful tel-

escopes they explore the planetary
and stellar world for billions and
billions of miles. Prof. Madler in
the university of Dorjiat, Russia,
has, from the careful observation of
more than kim fixed Mtars, proven
that also the solar system revolves
around a common center, which is
the Alcyone in the group of the
Pleiades. Kant, the penetrating
Konig-;ler- g philosopher, in his
' icneral Theory of tne Heavens,"
published in 17Cc", twenty-fou- r ymrs
before the French Revolution, was
the first to advance a theory of the
origin and development of planets.
Laplace, the eminent French con-

temporary, in his work "Meehan-iqu- c

I Vickie," expounded it further,
jindOruson proved its correctness
mathematically. Although that
theory is still assailed and combat-ti- l

by some, it nevertheless agre"s
with all the facts and phenomena
in astronomy, geology and paheon-tolog- y.

Robert Fulton, the builder of the
first steamboat, saw, in isir-l-, the
product of his inventive genius
steam proudly, although yet slow ly,
up the Hudson river. Now every
navigable river, every lake, and
every bay teems with crafts of all
conceivable forms and dimensions.
On the Hudson, the Mississippi and
its tributaries there are Imats which
look like floating palaces. The
Mississippi river was discovered by
Ferdinand de Soto in VAl, redis-

covered by the Frenchmen Juliet
and Marquette in June, 1G7.1, and
I jvsalle first went down to its very
mouth. Now it U one of the great
commercial routes, extending like a
gigantic artery, with its multitudi-
nous and multifarious ramifications
into the broad territorial expanse
from the cloud-encircl- ed Alleghanies
to the snow-cappe- d Rocky Moun-

tains. Some of the largest boats can
carrv n,(K) bales of cotton besides
.sundry freight. All the oceans and
seas are navigated by numerous
steamers and sailing vessels. Look
at that staunch craft ! How it is

carried forward on the brosid, heav-- i
ng bosom of the ocean ! The latter

is now the largest city and the most f

important seaport on the Western
Continent. What a tremendous
difference! In 1613 Henry Hudson
entered New York Bay on a clumsy,

ed vessel, but now thou-
sands of crafts from the modest and
frail skiff to the strong and proud
ocean-steame- ra ply on those waters.
A tr.ispension bridge of the boldest
conception across the Kast river will
soon be finished, connecting the two
sister cities New York and Brook-
lyn, and a tunnel under Hudson
river is to be -- built to bring New
York and Jersey City in closer eon-tac- t.

That tunnel will lie made
large enough for two railroad tracks
and illuminated with gas. The
rocks at Hell Gate in the East river,
obstructing navigation, have been
partly blasted out, and thus the
route to Europe will be shortened
from one to two huudred miles.
Not only powerful steamers, to carry
man and the products of peace and
prosperity, have been constructed,
but also formidable iron-cla- ds and
gun-boat- s, to strike terror, spread
destruction and Klch forth death
The "Invincible" and "Dovasta
tion" of the English navy, "Dim
dolo" and "Duilio" of the Italian,
ana "ivrer me ureal ' oi ine xvus-sia- n

navy, with iron plates 12-1-5

inches thickness, are the strongest
men-of-wa- r, built on the latest and
most improved style. Man circum-
navigates now the whole globe ; he
even penetrates to the icy terrors of
the arctic regions. By means of
the moon and stars, the compass and
sea-cloc- k, which noes not vary one
second in a complete circumnaviga
tion, he determines the direction,
the latitude and longitude of his
station.

The first railroad in England was
built in 1828, between Liverpool and
Manchester; the first railroad in
the United States, from Baltimore
to Washington, in 1F31. Now
there are more than 0,000 miles of
finished railroads in this free coun-
try ; Illinois alone has miles
In alout seven days we ("an go from
New York City, on the Atlantic, to
San Francisco, on the Pacific Ocean,
which was first discovered by the
Spanish adventurer Nunez de Bal-lo- r'

