Trade in groceries fairly actived uring the
week. Sugars very firm at the advance,
and the tendency Is upward ; especially is
this the case with all grades of refined
sugars, which are all dry and more desirable
during the summer season. Coffees have
scarcely sustained the advance in the im
porting markets ; they do not, however, as
yet qnove a decline. Flour is firm only for
the hU;li grades, and they only because of
scarcity as compared to the stook of lower
grades ; the latter are trull and lower. Wheat
and Corn are very much lower, and the
great grain markets" quote wheat 25 to 30

cents per bushel, and corn 0 to 8 cents less
than three weeks ago. This Is partly owing
to a natural reaction after the great excite-
ment and rapid advance, partly to rumors
that Russia is still supplying Europe with
her wheat exporting now, instead of by
Odessa and the Black Sea ports, by Konigs--

berg and others on the Baltic, and more
than all, perhaps, by the splendid prospect
of a harvest equal In extent (throughout the
entire country) to any we have had for many
years, but delayed in all probability a week
o$ ten days by the cold weather of last week,
which has extended over all the Western
States. German mllletand Hungarian have
monopolized the demand in the seed de
partment and are selling freely. In the pro
duce market Eggs and Butter have still fur
ther declined. Bacon dull for ordinary lot,
but strictly choice lots, with small, well
trimmed hams in demand.
