Summary ciiseanee hy Citizens of
North Nashville.

Nashville American, June 10.

There will probably le fewer bur-
glaries in North Nashville hereafter.
The citizens have taken matters in
their own hands, and last night
they put in their first work with ter
rible ettect.

At about halPpast twelve o'clock,
as Mr. Casper Kuhn was approach-
ing the store of Miss Mary Kuhn,
his sister, on North Summer street,
near Monroe, he noticed that the
gas lamps on each side of the build
ing nau been turned down. Tins
naturally aroused his suspicious, as
robberies have recently been very
irequent in mat quarter ot the city,
He had no sooner entered the yard
than he saw a man trying to force
tnrough one of the shutters. Mr,
Kuhn at once opened fire, and the
burglar dashed out of the gate and
along North Summer street.

The pistol shot had not been heard
by policemen Brodenck and Tin
dall, who were near the corner of
Monroe and thestreet above named.
As the burglar Rime dashing along
umcer liroderick ordered him to
halt, and the command not being
obeyed, toilowed it with a shot.
The man was then about ten yards
off, and as he came up was collared
by the two policemen.

And here came in the tragic fea-
ture of the midnight chase. The
officers had hardly lightened their
grip upon the prisoner lefore, as if
by magic, they were surrounded by
thirty or forty excited men.

Austria will be satisfied with Bos-
nia and Herzegovina, and will ot
make no alliance with England, if Ishe can keep this territory. This
would defer the settlement of the
Eastern question for a few years, if
England would consent. If Eng-
land, in the utterance which is daily
expected, should alone demand that
the Russian advance cease both in
Asia and Europe, Russia is not
likely to stop at the Danube. Should
the river be crossed within a week
or two England could not save Tur-
key, because Greeks, Sclavs, and
every subject people would rise for
a final struggle against the Ottoman
Government, and Turkey would fall
to pieces, and the pieces would
either be the property of the powers,
or perhaps with the consent of the

be erected into Greek andSowers independent States.
In the meantime the empty Otto-

man treasury is performing the work
of destroying the Moslem power in
Europe, more effectually than many
hostile armies. Bravery, patriot-
ism, fanaticism, can not exist on at
air. They must have a financial
and bread and meat substructure,
else they will faint and fall.

facturing facilities of the North en-
ormously, and only by the adoption
of such a iKjlicy can we keep up the
activity of our manufacturing dis-
tricts and secure a market for our
productions.

"It is a discredit to our enlighten-
ment that we, as a people, stand
quietly by and do not make suffic-
ient endeavor to increase our meager
share of this important trade."

Russia's Line of March to India. ' It
If Russia gets her new base on the

Black Sea, it would not le half so itformidable a danger to India as her
present one on the Caspian. That
sea is a Russian dock which no other
Power can ever approach, and its
southern shore now protected by a
dying Power of about one tenth the
strength ofTurkey, is only alxmt AO0

miles distant from the Persian Gulf.
If Russia wants to fight Great
Britoin on that line, she has only to
march across the Persian isthmus
and she is on the gulf in fu !1 rirengt h ,
resting on ports stretching through a
splendid country to her own land-
locked dock, the Caspian. No con-

ceivable iosition which she can ac-

quire in Asia could be so dangerous
to India as the one already holds
upon the Caspian. Mistress of Kars,
Erzeroum and Bayazid, she is no
nearer India than she always was,
and has no additional jower of com-
pelling the Government of Calcutta
to waste its resorces upon precau-
tionary armaments.

A SENTENCE WORTH PONDERING.

Three saloon keepers in Chicago
were found guilty ofselling liquor to
minors. The address of the Justice
when they were sentenced, as re
ported in the Chicago Tribune, is
original and eminently wholesome.
The evils of the liquor traffic, and
what a license involves, are rarely
set out in a clearer light than in the
following address by Judge Read-
ing:

"By the law you may sell to men
and women, if they will buy. You
lave giren your bond, and paid

your license to sell to them and no
ne has a right to molest your legal

business. No matter what the con
sequences may be, no matter what
poverty and destitution are pro-
duced by your selling according to
iiw, you have paid your money lor

this privilege, and you are licensed
to pursue your calling. No matter
what families are distracted and ren
dered miserable; no matter what
wives are treated with violence;
what children starve or mourn over
thedegradation ofa parent, your bus-
iness is legalized, and no one may in-

terfere with you in it. No matter
what mother may agonize over the
loss of a son, or sister blush at the
shame of a brother, you have a right
to disregard them all and pursue
your legal calling you are licensed !

