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BECOME OF IT ?

Bordering on the Miraculous.
A patent has just been granted to

Loring Pickering, one of the editors
and proprietors of the Evening Bul-
letin and the Morning Call, newspa-
per of San Francisco, for a method
of rapid telegraphing of facsimiles
of stereotyped plates. It is claimed
that by this process an entire page
of a newspajier can be transmitted
by telegraph in from 11 to 30 min-
utes, delivering the copy directly
from the instrument in such a form
that it can be handed immediately
to printers. In other words, the
copy will be a substantial reproduc-
tion of the original, except that it
may be given in a larger sized let-
ter if so desired. The stereotype
plate requires no preparation for
the purpose of telegraphic transmis-
sion, other than the filling of all its
depressions, or spaces between the
faces of the letters, with a noncon-
ducting substance which may be
quickly applied. The faces of the
type leing left clean by means of an
equally simple process. The plate
thus prepared is placed upon a cyl-
inder arranged to revolve rapidly,
so as to present each successive let-
ter to fingers attached to a traveling
frame. As the cylinder bearing the
plate revolves, the frame gradually
advances by the operation of a
screw ; and thus each and every line
is successively presented to the fin-
gers or magnetic points already
mentioned. Necessarily the circuit
is open when the points are passing
over the non-conducti- surface;
but as often as the metal type pre-
sents itself to said fingers the circuit
is closed, and the corresponding
magnetic points or pens at the re-

ceiving station make the record
there in the same letter as the origi-
nal, delineated in a series of fine
lines, either upon chemically pre-
pared or ordinary paper, fixed uion
a corresponding cylinder at said re-
ceiving station.

PriYelege of Priests.
Our Dublin correspondent writes :
"The Court of Common Pleas gave

judgment on Tuesday upon a demur-
rer of a novel character. An action
for slander was brought against the
Rev. Mr. Finn, P.P., of Newcastle,
in the county of Tipperary, by a par-
ishioner named M'Grath, who com-
plained that he told the people at a
'station' held in a farmhouse to 'let
no man, woman or child keep his
company or speak to him, and if he
came into a townland to tie a kettle
to his tail as the people used to do
of old.' He also, as alleged, insinu-
ated that the plaintiff stole his moth-
er's cows, and threatened to induce
his mother or his landlord to get hi m
to leave the country. Among the
defences to the action was the plea
of privelege, that the defendant was
preaching a sermon, and that before
doing so he had been informed that
the plaintiff had been guilty of con-
duct which rendered his presence
in the country a public scandal ;

therefore he used the language on a
priveleged occasion. Mr. Justice
Keogh remarked that it was a very
unusual proceeding to condemn a
man publicly without hearing him.
Chief Justice Morris observed that
the defendant was forbidden to name
any person from the altar, and it
could not be argued that he was dis-
charging a moral duty while actual-
ly disoleying his spiritual superior.
Mr. Heron, Q.C., for the defendant,
replied that it did not appear that
theplaiutitf had been referred to by
name, and if this power was denied
to a clergyman his powers for the
suppression of vice would be greatly
diminished. Mr. Murphy, Q.C.,
for the plaintiff, argued that a clergy-
man had no more privelege than an
ordinary person to bring a public ac-

cusation against a man's private
character unless he was able to sup-
port it by proof. The Chief Justice,
in giving judgment, said there was
no precedent for the privelege
claimed in the case, and nothing
would be gained by the public by
extending the privelege. The

therefore, be allowed.
Mr. Justice Lawson remarked that
such a privelege was never claimed
under the law of England. There
was a time when ecclesiastics were
not subject to our civil law, but tl at
had passed away. London Time.

The Russian Artillery.
It is stated by the Cologne Gazette

that the Russian army has gone into
the field with gains that are in all
respects equal, if not superior, in
precision and force to those used by
the German armies in the last
French war. Their gunners have
had ten years experience of these
guns. The material used is partly
bronze, partly steel. At first a great
number of steel barrels were ob-

tained from Messrs. Krupp, but
various experiments with bronze
barrels having produced satisfactory
results, the latter material only was
used ; so that the normal artillery
consists of bronze guns, the steel ones
being kept as a reserve. The Rus-
sian field-gun- s are all
and The lighter guns
are for the horse batteries and one-ha- lf

of the foot batteries, and the
heavier ones for the remaining half.
Both kinds are rather heavier, both
as regards the shot and the barrel,
than the German guns of correspon-
ding size. This makes them loss
movable, but letter suited for the
present war, which will chiefly con-
sist of attacks on fortified jxisitions.
The Russian which rep-
resents 15 per cent, of the whole
field-artiller- y, may be regarded as
a siege-gu-n.
