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THE TRUE SOUTROEOF TROUBLE.

While the railroad employes and
the Pennsylvania miners were in
armed resistance to the government
and in usurped possession of the
property of their employers, we re-
frained from speculating upon the
canses of the depression in business
and shrinkage in profits which have
led to the present deplomble state of
affairs,not only affecting the raliroad
interest but manifested in every
departinent of indostry, trade and
commerce thronghout the country.

Depression so universal cannot be
cansed by anything orignating in the
mines and railroads slone, =0 that
while weshall have to criticise the
action of railroad companies and
mining interests, we shall still have
to go further back and investigute
the policy of our government itsell
in refernce to its whole commercial
polity. The problem we have to
solve, if possible, is toaseertain how
it i= that a large working population
has been developed, whom the busi-
ness they are engaged in is nolonger
productive enough to sustain in
modernte comfort. For this is the
allegation on theside of capital, that
the interest or profitz on eapital have
been reduced to little or nothing,
and that out of thislittle or nothing
they are expected to pay wages as
great, or in some cases even greater,
than they did in more prosperous
times,

OfF course this compels us to enter
into the cause of this stagnation In
business of which nobody can be
unaware, and we need not be at a
loss for allged causes, Thus, here in
the West and South the answer is
loudly and pertinacionsly made that
the “ resumption act? is the canse
of all our distress by contracting the
amount of eurrency required for
business transuctions.  Now our op-
inion has long been given that the
fixing an arbitrary period for the
resumption of specie payments irre-
spective of the state cf business gt
that time was a  very dangerous
maode of legislation, pregnant with
disastrous consequences, ifat thecon-
templated period the business of the
country should be in astagnant con-
dition, in which case it would neces-
sarily aggrmvate that stagnation.

roads, squandered their bonds in
furtherance of their credit, every
one eager that the road should run
his way, until searce a region exists
where there are not twolines of road
todo the business which could beear-
ried on by one. Thesesubseriptions
and loans of credit were made with
the full knowledge that as an invest-
ment iteould not bemade to pay,but
it was done with the hope that the
loss would be made up by the in-
creased transportation facilities.
One result was an enormous addi-
tional stimulus to our iron interest.
Immense quanties of iron were
wanted for our railroads, and still
new mines were opened and the old
ones worked with a larger force, and
still the mining population increased
by immigration, and latterly it was
inerensed by another cause—the im-
mense strikes in Europe. The Eu-
ropean strikers cameover in droves,
and they were aturbulent class, but
for a while there was work for them.

The Game Law.

Eprrors CiiroNICLE: In a late
issue of your paper appeared an ar-
ticle on the game law which gives
an erroneous impression, at least for
this county and some others adja-
cent. The eclose season for game
birds is not from Feb. 1st to Nov.
1st, as there stated, but from Feb,
18t to Sept. Ist, as will be seen by
the claose below, which we copy
from the digest for 1873, No acf of
Assembly was passed af the last session
altering the Aect of 1873 in the par-
ticulars mentioned. The elause of
the Act is as follows :

* No person shall hunt, kill
said counties wlmll%ne—ry. ihllwrtwu. Da-
vidson nnd Manry) m Ist of Feb 1o
1st of Beplember, any song bird, asthe moek-
ing bird, thrush, robin and oriole, or any
wiine bled, ns the wild turkey, partridee,
gunil, ouse, pheasant, woodeock, snipe
and lark, or any bird that feeds on insects
wideh destroy froit trees, as Uhe sparrow,
ent bird, hlue bird and woodpecker. No
person shall at any time destroy the nests

or egies of any of (hese birds in the counties
of Montgomery, &e.”

We made an effort at the last ses-
sion of the Legislature to change
this law in certain particulars, but
for some reason or other it did not
succeed. We wished the open season
for partridges or quail to extend
from Oet. 1st to March 1st, since it
is a rare thing to find partridges full
grown before Oect. Ist, and many
covies are too small to shoot as late
as Nov. Ist. No one should be al-
lowed to slanghter a whole brood of
half grown “cheepers’ that are not
fit to eat. Aguin, we wished the
open season for snipe to extend to
May 1Ist. The snipe is a migra-
tory bird and never breeds here,
hence we should be allowed toshoot
them whenever they pass through ;
this oceurs here only in March and
April (and sometimes a few daysin
