This subject of an equalization of
value in real estate deserves more
attention than has heretofore been
given it, and we are sorry to add
unless the evil is remedied it will
become a bone of contention between
the different districts of the county.
In the present assessment whilst a
number of districts retain their for-

mer standard of valuation many
others have been greatly reduced.
This is unjust to the citizen of the
full valued district, and a discrimi-
nation in favor of low valued, sec-

tions. The tax books should be a
proper and correct index of the most
valuable lands, and not an exponent
of the low or high rate whim of the
assessor in the several districts. The
books will go into the hands of the
Trustee the 1st of October. Back
taxes for 1876 must be paid prior to
October loth, or they will be turned
over to the Sheriff. We again urge
a payment of the 187G tax.

From Hurricane Springs.

Editors Chronicle : Wearriyed
at the Springs safe and souiid iu
Thursday, August 2d, Jjut our ed

friend, Dr. Summers, did
not. The horses .drawing the hack
in which he came took fright about
a mile from the Springs and ran V'
olently for two hundred yards.
When the driver could no longer

The
building is to be two stories above
the basement with a bell tower and
projecting gable in front, projections
on rear for stairway and back hall,
a wide hall through the centre, stone
trimmings on front and sides, with
stone-trimm- ed gacfes. The size of
the main building is 84 by 44 feet,
besides projections. The basement
will be used for laboratories, first
story for cabinets and recitation
rooms, second story for public hall,
though designed ultimately for cab-

inets. The contracts will most prob-
ably be all given to our townsmen.
When completed it will be an orna-
ment to our city and another proof
of her enterprise and liberality.

We were courteously shown by
Mr. G. B. Wilson, of the Sewanee
Planing Mill, the design for Mr. J.
S. Elder's new building on Frank-
lin street, adjoining Caldwell & Shel-ton- 's

Livery Stable. The ground
floor is to be furnished as store-
rooms ; two, 20x70 feet in size, above
to be a public hall, with a neat stage,
the windows will be easily opened
by weights, the seating capacity
will be about three hundred, bracket
cornice in front over stoves and for
roof, w hich will give it a handsome
front.
