We
have the promise of a fine crop, and if the
suckers are kept well off, it will have good
body and substance : this is very important,
and when cut, great care should be taken to
prevent house-bur- n, a danger which
threatens the crop.

to the sufferers, sis their present ne-

cessities have lieen supplied ; but
for the.purj.xtse of urging some sys-

tematic mode of dealing with such
cases.

We were requested by one of our
aldermen last Thursday to go with
him to visita man named Branaghan
to ascertain whether surgical aid
could lenefit him. It may Ik?

that some six months
ago he was injured by a bank of
earth falling in upon him while he
wa engaged in making some exca-

vations. We found him a man of
alout (5.1 years of age, and that he
had sustained a fracture of the arm,
and of the thigh bone close to the
hip joint ; the former injury has been
cured the latter is known by all
surgeons to be incurable, ami he is
completely disabled from all kinds
of work that he is able to do. His
wife, also an aged person, is in ad-

vanced stajfe of consumption and
has repeatedly, suffered from hem-
orrhages within the last ftw weeks.
His daughter is entirely blind, autf
the rest of the family consists of two
small children of the respective ages
of five and eight.

At the time they were first visited
officially, they were found destitute
of all the necessaries of life except
the remains of a bag of corn meal.
They are living in a small shanty
near the freight dejMit, which on vis-

iting them we found almost desti-

tute of fnrniture, but beautifully
clean, and the family wonderfully
cheerful considering their circum-
stances. Alderman Sam. Johnson
introduced the case to our notice,
and has temporarily supplied their
needs ; of course these supplies will
be sjXHMlily consumed, and then
