Now, however, that the
persistence in his reactionary policy
and the retention of a cabinet in
direct antagonism to the Chamber
of Deputies has compelled an ap-
peal to the voters of the country, he |
addresses the nation in a spirit at
variance in all points with the spirit
of the constitution.

THE PARIS EXPOSITION.

I tuke this opportunity to invite
your attention to the propriety of
adopting at your present session the
necessary legislation to enable the
people of the United States to par-
ticipate in the advantages of the In-
ternational Exhibition of the agri-
cultural industry and finearts,which
is to be held at Paris in 1878, and in
which this Government has been in-
vited by the Government of France
to take part. This invitation was
communicated to this government
in May, 1576, by the Minister of
France at the eapital, and a copy
thereof was submitted to the proper
coumittee of Congress at its last ses-
sion, but no action was taken on the
subject. The Department of State
has received many letters from va-
rious paris of the country, express-
ing a desire to participate in the ex-
hibition, and numerous applications

The Department of State
has also received official adviees of
the strong desire on the part of the

In order that our industries may
be properly represented at the ex-
hibition, an appropriation will be
needed for the payment of salaries
and expenses of commissioners, for

other purposes in connection with
the object in view; and as May next
is the time [ixed for the opening
of the exhibition, if our citizens are
to have the advantages of the inter-
national competition for the trade of
the other nations, the necessity of
immediate action is apparent. To
enable the United States to co-oper-
ate in the International Exhibition
