There were two Governors of Ten-
nessee named Blount, who were
brothers, William and Willie, or as
it is sometimes spelt, Wylie; the
latter is the subject of our present

| memoir, but the early portion of

the younger brother's career was so

first Governor that we will
tempt to separate them. Both were
descendants of a noble English fam-
ily, which emigrated to North Caro-
lina in the reign of Charles 11, and
which held high position in the eivil
and military affiirs of North Caro-
lina from that time to the epoch of
our national independence,

The father of William and Wylie
Blount was a man of influence in

| North Carolina during her colonial

history (we quote from Gov. Por-
ter’s memaoir. *‘He was)a member
of the War Congress of North Car-
olina, in 1770, and partivipated in
the famous battle of the Albermarle
in 1771, and more than one of his

| brothers participated in the military
{ and political events of the Revolu-

tion. Willinm Blount, first Gover-
nor of Tennessee, had also a brilliant
record in North Carolina, before he
came Westward, He was long a
member of the North Carolina Leg-
isluture; he was a member of the
Continental Congress in 17831 ad
in 1786-7 as a delegate from North
Carolina, he was a member of the
convention which framed the Fed-
eral Constitution, and was in the
State convention which ratified that
instrument in 1759, It was in the

The duties which are now attach-
el to the office of Governor of Ten-
nessee give a very faint conception
of the delicate and perilous respon-
sibilities undertaken by Blount in
1790, The territories ceded by the
States of Pennsylvania, Virginia
and North Carolina to the Federal
Government were theoretical belts
of land of the width of the States
which ceded them, and in length
extending to the Pacific Ocean; but
very few white settlers lived in
them and the Federal Government
exercisedl no actual eontrol over
them. Moreover, the United States
claim to the vast domain included
within these hmaginary lines, was
far from undisputed, The
British Government from the grest
Northern lakes, and Spain from her
so-called Florida territory, advaneed

| United States Senate, his action
there was determined to his own
| detriment by a conflict which arose
rln_-l.\\'een the Federal Government
and the States of North Carolina
and Tennessee; this was, mainly
brought about by two causes. First,
the Federal Government had made
land grants in Tenunessee while in
the territorial condition, which con-
flicted with previous patents issued
| before Norta Carolina had Joined

the Federal Union; and, Secondly, |

the encroachments of Spain were
| resisted by the people of Tennessee
rather mere promptly and with less
diplomatic ceremony than accorded
with the action of the Fedeml pow-
ers. It is certain that Blount was,
| through these two causes, in hot
water with the Federal Govern-
ment, and especially the Federal
party, which was at this time pre-
dominant, throughout his Congres-
sional eareer. The precise nature
| and form of the collisions ean never
be stated now, but it is recorded
that on July 8, 1797, during the sec-

ond session of the Fourth Congress, |

he was expelled from the Senate,

| that *William Blount did eonspire |
| to set on foot a military hostile ex- |

It is extremely improbable that
there was any ground for the last
clause of the indictinent, while it is
extremely possible that in some of
the border raids constantly going on

ernment was but loosely observed.
But, however this may be, Blount
wasidolized inTennessee for the very
acts for which he was impeached in

1877.

The Monument is made of the
finest quality of Knox county, East
Tennessee marble, furnished to Mr,
Samuel Hodgson, marble dealer and
sculptor of this city, by the Knox-
ville Marble Company. Theground
base is made of native white lime-
stone, four feet six inches square,
there being cut on it a heavy mould,
having inscribed thereon in large
raised letters the name Blount, On
this base rests a die block, two feet
ten inches square ; on this is worked
4 heavy circular mould, termina-
ting in a carved leaf. On the die is
a plinth fourteen inches thick, on
which rests a plain shaft or obelisk,
ten feet eight inches high and
twenty inches at the base. The
monument stands complete nineteen
feet six inches high. The whole
monument is executed in the best
style, and is a finely proportioned
piece of statuary. Iescribed onthe
face of the die is the following in-
scription :

WILLIE BLOUNT,
A native of Bertie County, North Carolina,

Born April I8, 1768,
Died September 10, 183,

Pri}‘ata Raeretary to his brother, Governor
Wm. Blount ; Judge of the Supreme Court
of Tennessee at 28 yeurs of age , Governor
of Tennessoe from 1500 to 15810 ; Member of
the Constitutional Convention of 1834,

This Monmment is erected In pursuance of
an Act of the 40th General Assembly of
Tennessoe. Approved March, 21, 1877,

On the other three fuces of the die
are inscribed to the memory of John
Baker and Anne Norfleet Baker,
the parents of Gov. Blount’s wife:
Lucinda Baker Blount, wife of the
Governor: Dr. John T. Dabney and
his wife Eliza Anne, son-in-law and
daughter of Gov. Blount.

The monument was unveiled by
order of Gov. Porter immediately
after the close of that gentleman’s
address, the vast erowd remaining
silent and uncovered.
