GRACEY WAREHOUSE,

A Great Warrior Clone to his Itcst.
Died, on Monday, Oct. 29th, Gen.

Nathan Bedford Forrest, in the Ath
year of his age; well known as one
of the great cavalry officers in our
civil war.

Gen. Forrest was born near Duck
river, Tenn., in what was then Bed-
ford county, but has since become a
part of Marshall county. In 1834
he removed with his father to Tip-
pah county, Miss., where the father
died in 18.J7, leaving him at the age
of sixteen the eldest of the ten child-
ren, w hose sole dependence was
upon him. In 1S.JG and 1S37 he had
for the first time in his life the

of attending school, where
he rapidly acquired the rudiments
of an education, becoming especial-
ly an adept in arithmetic, rapid and
accurate calculation being one of
his characteristics throughout life.
In 1841 he went to Texas, the goal
of adventurous young men, but re
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turned the next year, summoned by
the necessities of the family, and
then took up his abode in Hernan-
do, Miss. It was here that he had
the first of that long list of personal
encounters which, previously to the
war, spread his name widely and
covered him with glory or obliquy
according to men's ways of looking
upon such transactions; imperturb-
able coolness and indomitable cour-
age were known to all men as his
characterics in these encounters. He
married in 184 Miss Mary Ann
Montgomery, who survives him,
and in 18.j2 removed to Memphis,
Tenn., where his remarkable busi-
ness talents and unwearied exer-
tions were soon crowned with the
acquisition of a large fortune. The
same taleuts rendered him a valued
counsellor in the corporate business
of the city when acting in the ca-

pacity of Alderman, to which otice
he was frequently elected.

One of his achievements should
be noted from the fact of his exhib-
iting his great personal courage in
favor of the law rather than against
it. He rescued a man named Abel,
a gambler who had killed a number
of men, from the terrors of lynch
law by lKldly confronting the crowd
and carrying off the victim from
the clutches of an infuriated mob.

His achievements during the war
are a part of the military history of
he country; his impetuous courage

is well known, his love and tender
regard for the comfort of his men
much less so, being less in accord
with the jKjpular and erroneous es-

timate of his character. No man
ever served with him without be-

coming bound to him by an attach-
ment which approached idolatry.
But to those who best knew him
this trait was no surprise, as it was
one for which his tenderness and af-

fection in his domestic relations ful-

ly prepared him. No man has been
so persistently and angrily de-

nounced by Northern men for his
army record as General Forrest.
The basis of most of these attacks
is, in most cases, the transaction on
an island in the Mississippi called
"The Massacre of Nine-mil- e Is-

land." In sulistance what occurred
is this: A large nuinlwr of negroes
had been captured on the island and
fired on their captors after they had
surrendered. General Forrest did
exactly what any General of any
nation would have done caused the
men to be shot who had violated
the terms of their surrender, and
the severity was the more necessary
in this case than in most, because
the number of captors was small,
that of the prisoners very large.

Since the war General Forrest has
been engaged in business with suc-

cess. A year before his death he
joined the Cumberland Presbyterian
Church, of which he is said to have
been a consistent member and to
have met death with firmness and
tranquillity, rejoicing in Christian
ho' of redemption. His name
will be a conspicuous inscription on
every tablet which records the
achievements of the Southern army.

Clarksville is one of the solidest
cities in Tennessee, and is beconjing
a great educational centre as well as
an important commercial point.
With its Presbyterian University,
its fine Female Academy, a popular
private mixed school and a thorough
common school system, it is moving
rapidly ahead, while its new streets,
improvement of old ones and nu-
merous new buildings attest its pros-
perity. It is a singular thing that
Nashville does not endeavor to ob-

tain better connections with it than
can be had by the circuitous route
now used.

Poor Excuse for Non-Paymen- t.

The Baltimore Sun, a very able,
honest conservative journal, makes
the following comments on the quib-
bling excuses of those who would
have their States rob their creditors
in order to lighten the burdens of
taxation:

In discussing the question of the
payment of State debts in the South,
there is not generally much omosi- -
tion to inlying the bona fide debt of
any fetate, but in the States which
have been so profusely bled bv car
pet-bagge- rs some practical and co
gent points have been made in favor
ot throwing oil that portion added
by the adventurers since the war.
There are others who, without refe-
rence to the manner in which the
debt was contracted, take the ground
that the debt of a Southern State be
ing based on the property of the
people, and the property contained
in slaves being taken away by the
Federal Government, should be
ealed in the proinirtion of slave

property to other property before
the war. The Charleston Journal of
Commerce points out that this over-
looks and ignores the fact that the
labor capacity of slaves, the slave
property, has only been transferred
from the former owners to the slaves
themselves, now constituting citi-
zens and taxpayers of the State. In
our neighboring State of Virginia it
is believed the great majority of the
conservative people are opposed to

repudiation," as are the candidates
whom they have nominated for
State offices. It would be extraor-
dinary if this were not the case, for
not a dollar of the public debt of
Virginia has been created by carpet-ba- a

governments, but is simply
what she owed before the war began,
with some accumulated interest for

valuable quid pro quo, which was
applied in the construction of public
works which she built with the bor-
rowed money, and of which she lias
had the full benefit ever since. This
way of looking at the thing does not
seem to have occurred to all in Vir
ginia who are in favor of tampering
with honest debts. We have heard
of an old gentleman in that State
who was always a model ot integrity
in private affairs, but who had come
itely to be somewhat demoralized

on the debt question, and was re
minded that the htate had within

borders the property for which
the borrowed money was expended,
and was asked if they intended to
refuse to pay and keep the property
also? He candidly confessed that
he had not thought of that before.
Some of the repudiators do not seem
more disposed to think of that or
any point of good faith involved
than the African chicken thief, wtio,
being remonstrated with by a com-
panion who was helping him to rob
