But, whatever may be the ultimate
resolution of the De Broglie Cabi-
net in face of the defeat inflicted
upon them by the General Election,
it is to be earnestly hoped that the
Republicans will continue to stand
upon the ground of moderation and
forbearance to which they have kept
hitherto with such admirable pa-
tience. The destinies of France are
in their hands. They have only "in

Although it is three weeks old our
readers will peruse with interest the
following comment upon the French
elections, cut from an English paper,
the "Illustrated London News." If
our readers care to compare it with
our own article of about the same
date upon the same subject, they
will find described, more in detail
than we are able to give it, the
tremendous government pressure
against which the resolute common
alty of France poured in their irre
sistible majority for the Republic :

London, Saturday, Oct. 20, 1877
Marshal MacMahon has got his an
swer from the Electorate of France

an unwelcome one to him and to
the political parties which he chose
to represent, out a clear ana aecisive
one. not to be regarded as nay
ins: been given this time under
the influence of misapprehension.
"Choose," said the Marshal in ef
fect, "choose between me and the
Republic; between Personal and
Parliamentary Government; be-
tween the tastes, sympathies, pur-
poses, and policy of the Chief of the
Executive Power and those of the
Chamber of Deputies dissolved last
May." The issue submitted could
not be mistaken; as a matter of fact,
it can scarce be said to have been
veiled, however thinly, by the au-
thority submitting it. The response
has been by a majority of some 120
elections condemnatory of the course
pursued by the President of the Re-

public. The opinion and the will
of France, after a struggle of unsur-
passed severity, have been constitu-
tionally recorded in favor of Re-
publican Institutions: The voting
Power of the Government, it is true,
has been somewhat increased. That
of the Republicans has been some-
what curtailed. But the majority
of the latter is large enough to dom-
inate the proceedings of the Cham-
ber of Deputies, not on one question
only, but on all questions that may
be brought before it.

The "Radicals,"
thev say, have received an effectual
check, because their estimate of
strength before the Elections has not
been numerically sustained. The
pretence proves to be hollow at a
single tap. In the first place, a ma
ioritv of upwards of a hundred is
quite as effective as one of much
larger proportions) and perhaps may
be even more safe) for the perma
nent establishment of Republican
Institutions. The loss of a few seats
will serve to give cohesion and to
increase caution in the Party which
has had to bear it. In the next
place, it has to be borne in mind
that the Electorate of France have
very decisively replied to Marshal
MacMahon's appeal under an ad
verse administrative pressure

even in the days of the
Second Empire. The expedients
which the Government, and even
the President himself, were not
axhamed to resort to for the purpose
of influencing the result were most
outrageous, manifestly uniair, ana,
if not altogether illegal, were yet in
spirit grossly unconstitutional. All
eoneeivable impediments were
thrown in the way of Republican
candidates. Every sort of license
was allowed to those nominated as
sanctioned by the President, So far
as violence was resorted to, with a
view to coerce public opinion, it was
resorted to only by those in author-
ity. So far as injustice had to be
borne and forbearance to be exercis-
ed in the face of multiplied provo-
cations, they were exhibited only by
Republican candidates. Now an
answer given under such circum-
stances was, to a considerable, ex-

tent, an answer given n duress.
Even the torture of the screw tuiui
ed upon France without mercy has
proved unavailing to extort from
her a verdict differing in tenor
from that which she would have re
turned under perfect liberty of
choice. It is a little less volumin-
ous, but it is not at all less reso
lute and unwavering. It has been
given under a threat, but it has
been given quietly and firmly.
There have been no electoral dis-

turbances. There has be. n scarcely
a scufile, The process of voting has
been carried on under h$ eye of the
gendarmes, and France, ponsoioiMy
impressed with the solemnity of the
occasion and of the responsibility
attaching to her behavior in connec-
tion with it, has proclaimed to her-sel- f,

to Europe, and to the world,
that she desires and will have a
Conservative Republic.

Now, who is to gainsay her in the
actualization of her purpose ? Who
is the Marshal that he should set his
voice against hers? Nobody dis-

putes his honesty, as no one seems
to deny his political ignorance. But
to whom is he honest ? and of what
is he specially ignorant? lie may
be honest to his own faith, such as
it is, lie may be honest m inten-
tion, at least to the coalition be-

hind him. He is evidently ignor-
ant of the duties of the position in
which the Constitution has placed
him. Nay, he seems to know very
little, if anything, of the relative
weight of his official authority or
his personal influence. He does not
perceive that the clothes of Napo-
leon III. are too big for him. He
bears himself with the air of a
heaven-bor- n Dictator. lie speaks
as if he had a commission to sway
the destiny of France by enacting
the part of a "saviour of society.'1
All this might be excusable before
the Election. The illusion he cher-
ished might then have some color of
reason in it, or at least of plausibil-
ity. But, now that the French-peopl- e

have spoken in response to the
invitation foisted upon them by his
Government, it va impossible that
he can avoid the alternative of "res-
ignation or submission." We de-

cline to believe that he will do so
until we see it. We cannot even
yet realize as a fact that such ego-

tism is possible, or such infatuation
capable of being displayed. The
ridiculousness of it i quite sufficient
for Frenchmen to laugh it dQwn. If
it only shows itself (as we trust it
will not do), it can only be met by
an outburst of contempt.

