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THE SILVER QUESTION.
iI.—~How Silver Ceased to be Money.

From 1782, when our monetary
system was first established, to 1873,
silver was money in this country.
In 1873 it ceased to be money. As
a preliminary to several articles we
expect to write from time to timeon
the present state of our monetary
system, we propose to investigate
the history of this monetary revolu-
tion; for, quietly as it was done, it
was a revolution and the most im-
portant one that has happened since
the war.

But, before this question can be
intelligibly discussed, we must give
a short attention to the definition of
terms.

What then is meant when It is
snid that certain substances are
money ? We answer, three things.

First—Guarantee on the part of
Government of the quantity and
quality of the substance to be used
28 money.

Second—The making it a legal
tender for all debts, public and pri-
vate,

Third—The right of citizens to use
any quantity of that substance as

it isalways withdrawn from circula-

In popular language,
therefore, there was a scarcity of
silver change. With a view, there-
fore, to facilitate small transactions,
a coinage of half-dollars, quarters,
dimes and half-dimes was ordered
containing less than the standard
amount of silver. The dollar in
this carrency contained less silver
than the standard dollar by 24 grains
and a fraction, and it was not un-
reasonable, therefore, that its use as
a tender in payment of debts should
be limited to sums within five dol-
lars,

But we had a use for silver coin-
age for whick this underweight-
ed currency was notavailable, Our
commeree with Asia was increasing
in importance in consequénce of the
establishment of sea ports on the
Pacifie and nothing would be receiv-
ed in India, China or Japan except
the old Spanish dollar or its equiva-
lent, which contained even more
silver than the standard American
doliar by 6 grains. Anequivalent
American coin was struek and it was
called the trade dollar. It was
not intended for circulation at home,

it was coined exclusively for expor-
tation to Asia,

and indeed could not circulate here; .

These three characteristics of
money were, prior to 1873, accorded
to gold and silver promiscuously;
they have since that time been with-
held from silver and assigned ex-
clusively to gold.

All these chamacteristics are, it
will be at once seen, the results of
legislation and this must needs be
the case. For certain rough ways
of estimating wvalue many other
things ean be used; thus, in IHomer’s

For all that, oxen could not be cor- |

rectly spoken of as money because,
first, they could not well have a
Government stamp of value, and,
secondly, they could not well be
made a legal tender. Thus, if Glau-
cus is indebted to Diomede it would
not be remsonable that Diomede
should be obligedd to receive a cer-
tain number of oxen in liguidation
without the valueof the oxen being

Now, gold and silver are substan-
ces the exact value of which ean be
nscertained by fist assaying and
then weighing them; they canthere-
fore conveniently be guarantesd
by the Government whose only
fuanction is to ascertain and guaran-
tee the weight and gquality. When,
therefore, the United States eonsti-
tuted the silver dollar its umnit of
value, it simply did this: it said to
the people, bring tous any silver
vou want to use as money and we
will weigh and assay it and stamp
our guarantee upon it, so that any
one will take it for what it claims to
be,

It was the people’s right to useany
quantity of silver they had in this

way and the Government was bound |

by law to assay, weigh and stamp
all that was brought them. Hence
the silver dollar. It was simply a
piece of silver alloy which the Gov-
ernment guaranteed to contain 371}
gerains of pure silver and 1:10 that
amount of haser metals,
alone did not make it money; it had
to made legal tender for
debts public and private.

The
authority given to the commission
for doing this only extended to
abridging the Ianguage in which the
laws were written, to omitting laws
which had been repealed, ete. But
they were authorized to enact no
new law whatever; nevertheless sec-
tion 3,586 of the Revised Code stood
