An important trial was held and
tlecided last week in reference to
fraudulent dealings after advances
on crops. This was the case of the
State against Wm. Goaset, who was
Inrltntuif.. .Li.!-- ! - ..uu.im iur uuiaiiiing money ior ms
crop of tobacco and afterwards
disposing of it to other par
ties without refunding the ad
vances. The indictment was made
under a statute of the General As
sembly of this State passed in 1875
(chap. 94 J 12,) which subjects, trans
uctions of the sort to criminal process
and inflicts as a penalty fine ant
imprisonment at the discretion of
the jury, within the amount of five
years imprisonment or $5,000 fine
The parties In this case making the
advances were Messrs. Smith & Ken
nedy, warehousemen, who advanced
1200 on the crop of the defendant
who afterwards sold it to a firm in
rsasnvme. .Much sympathy was
exhibited for the defendant in con-

siaeration ot his age ana previous
respectability, but all concur that
the verdict was a righteous one
which imposed a fine of $1,500.

Cases of this kind had become
alarmingly frequent before the pas
sage of the above act, and it was
agreed that either they must be cut
short by stringent legislation or the
practice of giving advances on crops
mast come to an end. Tobacco
growers are more interested than
any one in the rigid enforcement of
this law, unless they are disposed to
relinquish the accom mondation they
at present receive of advances upon
their crops.

Thedefendant, we understand, ap-pea- Ls

to the Supreme Court to test
the constitutionality of the act.
