taxes. The Phelan bill was thus
adopted in lieu of the Frierson bill,
and without putting the Phelan bill
on its third reading, the House ad-
journed sine die, without ever taking
another vote on the question.

For the truth of the foregoing facts
we refer to the official journals of
the Legislature, and we defy con-
tradiction from anyone. Besides
which, the senior editor of this pa-j- er

was an officer of the Senate, and
was personally present during the
late extra session of the Legislature;
and we state as a fact to which we
were an eye-witnes- s, that Mr. Gar-
ner labored hard and earnestly to
effect a compromise of the State
debt, and that the Senate bill was
the only bill that would have passed
that body. And we have it from
high authority that the bondholders
would have accepted its provisions
and funded under it.

Now did Mr. Garner defeat the
compromise? Did not the Chroni-
cle's friends defeat it? Who will
the people regard as their friend?
Is it the man who asserted that the
jKople were honest, anil would stand
oy the settlement the legislature
made? Or the man who (by his
acts) said that they were dishonest,
and w e must handcuff them for all
time to come, for fear that they will
not stand oy tiie settlement we
suggest to the Chronicle that the
people have not loo many friend,
and it is bad policy to attempt to
murder what few they have left up-
on b isel-si- s accusations. When the
people of this Senatorial District
shall have understood the position
and votes of Senator Garner upon
this question they may differ very
widely with the Chronicle and its
friends. Now if repudiation shall
come, certainly the conservative el-

ement with which Mr. Garner acted
will not In- - responsible for it? Can
the Chronicle and its friends escape
the resj)onsibility ?

Will the Chronicle have the fair-
ness to publish this article in its col-

umns, in order that its readers may
have the real facts as to this matter?

right to file a bill in the Federal
Courts to compel the Legislature to ;

raise a tax, etc. It docs none of;
these things; it simply places them
upon the level of all other creditors.
Other creditors have the right to
balance the State's claims against
them; a Comptroller's warrant is
receivable for taxes, ami why not a
coupon for interest on a bond which
is just as much a debt as the warrant.

What other debt is there, public
or private, in which the ju-- t claims
of both parties an not allowed as a
set-o- 'f the tine, against the other?
Where is'the mortgage in this?
Where is the preference? ami what
standing does it give the public cred-
itor in the Federal Courts which he
has not now? The truth is that the
acceptability of the coupons for taxes
is only a grievance against tne peo--!
pie on the supjiosition that their in- -

tention is agree to the commutation
of their debt for half the face of it, j

with the proviso that they intend
ii. unit-- . ti ffiiiil in n-i- r the;.interest on this hall debt than

did on the w hole one; on any other j

hypothesis it is no grievance at all. ,

If Mr. (i. chooses to accept this by- -

pothesis, then he has nothing to do j

a railroad having but ten inches
width of track, from the elevated
village of Hyde Park down to the
depot. He also, with his own hands
constructed the cars to run on the
track. In these he carried in six
weeks over 3,0(X) passengers from
the village down to the depot with-
out the slightest injury to anybody.
There-wer- several short curves on
the way, and the track crossed the
highway twice.- - The people of Bil-leric- a,

wishing a road across through
their town from Billerica, on the
Boston and Jowell railroad, to lied-for- d,

a distance of eight and a half
miles, requested the projector to
come and give the people a lecture
on narrow-trac- k railroads. Some
said " It is a chimerical notion ; "
but others said, " This is of God and
must prevail,'-- and they gave a
helping hand and secured a move-
ment so far as to get a petition for a
charter from the Legislature. The
charter , was allowed. Then the
right of-- way was secured gratis the
whole distance. Two very able
men gave the way only because, as
they said, it was. only a visionary,
crazy headed, scheme, and would
never be accomplished or made pay.
Then came the building of the road,
which was completed by the first of
September, so that cars passed with
passengers over the entire route
that day, and secured the right of
way. There are eleven bridges
over the route, one over 100 feet
long. The rails way twenty-fiv- e

pounds to the yard, which is strong
enough ; twenty pounds would do.
The road is well equipped ; one
grade is loo feet. The engine is
placed behind the tender and next
to the cars, so that when the train
moves, the car next to the engine
draws down upon and increases the
adhesion of the engine to the track.
Both engine and cars are construc-
ted so as to be very near the ground,
giving great advantage in regard to
safety also very little oscillation.
The cars have an isle with one seat
on each side, in the same manner
as ordinary cars have two seats.
The length of the cars allow thirty
seats, each person having: a seat to

