M ntlcrnon's Lecture. ?

On sitting down to our desk after
hearing Watterson, knowing that a
good many people would want to
know what the Curoniclk thinks
of the brilliant and popular Ken-tuckia- n,

we were surprised to find
that our thoughts refused to bend
themselves upon the lecture or the
lecturer, and were full of nothing
but the South, as she was, as she is
and as she is to be. We were not
only surprised at this, but mortified
and irritated ; for we were grateful
to the man who had given us the
most delightful evening's entertain-
ment we have enjoyed for years
and wanted to express our gratitude,
but our mind wandered off to
thoughts too deep for tears on the
chequered past history of theSouth
and yearning speculations on its
future.

After all, is not this the most
transcendent merit that can be at-

tributed to a speaker, that he can so
possess his hearers with the spirit of
hLs subject as to annihilate himself
and fix his hearers' thoughts and
emotions upon that of which he is
speaking. The greatest orator of
Greece was willing that hearers
might say of his rival "How great
an orator he is," provided that when
he himself spoke they would shout,
"Eet us go out to fight Philip." So
that perhaps the greatest compli-
ment we can pay to Mr. Watterson
is to pursue the train of thought in-

spired by his discourse, for that.too,
if it has any merit, forms part of the
merit of the lecture, being inspired
by it. Our thoughts, then, on Wed-
nesday night after leaving the lec-

ture room were occupied with the
Southern gentleman so well de-

scribed by the lecturer, and so hap-
pily discrlailnated on the one hand
from the do vn of the Georgia vil-

lage of the Simon Suggs type, and
on the other from the swashbuckler
of the steamboats on the lower Mis-

sissippi. How completely he is
gone, he and the Southern lady,
both of them delightful reminiscen-
ces with as strongly marked an
idiosyncracy as ever formed the
stock in trade of novelist ov carica-
turist, but they are gone and have
left no trace on the history or fiction
or even the caricature of their day.
The novelists missed them ; Harriet
Beech er Stowe gives no trace of
them. Not a single typical South-
ern gentleman appears in that won-
derful farrago of impossible negroes
and villainous whites, "Uncle Tom's
Cabin." But then the true South-
erner must be painted in a kindly
spirit, harmonizing with the over-
flowing kindness of his own genial
soul, or he can't be painted at all,
and there was not love to soften the
outlines cut by that trenchant pen.
The tourists never found him. Have
our readers read a book called
Greater Britain, written by an
Englishman just after the war?
He is now a Baronet and a member
of Parliament. I le professes to have
come here to see for himself the con-

dition of Northern and Southern
society after the war. He got well
primed and instructed what he was
to see while he was in Boston ; he
accepted introductions to an old
negro who had kept a restaurant in
Norfolk, Virginia, and declined let- -

folk, staid there two days, saw some
loafers carousing and cursing in the
bar-roo- m of the hotel, and now he
thought he knew the Southern gen-

tleman. I le had not even seen him.
And so the true Southerner fades
from human cognizance "unwept,
unhonoredand unsung." It is true
we still have gentlemen and ladies
in the South, but they are of a dif-
ferent type. Their features have a
severer outline, a higher tyie per-
haps, but not the ame ; and, as we
have attained the age when men
live in the past rather than the
future, we thank Mr. Watterson for
a happy reminiscence of the past ; a
vision of long, low planters' houses,
surrounded by groves of magnolias,
with porticoes (or galleries, as they
called them) all round them, rock-
ing chairs scattered everywhere, the
graceful and easy-goin- g hostess,
and the genial and still easier-goin- g

host, knowing no happiness but that
of having hosts of friends around
them, and putting them at their
ease, too ; culture without pedantry
or ostentation, courtesy without
formality. It is all gone, and only
a few old galvanized rebels care even
to dream of it; ami, Henry Watter-
son, we thank you for our dream.

But we must say a few words of
the lecturer himself. Wit, wisdom
and Lumor were the staple of his
discour.-e-, expressed in English of
wonderful purity and with a manner
characterized with the graceful
freedom and pleasant dignity of the
Southern gentleman whom he so
well described.

The audience was just what it
ought to be very large and yet
very select. Every person capable
of appreciating an intellectual treat
was there, many of them haying
come in many miles from the coun-
try for the purpose. Pleasurable
anticipation was their cue as they
arrived and delighted realization as
thev left.

Editor Chronicle: We have
read this charge of Judge Tyler and
can see nothing in it to make him
unpopular he spoke the truth. His
summoning the jury; in the first
place, may not meet the approval
of some on the ground that although
he did it from a sense of official
duty, yet the taking that course
rather made matters worse than
mended them.

