As to being subject to
the discipline of the Church, attend
ing upon its ordinances, and sup-
porting its institutions, which they
have solemnly promised to do, they
are entirely wanting. This is the
legitimate result of substituting ex
hortation for preaching, and the
"billing and cooing" process for
healthful discipline. In some places
the Church is so loaded down with
these hypocritical pretenders that it
has almost lost its influence for
good, and the life is well nigh
crushed out of it. It's mission will
not soon be accomplished unless
these "camp followers" are made to
fall into the line of duty, or con
signed to " the more congenial
company of heathens and publicans.

A New Railroad Enterprise.
A conference has been held this

week between some of our leading
business men and two gentlemen
representing the St. L. AS. E. R. R.
