One cannot but come
back upon this idea the hopeless
inconveniDiiity and retrogression
or tne creature, the perverse tenden
cy in him to grow worse instead of
better. Surely, the careful upbuild-
ing of aSlavo-Roumania- n Empire,
oi a christian ana cultured nation
capaDie oi order and political mor
ality and g develop-
ment, would be a labor worthy the
exiremesc enon or tne uermamc
and Latin races, and worthy the
magnanimous good-wi- ll of Russia.

It will be a day of jubilee for Eu
rope when the old Asiatic horde re
maining on her soil shall be driven
forth from it, or at least deprived of
an power therein, lier cunning
hand will then be set free to repair
tne damage which has come upon
one of her most fruitful regions
through five centuries if desolating
tyranny. No hope there of Justice
and industry and prosperity, no
hope for art and literature and sci-
ence and the graces of life, no hope
even of continental content and
tranquility, until this redemption is
accomplished. One can almost im
agine the waste places of that Ori-
ent land pleading for deliverance.
It needs no imagination to hear the
generations of the trampled past
swelling the prayer with their im-
precations. Let Europe, avenge in
one merciful blow the long waste of
man's industry and earth's fertility :
avenge the groans of countless caj-tive- s,

degraded, broken-hearte- d,

worn to death in bondasre: avensre
all the Christian blood which has
been poured out upon the track of
the Crescent the blood of the Hos
pitalers who fell in the breaches of
Rhodes and Tripoli and Malta: the
blood of noble Venetians, which has
stained unnumbered ramparts and
many waters ; the blood of Greek
and Austrian and Servian andMon- -
tenegrin and Pole and Russian.

If it be really true, as one may
surely hope, that we see the near
coming of the end of Ottoman mis
rule in Europe, no man can over
state the importance and sublimity
of the events now transacting th
in field or in council. The noblest
of continents freed at last from
clownish invasion,, and from the
blighting influences of a hopelessly
barbaric race; the illustrious mother
ox Aryan men, the chief light and
strength and glory of the world, the
parent ox the highest culture and
art aud law, delivered altogether, to
her own incomparable children
how can the most eloquent tongue
or pen do justice to this magnificent
hope and possibility 7 A lew dis
jointed words, just enough merely
to nint our longings and emotions
a burst of thanks and praise, hardly
stammered in any comprehensible
fashion and perhaps the greatest
soul could utter no more.

Charity and Benevolence, to bind in
one harmonious brotherhood men
of all classes anJ all opinions.

The brightest jewels which It
garners are the tears of widows and
orphans ; and its imperative com-
mands are to visit the homes where
lacerated hearts are bleeding ; to as
suage the sunenngs of a brother;
bury the dead ; care for the widow
and educate the orphan ; to exercise
charity toward offenders ; to con
strue words and deeds in their least
unfavorable light granting honesty
of purpose and good intentions to
others; to stop the circulation of
slander and rebuke the slanderers ;
to defend . the most bitter enemy
when unjustly assailed, and to pro-
tect the principles of Kniahthooauri
to death. -

Its laws are reason and equity ;

its cardinal doctrines inspire purity
of thought and love . of truth, and ,

loyalty to the government under
which we live ; Its Intention is peace
on earth and good will toward man.

An Episcopal Defense of Theatres.

The Bishop ot Melbourne writes
long letter to the Melbourne pa-

pers defending theatrical amuse-
ments. He says : "It Is sometimes
asked, for instance, whether ' St.
Paul would have shown himself at
a' theatre. No, certainly not at
heathen theatres, Where the per-
formances were usually connected
with heathen worship. But if the
question be whether he would have
attended a well conducted theatre
in a Christian land, to witness a
high-tone- d performance, then it
might as well be asked whether St.
Paul would have attended a cricket
match, a chess tournament, or a
spelling bee. In his circumstances

is very unlikely that he would;
but it is equally certain that he
would have called none of them un-
lawful. Amusement is necessary
for young people and it would be
equally unreasonable to forbid our
boys to play at cricket and to require
grave divines either to join their
sports or condemn it." The Bishop
concludes by saying that he desires
"to do something to makethedrama
what it should be the handmaid of
religion and morality."