in 1 ")!;. Two other transconti
nental railroads, the Northern and
Southern Pacific, are in progress of
construction. In South America
there is also a Pacific railroad pro-
ceeding from C'allao, in Peru, cross
ing the Andes at an elevation of
about fivt, and terminating
at Oroya, a village situated at the
place where the Amazon river emer-
ges from the mountains, winds its
course eastward and becomes navi-
gable, thus affording uninterrupted
connection between the two oceans.
In Europe, four of the boldest and
most finished specimens of railroad
engineering are those iron tracks
which cross the Alps, and connect
the Northern and Western Europe
with Italy, namely, the Brenner
and Sommering R. R. in Austria,
the Gotthanl It. R. in Switzerland,
and the Mont Cenis R. R. in France.
The tunnel through the Mont Cenis
is alKut 48,000 feet long, and the
one through the Gotthard, when
completed, will have nearly the
same length. French and English
capitalists are just now building a
tunnel under the Strait of lover 21

miles long, while about 10 years ago
they intended to erect a Moating
tunnel in the form of huge iron
tubes. Engineers are discussing the
feasibility of bringing Europe and
Africa in closer contact by building
a tunnel under the Strait of Gibral-
tar. The summits of Mount Wash-
ington in New Hampshire (overi,000
feet high) and Rigi in Switzerland
(,XmJ feet high) are reached by rail-
roads starting from their very base
on an inclined plane according to
Mr. Marsh's plan.

The telegraph is another wonder.
Prof. Morse, following in the track
of the Swedish naturalist Oersted,
the discoverer of electro-magnetis- m

and author of "Genius of Nature,"
established, but poorly supported
by the Federal government, the
first telegraph line in the United
States, between Baltimore and
Washington, in 144, The first dis
patch sent was the announcement
of the nomination of Mr. Knox as
President, the convention having
Iwen held in Baltimore. Gigantic
efforts were made in 1SA(WS to lay a
transatlantic cable, but twice they
failed, until finally in 1866, through
the untiring exertions of Cyrus
Field, the Atlantic Ocean was suc-

cessfully 'spanned by a telegraph
wire. President Johnson sent the
first giHvting to Quoti Victoria,
brother Jonathan thus congratula.
ting John Bull on the important
event. N ow t here are at least t hree
submarine cables from North Amer-
ica to Europe, one from Rio Janeiro,
the capital of Brazil, to Lisbon, the
capital of Portugal ; another from
Florida to Cuba, and from here to
Mexico. A few months ago En-

glish papers announced the plan of
erecting a telegraph line from Egypt
across, the African continent to Cape
Colony. A noon as a submarine
cable is laid in the Pacific Oiean or
in one of its natural divisions, for
instance from Alaska to Sileria by
way of Hearing's Strait (3-- " miles
wide), then the circuit will be eom-plete- ,

and the earth encircled by a
continuous electric girdle. Just
think of the velocity of electricity,
280,000 miles a second, so that it
will make the circuit of the earth
(25,000 miles) ten or eleven times in
on second. The telegraph not only
serves to receive and transmit mes-
sages, but satisfactory experiments
recently made by Prof. Elisha Gray
in Steinway Hall in New York, in
presence of a large and expectant
audience, established the possibility,
beyond a shade of doubt, of trans-
mitting sounds through electric
wires. The pianist Boscovitz, per-
forming in a room of the Western
Union Telegraph Company in Phil-
adelphia, telegraphed to New York,
a distance of about one hundred
miles, songs and opera pieces such
as "Home, Sweet Home," "xouii

ality which, sooner or later, is des
tined to bring about an important
revolution. , The symphonies of
Beethoven, the operas of Mozart,
Donizetti and Verdi, the oratorios
of Handel and Mendelssohn, the
seductive waltzes of Chopin and
Strauss, will once be heard thou-
sands of miles from the place where
they are performed But this is not
all yet. - Even charts and maps may
be telegraphed. At least, if I am
not mistaken, the meteorological re-
ports and charts of the United States
signal service are transmitted in
this way from the central station in
Washington. Last winter French
journals con lined the bewildering
statement that the police authorities
in Paris sent, by telegraph, a por
trait of a notorious criminal to the
Ioliee in Lyons for the purpose of
securing the speedy apprehension of
the offender. Electricity, therefore,
is not only a swift and faithful car
rier of messages, but also of musical
productions and photographic pict
ures.