You may fit up your lawful place of
business in the most enticing and
captivating form ; you may furnish
it with the most costly and elegant
equipments for your lawful trade ;

you may fill it with the allurements
of amusement; you may use all
your arts to induce vistors ; you may
skillfully arrange and expose to view
your choicest wines and most capti-
vating beverages ; you may then in-

duce thirst by all contrivances to
produce a raging appetite for drink,
and then you may supply the appetite
to the full, because it is lawful; you
have for it you have a license.

"You may allow boys, almost
children to frequent your saloon ;
they may witness the apparent sat-
isfaction with which their seniors
quaff the sparkling glass; you may
be schooling and training them for
the period of twenty-on- e, when
they, too, can participate, for all
this is lawful. You may hold the
cup to their very lips, but you must
not let them drink that is unlaw-
ful. But, while you have all these
privileges for money you pay, this
privilege of selling to children is
denied you. 1 lere parents have the
right to say "Leave my son to me
until the law gives you a right to
destroy him. Do not anticipatethat
terrible moment when I can assert
for him no further rights of protec-
tion. That will be soon enough for
me, for his mother, for his sister, for
his friends and for thecommunity to
see him take his road to death. Give
him to us in his childhood at least.
Let us have a few years of his youth,
in which we can enjoy his innocence,
to repay us in some degree for the
care and love we have lavished upon
him." This is something you who
now stand prisoners at the bar have
not paid for ; this is not embraced
in your license.

"For this offense, the court sen-
tences you to ten days imprison-
ment in the county jail, and that you
pay a fine of seventy-fiv- e dollars
and costs ; and that you stand com-
mitted until the fine and costs of this
prosecution are paid.

The New York Times calls us
"repudiators," and charges all the
Democracy. The Louisville Com-
mercial, in an article sometime
since, uses the same dignified title
both written under the dictation,
evidently, of some holder of our de
preciated obligations, and without
the full and necessary facts for a
calm and intelligent discussion of
the question. To make iokes unon
the actual poverty of a people is
only to irritate and incense them
and to undertake to bluff and bully
xnem into measures otten drives
them rapidly in the ommsite direc
tion. The capitalists who hold Ten
nessee bonds, do not fully under
stand the temper ofthe times. They
have never felt the actual poverty
of the present holder of the landed
property of this country, nor have
they felt the pangs of hunger and
the frost's bitter sting, as is now felt
by the laboring classes of the whole
land, and it is wisdom for them, and
all of us to look things squarely in
the face and tide over not alone re
pudiation in Tennessee, but the
whole nation.

The question of State debt is not a
party question. No party in the
State is responsible for the present
condition of public opinion, nor is
either party a unit upon it, there are
an snadesand degrees ot opinion in
both parties. There are really no
repudiators in the State. There are
men, however, who argue and theV
have a reasonably good basis for
their argument that the whole
debt is invalid ; that no Legislature
even had authority under the Con-
stitution to bind the theState to any
indebtedness. Others pick out iso--
ated cases, and propose to show that

certain amounts of the debt are null
and void by reason of the laws
granting the loans having been
openly violated in the sale of the
bonds under par, that part of the
contract upon which the loan was
made ; and claim that the holder
has redress alone upon the violater
or his successor in possession of the
property. Thus it can be readily
seen that arguments are abundant
in defence of the idea of at least a
partial repudiation of the debt.
But there is not in Tennessee the
semblance of a party who desire its
total repudiation. There are many
advocates for the full payment of
everything, others who feel grateful
to those capitalists who hold the
debt, and have looked carefully
enough into our affairs to determine
for themselves that we are in a bad
condition, and are willing to meet
them at any given price they may say
within the bounds of what we cah
make perfectly secure, and keep the
interest fully and promptly paid up;
this is the large, and we think the
majority party.

The committee of the Legislature
appointed to confer with a commit-
tee of the creditors, did not return
in time to prepare any proper legis-
lation looking to an adjustment of
the matter. In six days after their
return the constitutional limitations
of the session expired, and the time
was too short. But Governor Porter
notified them that he would call an
extra session, and still intends to do
so. As soon as the assessment are
made, which will not be before No-
vember, the Legislature will

If those peo-
ple, however, who hold the debt,
and who know as we do, that Ten
nessee is little responsible for the
wide spread depression consequent
upon bad and criminal administra
tion of the finances of the country,
are disposed, with all the facts be-

fore them, to accept a partial settle-
ment let us meet them, and so thor-
oughly secure what we agree to pay,
that there shall in the future be no
shadow of doubt upon the matter.
In the meantime, the less the press
in the emplov of the creditors say
about the matter the better for them,
and the easier the task for those who
are disposed to make the best
possible settlement within the
power of the people to ratify by un
doubted payment.