But France has not even yet said
her final say on the question sub-
mitted to her. The Municipal Elec-
tions are close at hand, and the
members of the ConseUs qeneraux
and Conseils d'Arrpndisements will
take some part in the election of
that third part of the Senate which
will legally vacate office within a
short period. What if it should
happen, as It seems not unlikely to
happen, that the Republicans should
obtain a majority in that Legisla-
tive Assembly. What if M. de
Fourtou's defeat in the Parliament-
ary Election should le closely fol-

lowed by a defeat in the Municipal
Elections: The bare prospect of
such an event will surely serve to
impose upon Marshal MacMahon
something like political caution.
He will not surely set up his will
against the concurrent will of both
Houses of Parliament, for in such
case he would have no alternative
but to rest exclusively upon the sup-
port of the Army, and to venture on
a coup d'etat. It may be confident-
ly surmised that he will do nothing
of the kind. His personal character
forbids the supposition. But, even

An Interesting Spectacle In the
Southern Sky.

If any one will look southward at
the sky, at about eight o'ciock in
the evening, during the next few
days, to a point about half way be-

tween the zenith and the horizon,
he will see two stars, distinguishable
oy their brightness and opposition
of color from any, others in that
part of the heavens. One is a fiery
red star that glows as u red hot :

this is Mars; the other is of pale
greenish tint, nearly white : this is
Saturn. They are now about two
diameters of the moon apart, and
are rapidly approaching each other,

I and will come together in a few
days. The calculations by which
the occulation of Saturn was pre-
dicted are of course too complicated
to be understood by any except
mathematicians who nave made as-
tronomy an especial pursuit: but
some idea of the difficulties may lo
formed by considering that in addi-
tion to the true motions of the plan
ets In space there Is their apparent
motion due to the motion of the
earth. When we look from the
window of an express train, all the
trees seem to be in motion, and their
apparent motions varies according
to their distance from the railroad.
Those that are near whisk rapidly
by; those that are far off swim by
with a steady calm. It Is easy to
conceive our car as standing still,
and all the rest of the world in mo-
tion; sometimes we do so uncon-
sciously. Now all the inhabitants
of earth are on an express train of
inconceivaose swiftness; for our
pianei is swinging lnitsorou; mate
ingall the stars seem in motion,
The fixed stars are too distant to be
affected by our orbital motion, but
the planets, which are near us, thus
become endowed with apiwirent mo
tions, which are much more rapid
than their real ones. This causes
them to describe strange paths
among the constellations, full of
curves, and even loops. Mars is at
present very near to us, and though
he is very small, compared with
Saturn, he looks much larger. Six
weeks ago he and Saturn stood quite
far apart, and were widening the
gap: but recently Mars has made a
loop and doubled back over his for-
mer track, and is now approaching
Saturn, and will pass between him
and the earth, thus hiding Saturn
for a while in his larger light. It is
not often that nature gives a treat
like this and reveals to ordinary
eyes the motions of the planets. It
is therefore worth casting the eyes
up to look at, for before a similar
event occurs most of us will have
ceased to be residents of this planet.
It will be many years before Mars
will be no large in appearance, or
Saturn in position tube eclipsed by
him. liaabnore Gazette.

become besieged. Unless a contin
uous tide of keeps
pouring in as they force their way
tneir original numbers will gradu
ally melt away. When the objec-
tive point is attained, I mean the
Montenegrin capital, Cettinje, it is a
barren conquest. It is a miserable
village of rude, stone houses on a
narrow plain among the summits of
the mountains, overlooked by lofty
ridges. Not a human being Mill be
iound mere to welcome the invad
ers. When winter comes, storm
and mud envelop for whole days
this savage spot; the snow falls with-
out intermission for a week at a
time, and the cold is so intense
that the water in the houses freezes
into solid ice. None but the Monte
negrins can support such a climate.
or fix their homes in such an inhos-
pitable region. They live there be
cause, like the eaglj, they find free
dom on the mountain heights.
Among the iastnesses of nature,
amid rock, sterility, tempest and
cold, they breathe the air of liberty,
No languid air effeminates their
moral or physical natures. The
character of the scenery around
them and the difficulties of the life
with which they have to contend
embolden their hearts, indurate
their fames, and accustom them to
self-deni-al and to resignation to their
lot. it inspires them, also, with a
love of liberty and a hatred of op
pression. v nether they live on the
chance of gains of the chase, the
hoarded frugality of their sparse
harvest, or on the wild roots of the
earth, men, women and children
alike they thank God for what He
sends them, and would rather suffer
and perish in thesolitudes, six thous-
and feet above the soa level,
than descend to the plains ano
become the slaves of the Turk. Lit-
tle glory is to be gained in fighting
such a people, and even if you
should overcome them, the whole
civilized world cries outagainstyou
and awards more praise to the de-
feated mountaineers than to their
conquerors. Suleiman Pasha, be-
fore he left Montenegroj strewed its
valleys and gorges with about 30.000
of his slain soldiers, and he achiev
ed nothing toward the subjection of
tne country, juehemet All will go
there with a less force than has ever
led against Montengro.with no hope
of being reinforced, perhaps, by
AJhanjan, Bashi-Bazou- k, ana other
irregulars. He will be responsible
lor all the atrocities they may com
mit, while they will demoralize the
regular troops by the example of
their insubordination.