L himself. The cars are warmed with
steam, are well ventilated, have
closets, water tank, all the mod-
ern improvements, Westinghouse
brakes, etc. They weigh but four
tons and a half, ordinary cars on an
average eighteen tons. Hence
Mansfield will carry sixty persons
with cars weighing nine tons while
ordinary roads must draw eighteen
to carry fifty-si- x persons. The en-
gines are- - equally light and less
costly than on other roads. The
road cost $V00 per mile. The trains
run about twenty miles an hour.
Engines weigh about eight tons,
and draw two passenger and two
freight cars twice per day each way,
at a cost of 'coal only on; fourth
that of ordinary engines."

Editors Chroxict,k: I liegin to
feel like this was a southern clime
again, as the weather is very fair
and bright to wiiat it has been for
several weeks. It seems though
that everyone is out of something to
do, or do not want to tlo any-
thing, one or the other. The coun-
try never was so full of loafers. All
the farmers are done stripping to-

bacco, and some have sold, but a
great many w ill hold" their tobacco
for a higher price. It does not pay
a man to sell his tobacco sTt the
present prices, esjecially if he has
debts to pay, as the debts were con-

tracted when everything was high.
Our Dickson county oil wells have

played out again, and the wells will
have to be bored deeper to ever
reach oil in inexhaustible quanti-
ties. The present wells are not
more than one-thir- d as deep as the
deepest wells in Pennsylvania, and
there is no doubt if the company
bore deeper that they will make a
paying business of it. The present
company is a stock company gotten
up in Dickson and Davidson coun-
ties, and are determined to find oil
if it can be found.

I visited Montgomery county a
few weeks ago and the picturesque
little city of Clarksville. My visit
was short but sweet, and I will
ever remember it as one of the
most enjoyable trips of my life. I
was off for recreation and do not
believe that I could have gone any-
where where 1 could have enjoyed
myself better than I did with the
young ladies and gentlemen of the
south-sid- e. I know of no neigh-
borhood w here there s more beauty
and morality combined. Every
young gentleman is moral, and
every young lady a Christian and a
model woman. The Dickson girls
say that the young gentlemen here
think that the South-sid- e is. Para-
dise, and really some of the boys
have came to the conclusion that
it is about as near that blessed place
as they will ever go. We are hav-
ing weddings here 5y the whole-
sale, there are four every wts?k.
One gentleman in this vicinity who
came from Pennsylvania about four
years ago, and whose wife died
about four months ago, sent North
and had a w ife shipped to him. lie
met her at the railroad station and
married her the next day. Tliat is
what I call business.

Our boss pig here, now ten
months old, weighs loo pounds and
is still growing. I'll tell your read-
ers when he gets grown. A great
many of Dickson's boys have been
going to Texas and the van is re-

turning, some sick, and all strapped.
Some bought through tickets and
turned to a right shoulder shift be-

fore they got there. Others have
gone into the fruit business, that is
acting as traveling agents for the
nurseries. I hope the boys will
make some "tin" but I am afraid
they would better have stayed at
home and raised tobacco at five dol-

lars per hundred.' Ammia.

My Lords and Gf.xtivemex: I
have thought tit to assemble you bev

made to terminate the war now ng

Eastern Euroie and Ar-
menia, and that i might have the
advice and assistance of my Parlia-
ment in the present state of public
affairs. You are aware that after
having unsuccessfully striven to
avert that war, I declared my inten-
tion to observe neutrality in the
contest which I lamented! but had
failed to prevent so long as the in-

terests of my Empire, as defined by
my Government, were not threat-
ened. I expressed, at the same
time, my earnest desire to avail my-
self of any opportunity which might
present itself for the peaceful settle-
ment of the questions at issue be-twe- ea

the belligerent Powers. The
successes obtained by Russian arms
in Europe and Asia convinced the
Porte it should endeavor to bring to
a close hostilities which w.ere caus-
ing immense sufferings to its sub-
jects. The Government of the Sul-