And so it
goes, and will go, without remedy
so lar as we can see. There is a
remedy but we have no idea it will
ever be allowed. Put men like
Judge Tyler upon our criminal
bench "..make them judge, jury and
lawyer ; put them there for life, or
as long as they can do the work.
Give them good round salaries,
making them entirely independent
of the outside world, and we would
then get justice, speedy, prompt and
cheap justice-r-chea- p enough to be
in reach of all. In less than one
year our courts would no longer be
considered a nuisance, as now ; but
they would become a terror to the
evil doer and a protection to the
good. ' Citizen.

minister passed away .from ' the
scenes of his earthly ministrations,
whose decease cannot be allowed to
pass unnoticed in Clarksville. The
Rev. Joseph J. Ridley, D. IX, wras

elected Rector of Trinity Church,
Clarksville, ;in November, 1853,
and resigned June 24th, 18G0,

having been appointed President of
the East Tennessee University at
Knoxville. During his residence in
Clarksville, seven years, he is re-

corded to have baptised 130 persons
and confirmed 11G. This is his
record in the Church books. On the
hearts of his people his memory is
stamped as that of an ever zealous
and simple minded Christian un-

wearied in well doing. This interest
seems to l ave been specially mani-
fested in the poor and the young.
No day ever passed during
which he was not found in some pov-
erty stricken cottage alleviating
physical wants and ministering
to spiritual troubles. Those who
best remember him here are men
who were youths when he lived
here. To youth and early manhood
his house, simple and frugal yet
cheerful and tasteful, was always a
pleasant home, where, aided by his
excellent wife, his hospitality was
always attractive, because always
genial, intelligent and refined. No
one ever left that quiet parsonage
without feeling that they were the
better and purer for having been
there. Tiie following, cut from a
beautiful obituary in the Browns-
ville States, only shows that such as
he was when he sojourned among
us, even such he continued to the
day of his death :

He came frequently to the States office,
then iuourcharge,toask for old newspapers, :

which we gladly gave him, but one day,
knowing that he was engaged iii some char-
itable deed, we became curious to know how
he could make old newspapers aid in any
good work. - He said thafe a very poor and
destitute family had moved Into an old
house so full of cracks as to render it unin-
habitable in the extreme cold weather, but
with the old papers pasted over the walls
and to go over the bed, he thought he might
keep out the cold, and he did. But his
kindness to this poor family did not end
here, for at his solicitation, the oldest girl
was sent to school and gained the rudiments
of a good education. This Is but one of
hundreds of instances of h is sleepless ch arity
and goodness. His idea of serving the Master
was truly evangical. Christ himself was
not a sermonizer, and there are but few in-
stances in which he preached sermons, the
one on the mount tiring the most memo-
rable, but spent his ministry on earth going
nlxiut doing good, healing the sick and
blind, and raising the dead. Trying humbly
to copy his Great Master, Dr. Ridley did not
conceive his Christian duties ended by
preaching one or more sermons a week, but
spentlie whole week in doing good deeds,
iu visiting tiie sick and needy. While in
the latter years of his life the disease of
which he finally perished, had made visible
inroads upon the vigor of his mind, yet
nevuitheless he gave many evidences of
what the mail had Ix-e- in his prime.
He was one of the most accomplished
scholars In the ministry. He waii a man of
large reading, and had a fine literary taste
and discrimination. His sermons, the de-
livery of which was somewhat Impaired in
his last years, doubtless from the approach
of paralysis, were masterpieces of scholarly
erudition, as well as genuine and unaffected
piety. Like his respected liishop, he was in
early life a physician, liefore he became a
physician of souls. He has been constantly
in the ministry for many years, with the
single exception of the Presidency of

I'niversity, in South Carolina,
North Carolina, Clarksville, Tennessee,
Soiuerville and lastly Prowiisville, where
he closed his ministerial laliors, he gave
evidence of the love of Christ within him.
Now the good old man tin gone. The noble,
Christian geutleman. The meek and humble
follower of the Lord. The quiet and culti-
vated scholar, with his refined love of flow-
ers and liooks. It seems but yesterday that
we met him upon the street, with cordial
greeting and warm graspof bands. We can
hardly realize his death. But like an old
warrior when the fight was over, wearied
and worn, and stiffened with long service,
and covered with honorable seal's, anil
bearing within him many a blow upon his
loving heart, what could he do but die? So
laying down his battered shield, and slwath-in-g

his war-wor- n sword, in his Christian
urnur, he fell asleep to wake no more in
this world. But in the land of the hereafter,
the land of Nepenthe, where ruins stern
ploughshare --shaJLLjuev ex "more, uproot.