Advised to Stay at Home. In
The Nashville Pilot, the organ of

thecolored people of Tennessee, saya
in its current issue :

We have no objection to our own
people or any other trying to better
their condition. Our people have
attempted many experiments, and
in various ways sought relief from
the burdens of life. Our movements,
however, have not been attended
with any degree of success, and to-

day we are as restless and discon-
tented as ever. Labor conquers all
things, and will conquer in Tennes-
see as well as In Arkansas, or any-
where else. Our climate, soil and
material resources are in every way of
favorable to our support, and will
reward every patron of industry,
economy and thrift with the ele-
ments of prosperity, contentment
and rest. Emigration does not les
sen toil or the necessity for perse-
verance and stability of action, and
until we have taxed every energy
and utilized every advantage and
means which our present opportu-
nities and surroundings present to
secure success here, we should not
entertain the least degree of hope
that we can be successful anywhere
else. Our advice is to stay at home
and beat every opposition down,
rather than flee from seeming IlLs to
real distress.

Of what consequence is this
Eastern question to her compared
with its dire aud solemn stress upon
the Slave ? Moreover with a free.
youtmui nation m Constantinople,
a nation which nfty years ot peace
and good government mightincrease
to tnirty millions of souls, her In
dian possessions would be safer
from Russian inroad than they are
even now; Such a nation the West
ern States of Europe could willingly
protect and upbuild, nut what civ
llized. Christian people can give a
hearty, and therefore really effective
hand to the continuance of Tartar
and Moslem ?

There is no hope of strength or of
reform in the Sublime rorte. "The
Turks are but encamped in Europe."
It would almost seem that they had
invented this phrase, and Had been
altogether guided by it in their
state-craf- t. They have held their
domain a3 a commander holds a
besieged city ; they have sacrificed
the welfare of the burgher to the
success of the garrison : they have
cared only for present safety, and
nothing for future welfare. The
Government, the ruling class, the
Ottomans, have been sustained at
no matter what cost. The subjects.
and especially the Christian sub- -
ects, have been neglected, thrust

aside in scorn, stripped by the mad-
dest taxation, and still farther
stripped by official brigandage.

What Turkish' intelligence and
honesty in financial matters have
amounted to may be judged by the
fact that the piaster, which began
life as a SDanish dollar, is now worth
less than five cents. The prosperity
of the commercial classes and the
general wealth of the country have
probably diminished in the same
ratio with the depreciation of the
currency. ' The Government has
lived on debased money, plunder
and orruption. Amurath-lv- .

and the case was not singular left
three hundred and sixty millions in
French gold, mainly obtained by
the sale of offices. Imagine what
must have been the. extortion and
thievery, what must have been the
selling of justice and the doing of
injustice, m a civil service thus man
atred! Lions since would such a
Government have fallen to ruin had
not Western Europe held it essen
tial to its balance of power. Now
that it no longer secures that equi
librium, shall it be suffered to con
tinue its harassing and wastings?

I hnd it impossible to have pa
tience with the.idea that the Otto
mans should remain where they
are. They nave Deen more man
five centuries in Europe, and they
have done it naught but evil. They
have learned nothing from the Ary
an race, and that race has learned
nothing: from Them, it is difficult
to comprehend how a people, even
thouarh armored in a hostile faith.
could abide so long among European
peoples and acquire so little of their
ways of thinking, feeling, acting
and beine.-- One is tempted to infer
that ethnic differences reach deeper
than the shape and color or man ;
that they must be grained for all
time in his moral and intellectual
nature. In this case of the Turk,
conversion seems impossiDio. to
expel him will be easier than to
make nira one oi us iar easier,
surely, than to endure him as he has
been, and is.

.Let me insist upon tnis opposition
of the Ottoman nature to the Euro
pean, ne snuts up ana enslaves
woman as no people or our Kinureu
ever did, not even the men of re-
motest known antiquity. He is
ntterly incapable of discerning the
nobleness of that classic literature
which every WTestern race accepts
as its perfect example of eloquence
and beauty, lie sees notning wortn
preserving in Grecian sculpture, or
in Grecian and Roman architecture,
or in any fashion of painting. He
held the rarthenon lor ages, oniy to
make it a mark for his bullets.
Over the ruins of Ilium and a hun
dred other famed cities; illustrious
in the story of humanity, he tram-
pled for centuries, and would seem- -
ngiy nave irampiea ioran eternity,

without knowing ; more of them
than the beasts which pastured
there. Of the brotherhood of man
he has had no conception, or he has
boorishly and inhumanly denied it.
As he has felt no interest in the he-
roic past, so he has exhibited nocare
for the economic future. Upon the
fairest lands of earth, upon the nurs-
ing places of the eldest civilizations,
he has sat like an accursed Afreet, a
unsympatheticand noxious, making
of them abodes of ignorance and
sorrow, and failing little of turning
them into deserts. '