All imaginable attempts and ef
forts are made to increase and im
prove the ways and means of local,
national and international commu
nication and rapid transit of passen-
gers and merchandise. Time and
distance loose their significance, and
almost dwindle down to nothing,
The Suez canal, the memorable
work of Lesseris, has brought the
progressive Occident and the won
derful Orient closer together. A
proposed canal across the Isthmus
of Central America, whether by
way of Panama, through Nicaragua
or Tehuantepec in Mexico, will es
tablish a more intimate connection
between the Old and theNew World,
and shorten the route from Liver-
pool to San Francisco by
In 1857, if I remember rightly (I am
all the time quoting from memory
only), the I larlem Sea in Holland,
covering an area of several thousand
square miles, was, by means of sev-

eral huge suction pumps, completely
depleted of its water, and converted
into fertile land. Even the Sahara
in Africa, the most extensive desert
in the world, might, according to
the rather bold speculations of
French scientists, le converted into
productive land. In 1842, a large
crowd assembled at the Round
Down Cliffs In England, to watch
the issue of a grand blasting. Many
thousand pounds of explosive mate-
rial were deposited in the rock and
ignited by a galvanic battery. In a
a moment, rocks of millions of cent-weigh- ts

were hurled into the foam-
ing sea. The blasting operations at
Hell Gate, near New York City,
conducted by General Newton, and
in part successfully finished last
winter, are still fresh in everybody's
memory, Dynamlto anil other
blasting material, together 50,000
pounds, were ignited by a simple
touch of a key in the galvanic bat-
tery, and Hell Gate was burst open
without causing the much-dreade- d

shocks and convulsions of earth and
water.

The present tendency of the rest-
less mind is to reduce time and
space to mere empty conceptions,
and to pave the way for the estab-
lishment of universal brotherhood
among all nations. Go to a vast
seaport, for instance New York,
Liverpool, Marseilles, Genoa, Alex-

andria, Hamburg, etc.; look at that
dense forest of masts carrying flags
of all iMssible colors ; and examine
attentively those motley groups of
strange mariners. What a check-
ered conglomeration of heterogene-
ous elements! What - a curious
cosmopolitan medley of nations, and
what a Babylonian confusion of
languages ! All races, from the rest-

less, conquering Caucasian to the
benighted Ethiopian, the dreamy
Chinese, the crafty Malay and the
sturdy Indian; all complexions,
ranging through all possible shades
and grades, from the fair and ruddy
of the Germans and Scandinavians
to the dark and brown of the Latin
and Greek nations, tho olive of
Mongolians, tho dusky of Abys-

sinian, the jet black of negroes and
the conjier or cinnamon color of the
American Indian; all languages,
from the flexible and nervous Ger-
manic dialects to the sprightly
French, tu sonorous and melliflu-
ous Italian and Spanish, the digni
fied Greek, the poetical Arabic, the
musical JIalay, to the monosyllabic
Chinese; all religions, from the
numerous Christian denominations
to the fanatic Mohammedans, the
austere Brahmins, the superstitious
Buddhists and the ignorant and
wretched fetish-worshipp- er of Af-

rica; and all forms of government,
from the republican institutions of
the United States, of Central and
South America, of France and
Switzerland, to the limited nion-archi- es

of England, Germany, Bel-glu-

Spain, etc., the absolute
empires of Russia and Turkey, the
despotic governments of Persia and
China, the patriarchal and pastoral
condition of Arabian, Tartar and
Indian tribes, are represented. Man
penetrates the bowels of the earth,
plunges into the blue depths of the
ocean, and ascends into the regions
of a ir aijd ether. Searching for use-

ful ami precious niolas, he burrows
holes and sinks shafts into tbp
earth, working like Cyclops in the
fast recesses of the Plutonian realm,
and wresting the coveted treasures
from the subterranean goblins,
Nadair, in a diving apparatus il-

luminated by electric light, descend-
ed into the ocean to portray subma
rine landscapes, and Gustave Le
Gray, mounting into the terial
regions, took a photographic birds-ey- e

view of the earth. Man builds
railroads under, upon and ibove
the ground (at least this may be
said of New York city) ; he crosses
rivers and valleys on bridges, tres-
tles and viaducts. He subdues all
the powers of nature to contribute
to his comfort and prosperity.
Steam, light, heat, sound, magne-
tism and elw'triciay are subservient
to him.