tan accordingly addressed to neutral
Powers, parties to the treaties relat-
ing to the Turkish Empire, an ap-pe- al

for their good offices: It did
not, however, appear to a majority
of the Powers thus addressed that
they could usefully comply with
the request, and they communicated
this opinion to the Porte. The
Porte then determined on making
a separate appeal to my Govern-
ment, and I at once agreed to make
enquiry of the Emperor of Russia
whether His Imperial Majesty
would entertain overtures for peace.
The Emperor expressed, in reply,
his earnest desire for peace, ana.
stated at the same time his opinion
as to the course which should be
pursued for its attainment. Upon
this subject communications have
taken place between the Govern-
ments of llussiaandTu rkey, through
my good offices, and J earnestly
trust they may lead to a pacific so-

lution of the points at issue, and to
a termination of the war. Xo efforts
on my part will be wanting to pro-mote'th- at

result.
Hitherto, so far as the war has

proceeded, neither of the bellige-
rents have infringed on any condi-
tions on which my neutrality is
founded, and I willingly believe
that both parties are desirous to re-
spect ihem so far as it may be in
their power. So long as these con
ditions are not infringed, my atti-
tude will continue the same.

But J cannot conceal from myself
that should hostilities be uniortu- -
nately prolonged, some unexpected
occurrence may render it mcumoent
on me to adopt measures of precau-
tion. Such measures could not be
effectively taken without an ade
quate preparation, and I trust to tne
liberalitv of my Parliament to sup
ply the means which may be re- ,

mired for tnat purpose. Papers on
these affairs w ill be forthwith laid
before you

Mv relations with all foreign
Powers continue friendly.

It is evident that this speech does
not answer the question "What will
England do?" nor, in the nature of
things, did we anticipate it would.
The action of England must so en-

tirely depend upon the terms pro
posed by Russia to Turkey, that tin-- ;
til these terms are officially known;
it was evidently impossible for the '

iueen (or rather the Queen's Cahi- -

net) to say what the policy of Eng-
land is to be. The interests of Eng- - j

landjsofar as they can be affected by
the settlement of the Eastern war,
Ji; in the Dardanelles and the Isth- -

mus of Suez; she will certainly not j

intervene to save the Turkish Em- -

pi re in Europe from the destruction j

now inqending. A good deal ofj
misunderstanding has existed inthi-- i j

country as regards England's obli-- j
gat ions in this matter. It has been

urged that England, having led
j

Turkey into the w ar, w as bound in
honor to extricate her from the con-

sequences
j

of her engaging in it. i

But England did not load her into
the war; she did the reverse; she
advised her to accept th terms pro

, .. r.posed iv tnet ongress oi
powers af Constantinople, and most
distinctly intimated that in case of
her refusal she was not toexjK'ct
England's alliance in the war that
might ensue.

That Turkey was encouraged in
prolonging the war by the convic-
tion that England must intervene in
the end is no doubt true, but this
conviction arose not lrom any as-

surances of the English Government,
but from a most erroneous estimate
put by the Turkish statesmen upon
the viewsand feelings of the English

eople. An armed intervention in
the Russo-Turkis- h w ar was never a
possibility on the part of England ;

her people were almost unanimously
in opposition to it.

There have been many curious
parallels between this war and that
between the Northern and Southern
States on this continent, and this is
one of them, that the Southern peo-

ple throughout tne struggle cher-
ished the hope, always a baseless
one, that England would be com-

pel let I to intervene in it by her need
of cotton ; and t lie anger of the South
when it became manifest that she
w ould not w as as natural and as un-

reasonable as that of Turkey at her
present immovable attitude.

work ; if he held a military appoint-
ment Ids dispatches were trverha tiled
and the facts investigated to note
how far the actual campaign
corded with the reports ; if during
his canvass he had madeany pledges
to his constituents, thesi pledges i

and on all these topics an elaborate
rejMrt was grounded, which was
pronounced ujmmi by the great coun-

cil of the State (in Athens it was the
council of the Areopagus), and, if
the ortict-hoid- er was found delin-
quent in any ofthee items, various
puni-hmen- fs were inflicted ujwm
him, th most prevalent of which
was fftiuiiit, which was notliingshort
of a disqualification tor holding pub-

lic office for a term of years or fur
life, us the case might lie? and it
should be noted that this dnkima.da
was not an exceptional procedure
like impeachment, grounded on spe-

cific charges of malfeasance in office,
but an ordeal from which no man
M ho had once held a public office of
tru-- t was exempt.