One manly virtue he has : he is
brave as brave as a Sioux or a Ma-
ori ; yes, and very nearly as savage.
In former wars with Christians lie
cut off heads and ears as trophies.
In this war he has butchered the
wounded, tortured prisoners, vio-
lated women, executed unarmed
populations, and refused to his vic-

tims the decorum of burial. Even
Ills bravery has been in no manner
a benefit to humanity, not even as
a stimulus to valiant self-devoti- It
for others. What European or
American youth will ever die for a
a great cause with more willingness
or more exaltation of soul because of
the example of such courageous
brute beasts as the defenders of
Plevna, the murderers of captives 9

As well think of winning men to
chivalry through thecontemplation
of a man-eatin- g tiger or a wolf at
bay. It is true that centuries ago
our own forefathers were needlessly
ferocious. But it teas cent u ries ago.
And here, in our age of protean
compassion, in the light of thegent-les- t

civilization that earth has
known, the Turk is Modoc enough
to bury alive brave foes taken in
battle.

He is ; too inconvertible. As a
ruler, if not also as an abider, he
will have to be got rid of. Sooner
or later and the sooner the better
for mankind Europe will decide
that he must abdicate or perish.
There is no hope of bettering him ;

he is a non-Arya- n, a non-Christia- n,

a barbarian in fibre of heart and
brain ; the longer he is kept among
us, the more antagonistic and intol-
erable he will seem. For six hun-
dred years he has dwelt in the gar-
dens of the Lord and at the gates of
the temple of knowledge, leaving
all things the worse for his inhabi-
tation, and himself the worse for it,
also. His darkness of mind has act-
ually increased in proportion to the
spreading of light all about him.
Early in the sixteenth century his
viziers commanded and his admi-
rals executed surveys of the Medi-
terranean and the Indian seas.
Within the past hundred years they
have been known to deny that
Englishmen could sail from Madras
to Suez, and that Russians could
sail from Cronstadt to the Ilelles- -

country, in the British Provinces,
and in England. I have received
slips containing - it from many
quarters, and have as often replied
to it. My letters are published in
some one local paper, but there they
stop, while the original falsehood
keeps on its way triumphantly all
the same. All the main statements
In the Post article are either untrue
or distorted, and every one of them
is so absolutely false in its scope and
desingn to wit, to show that the
effect of the Maine. Law has been
njunous to the . interests of the

state.
There has never been one fact in

the history of the law from its be
ginning to justify the assertion so
often made, that it is a failure; on
the contrary, it has been a trium-
phant success. The law was passed
in 1851 by a vote of 8G to 40 in the
House and 18 to 10 in the Senate.
Since, that timei there have
been acts additional, all In the
direction of greater stringency, and
in 1877 one was1 passed of greater
stringency than any other, without
a dissenting vote in either House,
and to the general acceptance of our
people.

Now, if it ber admitted that the
people of Maine have the ordinary
share of common sense, this would
be impossible if the operation of law
had not been most beneflcient in
the Judgment Of the people. If
there has been any respectablo
doubt on that point it would have
found expression in the Legislature
on the passage of the act of 1877.

Both our political parties have
put themselves clearly upon . the
prohibition platfoira. and no fact
can more clearly mark the popular

Phe Popular Science Monthly

gives a few hints in regard to the"
expenditure of the various materials

our body and tne way in wnicn
this waste is diminished and sup-
plied. We quote a passage worth
serious attention :

Sleep is the only entire and abso-
lute cessation of the mental and
bodily expenditure; and perfect or
dreamless sleep the greatest cessa-
tion of all. W hatever shortens the
due allowance of sleep, renders it '
fitful and disturbed, or promot
dreaming, is so much force wasted.
In the waking hours there may 1

cessation from a given exercise,
with more or less inaction over the
whole system. The greatest diver-
sion of the working forces is made
by our meals ; during these the train

thought is changed, while the
body is rested. Bodily or muscular
exercise, when alternated with se-

dentary mental labor, is really a
mode of remission accompanied
with an expenditure requisite to re-

dress the balance of the physical
functions. The blood has unduly
flowed to the brain ; muscular exer-
cise draws it off. The oxidation of of
the tissues has been retarded ; mus-
cular exercise is the most direct
mode of increasing it. But definite
observations teach us that these two
beneficial effects are arrested at the
fatigue point ; so that the exercise at
last contributes, not to tho refresh-
ment,