Dokimo.ia, we opine, would lo a
salutary institution at Washington,
in all our State capitals and our cr-Hra- te

cities. We have it not estab-
lished by law and we are not likely i

to have it, for office-holde- rs are the
makers of our laws, and they are
not likely to tie their own hands;
but practically we have had some-
thing like a t!'iAii't voluntarily
encountered by our various repre-

sentatives since the final adjourn-
ment of the State Legislature. All
our legislators have had something
to say, either in public utterance or
in print, in vindication of their ac-

tion as representatives of the people
of this and the adjoining counties.
Messrs. Smith and Goodpasture

fore the solid citizens of the County
Court, and so well l.as their action
corresponded with the pledges made
before election that the Areopagus

of mortgaging the homes, energies
and the muscle of the people to the
Imiidholders, and of sinking the
sovereignty of the state, and of put-
ting it in the power of th' bond-
holders to tile a bill in the Federal
( 'ourt and compel the Legislature to
levy a tax to meet the interest of
the debt, even if a war should be
raging, a spreading over
t he land and cros hould fail.

Then tlu Chronicle proceeds to
charge our Senator, the Hon. A. E.
Garner, with killing the compro-
mise bill. The Chronicle charges
that, "A bill had passed the House
of legislature to close with the com-

promise proposed by the creditors at
half the face of the' bonds with six
per cent, interest, the coupons re-

ceivable as taxes. This bill had
passed the House in all its provision-

s,-and was on its second reading
before the Senate, w hen Mr. Garner
offered an amendment to strike out
the clause making the coupons re-

ceivable
i

for taves, which pa-M- il the i

Senate bv one majoritv. This, of
killed the hi'll."

The above charge is, every word,
untrue, as the journals of the legis-
lature will show. And this only i-
llustrate the necessity of a public
journal beingeareful astothecharges
"made against a representative of the
fieople. Wo cannot believe for a
moment that the Chronicle, if cor-r.- i

tlv informed, would have made
i he above charge. Vet its ignorance
..f the facts, when the truth w as in
its reach, is certainly culpable.

The facts are few and simple. No
Hoiwe biil for the settlement of the
debt ever came to the Senate. A
bill iqxin that subject originated in
the Senate, proposing to settle,
making the coupons receivable for
taxes. This bill passed to its third
reading, w hen Mr. ( iarner moved to
amend the bill by striking out the
toapon feature, which motion was
carried by a vote of hito s. Sixteen
Democrat" voted for said amend-
ment, and five Uepublicansand three
Dcmierats voted against it. Tlii
bill the Senate, after an
amendment thereto grading the in-

terest, and went to the House, and
was there defeated.

Death of II. II. Harrison A Veteran
Steamboat Captain.

This pioneer boatman of theCum-lerlan- d

is dead. Fifty years ago lie
began his nautical life as clerk on
the Peebus. For more than a quar-
ter of a century he has boon an ac-

tive business man in Nashville, and
his white hair and gray beard had
long been a familiar feature about
the corner of Broad and front streets
in that city. In 1880 he was appoint-
ed by the Government to the com-
mand of the United States snag-bo- at

Hercules, and, in connection
with Captain Shreve, ordered
to remove the ratt in lied river, a
work which, however, he failed to
accomplish. In he purchased
the Native, and, as her master, ran
her until 1h:$n, w hen he was placed
in charge of the New Orleans and
Tennessee river steamer Tuscumbia.
In 18;i! he built the Bloom, and
com mantled for the Kanawha Salt
Company their steamers Tide, Paul
Pry and Pinia. In 140, on his
boat, the Rio, he carried the Tenn-
essee delegation to the battleground
of Tippecanoe. While in command
of this craft he ran her into a corn-
field near Palmyra, and grounded
her. In durance vile there she re-
mained with a load of pig-iro- n on
board until the river rose and float-
ed her. I laving put in one year in
that cornfield he preceded on his
voyage without further delay. Suc-
cessively he commanded the IJve
Oak, Emma, Hiliernian, and Dr.
Watson. In the Mexican warns an
officer in the employ of ( Jen. Thos.
Jessup, he was prominently connec-
ted with the transportation of our
tnxps and military supplies across
the Gulf. First commanding the
United States transport steamer
Gopher, then superintending the
constructions at this city of the two
sea-goi- vessels, E. A. Ogden antl
Ann Chase. Captain 11. was in
command of this last mentioned
vessel when, in 1840, she was de-
stroyed by a " norther" fifty miles
south of Tampion.

startling inequality of the Govern-
ment bounties between the North
and South; one hundred and secenty-fic- c

million qf dollar having been
expended to build up and advance
commercial and industrial interests
in the North, while only eighteen
million of Government expendi-
tures, for the same purpose, have
been made in the South and West.
And when we reflect that it is
plain, under the proposition for
natioual aid to complete the Texas
Pacific road on the thirty-secon- d

parrallel, that no advance of public
money is involved, but "simply a
Government guarantee of interest,
to be indorsed on the bonds of the
Texas Pacific Company, under re-

strictions that thoroughly protect
the Government against any outlay
for the principal or interest on said
company's bonds, with the addi-
tional provision subjecting the
earnings of the line to the regula-
ting power of Congress, so as to se-

cure to commerce the lienefits and
economy of the lowest rates consis-
tent with the cost of the road, it is
clear to us that no objection on any
public ground can be made to this
form i f Government aid that will
cost the Government nothing.

We think the south and South-
west could fairly lay claim to a
more substantial form of national
iug&tance in Government, bonds to
complete the Texas Pacific across
our Territories to the Pacific coast,
but when the .Texas Pacific Com-
pany show that if the Government
will endorse on its bonds a guaran-
tee only of the interest, and retain
a sufficient number of the bonds to
protect itself against any outlay for
its interest guarantees, if such a se-
curity will give the company access
to capital, the disposition of inves-
tors to purchase such a bond at
once establishes the fact that the
Government is not asked to grant a
subsidy ; because, if such a securi-
ty can be marketed, there can be no
question that the Government will
never be required to advance,
much less lose a single dollar.

When we consider the fact that
over ninety millions in Government
bonds have been given as a subsidy
to build the existing line to the Pa- -

South, any opposition to the pro-
posed form of Government aid to
the Texas Pacific line, the comple-
tion of which would vitalize the
railway property, the industrial and
commercial interests of the South,
appears inimicial to the prosperity
of our section.

THE TOHACCO TAXES.

The taxes on tobacco are, we be-

lieve, heavier than those on any
article produced in the United
States. There are taxes on the raw
produce, taxes on the manufactured
article, taxes on buyers for exporta-
tion, in short our government 'has
acted as if it desired to suppress the
cultivation of the weed altogether.
We notice that the great Eastern
purchasers have leen invited to
discuss the question as regards man-
ufactured tobacco before the Ways
ami Means Committee of the House
and that they are in favor of putting
as heavy a tax upon it as the nation
will stand. Their reason for doing
this is that it rules out the small
concerns and leaves the purchase (if
manufactured tobacco a monopoly
in the hands of a few great firms.
It never seems to have occurred to
Mr. Woods, and his committee to
invite any of the producers of to-

bacco to give their views on the
subject, they are certainly an inter-
ested party; but this is on a par
with all commercial legislation in
Congress ; it is devised in the inter-
est of those capitalists w ho in the
he great Eastern cities manipulate

our produce; the producers are nev-
er considered except as a source of
profit to those who manipulate their
crops on the way to markets.

The Kentucky legislature has
taken measures to have the produ-
cing interest ventilated in Congress
as will be seen from the follow ing
resolutions of ZVTr I lamilton :

Since our last issuea great portion

of the time of Congress has been
taken, up in matters ceremonial.
Obituaries and presentations have

j

given Senators and Representatives
j

their opportunity of airing such
rhetorical faculty as may be in them.
Business of interest has been con-

fined to the continued debate on the
silver bill. Readers may skip a
good deal here. Read the speech of
Col. Bailey and you get substantial-
ly the argument on one side, which
is repeated with varying degrees of
incisiveness or prosiness by the va-

rious speakers in House or Senate,
with a orenonderance of the latter:,
M p f however, hitsj '
the nail on the head and drives it
home. Look for argument on the
other side and you will find only
hard names, "repudiators, defalca-
tors," etc.

The ritual performances have been
a batch of commemorative speeches
o'h the death of Senator Morton,
chiefly characterized by extreme
dulness. Morton's one record that
gives a foundation for substantial
eulogy is his record as the great war
Governor of Indiana. The truth is
that at the outbreak of the war

presentation from the State of Maine
of a statue of Governor King, the
founder of that State, to be set up in
the statue gallery of the capitol.
One would have anticipated this as
an occasion for historical reminis-
cence and decorous common-plac- e,

through which the House might
have respectfully slumbered for an
hour or tw o, ami that then the coun
terfeit presentment in marble of
Gov. King's bag wig and breeches
would be set up in their resting
place and never bethought of after-
wards. But he who arrived at such
conclusions would have to forget
that Jas. G. Blaine was to be the
spokesman. He who remembered
that and was acquainted with the
ways of ? that politician would be
prepared to expect something in the
way of racy and vigorous self-assertio-n,

though the subject might be a
eulogy of Queen Elizabeth or Solon
of Athens'; and so it turned out.
Mr. Blaine, of Maine, has only one
subject on which he can descant
with real unction , and that is Blaine,
of Maine ; though how he was going
to bring that pet subject into an en-

comium of old Gov. King did not
seem easy to imagine, but he was
equal to the occasion. Tho, politi-
cians of Massachusetts had resolutely
opposed his nomination to the Pres-
idency, and his subject gave him an
opportunity of attacking the histor-
ical record of that State. He began
with the differences between the
Maine people and the Massachusetts
State Government which led to the
separation of Maine and its erection
into a State; then he brought up the
seditious and unpatriotic action of
Massachusetts during-th- e war of
1812, contrasting the highly patriotic
course of his own State therewith.
In short, he forgot altogether that
he was there to eulogize Gov. King
and appropriated the whole occasion
to a virulent attack on Massachu-
setts and Boston. Messrs. Dawes
and Hoar, the Senators from the
State attacked, saw that work was
cut out for them and as soon Mr.

j Blaine sat down, like gallant knights
they placed lance in rest as champi-
ons for Massachusetts. Their war-stee- ds

rather stumbled in their gait.
Mr. Blaine had this advantage over
them that he had posted himself up
in the history, while they, not ex-

pecting t be called upon to .speak
at all, had made no preparation.
Mr. Dawes floundered terribly in
his history and never spoke to less
advantage. It may be said, how-
ever, in his vindication that, if he
had given flays and weeks to the
study of the matter, he could not
have made out much of a case for
the credit of his State, for the more
thoroughly the subject is investi-
gated the more thoroughly does it
appear that the action of Massachu-
setts in 1812 was not only unpatri-
otic but treasonable, and, if not so,
then the course of South Carolina in
the days of Jackson and in those of
Abraham Lincoln was perfectly jus-
tifiable and truly loyal. It would
not do, however, for a Southern
Senator to say so, and Mr. Blaine,
for once in his career, has our thanks
for ventilating the truth in that mat-
ter.

Mr. Hoar did not attempt much
history in the matter, but gave blow
for blow by assigning the personal
motives of the Maine politician as
originating neither in the days of
Gov. King nor in those of the war
of 1812, but in the events of the Cin-

cinnati Convention of 1875, affecting
Mr. Blaine's candidacy for the Pres-
idency.

Southern men and Democrats of
course took no part in this fray, but
looked on us spectators, some sur-
prised, some amused, and a good
many disgusted. .

Senator Blaine has given notice
of a silver bill of his own ; it is a
preposterous absurdity. He pro-- I
poses to coin silver ad libitum, mak-- !
ing it a legal - tender only up to five
dollars, and to give the director of
the mint authority to put more or
less silver into it from time to time
according to the fluctuations in the
market price of silve. We will give
the text of the bill next week, and
a few comments on it. Every hour
given to the discussion of it in Con
gress will be time wasted.
