v - Nashville American of Sunday.
At half-pa-st 12 o'clock last night

a reporter of the American went to
the Western Union office in the hoe
of ascertaining whether the ll'unt-vill- e,

Ala., murderers had been
lynched; but the Huntsville office
had closet!. He was about to depart
when a telegram, addressed to Chief
Operator J. B. Morris, came in in-
forming him that a big fire was
raging at Clarksville, and that it
would in all probability consume
the telegraph office. Kincannon,
Wood & Co.'s store, and the whole
block, of which it was a part, was
in flames. It was in the next square
to the telegraph office. i

At this moment a disj atch came
for dipt. Stockell. but as soon as the
operator at Clarksville I.mI sent it,
ho glided out of his office. The
American reporter, urging the oper-
ators to get a siecial for tne Ameri-
can if possible, volunteered to carry
the message to Capt, Stockell that
they might be afforded a better
opportunity to catch the operator at
Clarksville when he should return
to his office. .

The message to Capt. Stockell was
from Mayor Ligon and Thomas Hy-ma- n,

Chief of the Clarksville Fire
Department. They asked for two
engines and plenty of hose;

On the reporter's return he dis-
covered that it woul be almost im-
possible to get a special. The wires
were occupied in giving orders for
special trains. The operator at
Bowling Green said an engine
would be ready at Gallatin at any
time it might be designated. A
dispatch to Agent R. G. Butler
from General Superintendent O. M.
Shepard, at Evansville, authorized
him to send out a special train as
soon as it could be got ready.

Ti:e last dispatch was that the
fire was down by the river, and
that unless an engine arrived, it
would burn until noon to-da- y.

The Stockell engine and 1,000 feet
of hose started out at 2:30 this morn-
ing with a clear track for Clarks-
ville, accompanied by two special
representatives from the American
to write up the full details of the
fire. They will reach Clarksville
about 5 o'clock this morning.

Our neighbor of the Tobacco Leaf
saved their books and ; papers
and a small portion of their
material. Their loss is covered with
an insurance of $3,200 and it is hoped

they will soon be able to resume in
full. Their press work will be done
for the present in this- - office. We
tender them our warmest sympathy
and our aid in every way which
may be found practicable.

The senior editor of this paper had
his private apartments in the Alwell
block and was in momentary

of losing everything he
had, including his valuable library ;

but a thirteen inch wall, withoutan
opening, saved him, and not only
him but the whole of the west side
of the business part of town. This
brings to us a very serious question,
the fire proof walls of the Alvvell

and Hilman blocks saved what is

left of the city. Some years ago we
repealed some excellent laws for-

bidding frame buildings within cer-

tain limits of the city. Had these
laws been in force and had all our
business houses been built with fire
proof walls, as they should be, not
one tenth of the calamity we are
suffering from would have fallen
upon us. The present is our oppor-

tunity for making laws for the
future. Several squares have shortly
to be rebuilt, and, before operations
are commenced, we ought to re-ena- ct

our safety building laws, so

as to render such another calamity
impossible.

Our Fire Engine broke down
at an early stage of the disaster and
telegraphic despatches were sent by
Mayor Ligon to Nashville so-

liciting aid. The appeal was
nobly responded to, and by 3

Am m. a splendid engine (the Wm.
Stockell, No. 4), escorted by a gal-

lant and well trained company, ar-

rived by train from that city. It
was too late to save the city, though
they did good service in arresting
further danger by playing upon the
burning embers. They have earned
the lasting gratitude of our people.

More than Half the Busi-

ness Part of the City
" Consumed.

The Court House, Chancery

Thw "city was visited, .on last
night and Sunday morning, with a

disaster unequaled in magnitude

since its first origin. A fire broke out

in a frame building in the rear of
Kincannon'a Tin and Queensware
store on Franklin street, between
Second and Third. The alarm was
given about half past eleven, :p. "m:,

yesterday, and before help could
arrive the fire had attacked all the
surrounding buildings, first some
other frame buildings between
Franklin and Commerce streets,
and very soon the main building
of Kincannon's. From this it spread
with appalling rapidity to the ad-

joining stores, travelling more rap-

idly west than east in consequence
of the number of frame buildings in
thatdirectlon. Very soon the whole
length of the square, from Alwell's
block to Second St., was in flames.
Alwell's block being a three story
brick edifice with a slate roof, and
considerably higher than the neigh-
boring stores was an obstacle to its
progress farther south.

Soon, however, the falling in of
the houses on the south side of
Franklin, with a freshening breeze
from the south carried the flames to
the north side of Franklin, and the
grocery of M. Sullivan and the
Saloon of Charles Lehmann were
on fire. This carried the conflagra-

tion to Strawberry alley, where it
consumed the block of offices in
which were the offices of Smith &

Lurton, Gen. W. A. Quarlcs and
other professional gentlemen are
situated; but advanced rapidly
eastward, burning the Court House
to a complete ruin, together with
the engine house, Chancery Clerk's
office, etc., and was stopped by Mr.
S. Hodgson's new building. Mean-

time Harrison and Kelley's three-stor- y

block, corner of Franklin and
Second, was burned rapidly to the
ground, and the flames from it were
carried across Second to Caldwell &

Shelton's livery stable. This de-

cided the fate of the next block,
which all consisted of frame build-

ings, and was rapidly burned up,
including Melodeon Hall and the
Tobacco Iieat office. This last build-

ing limited its progress eastward.

From the livery stable, however, it
again crossed Franklin to the north
side,consuming Burke's agricultural
machine store, the residence and
blacksmith shop of C. Dineen and

the fine new residence of Mrs.
AVheatly.

We have now to return to Frank-

lin Hall and follow the destroying
element along the west side of Sec-

ond street, where it burned down
two or three one-stor- y frame stores,

the Central Hotel, the Hook and
ladder 1 fall and the Gracey tobacco

warehouse, on the corner of Second
and Commerce streets. This limited
its progress westward, though for a
while Mrs. Moore's kitchen, on the
south side of Commerce, street, was
on lire. It was, however, promptly
extinguished by the family.

The limits of the conflagration
may now Ik? defined. On Franklin
street, the Hillman block on the
north side and the Al well block on
the south are safe, and constitute
the western limits of the fire. From
these points it extended eastward to

Third street, consuming both sides
of the street throughout that extent.
On Strawlierry alley, from Cout's
furniture t.tore to Third street, the
whole smith side was consumed, but
the north side escaped. On Second
street, from Dinoen's blacksmith
shop on the cast side and Franklin
Hall on the west side, it extended
to Commerce street. In general
terms its limits may be therefore
stated as follows: Kastern limit,
Third street; western, the Hillman
block on Franklin, between First
and Second ; northward, Strawberry

alley ; Southward, Commerce street.

In no iart of town could a fire of

the same area destroy as much val-

uable proerty and goods.

man by the police on the night of
the fire and to the idea that the fire
was the result of incendiarism in
revenge for the killing. He con-

tended that public feeling needed to
be satisfied on the subject and that
both transactions ought to be inves-
tigated by a competent and impar-
tial tribunal. He therefore moved
that a committee be appointed to
consist of ten members, in which
both races shall be represented.

The following was the committee
appointed: Hon. H. II. Lurton, P.
G. Johnson, Ex-May- or Sullivan,
John Rick, D. Kincannon, John
O'Brien, J. A. Jackson, A. Ewing
and John Bailey. The last three
members are colored men.

Dr. Cobb then read the following
as the report of the committee ap
pointed upon his motion :

Whereas, The disastrous and la
mentable hre of Saturday night and
Sunday morning last has demon
strated to the citizens of the city of
CiarksviueandAlontgomery county.
Tennessee, the lamentable errors
and defects committed in the past
in building up our city, and the re-
cent fire having given to us r

proof of what should be done and
what avoided in the fcture. in the
construction oi buildings, lie it
therefore

Resolved, That it is the impera-
tive duty of our city authorities now
to pass such city ordinances as will
prevent and avoid, in the future, the
construction ot any DuiuUDg within
certain city limits, to be designated
by them, as shall not be so built as
to be fire-proo- f, or which shall not
be constructed or built otherwise
than under ordinances passed by the
city, and which ordinances shall
conform to well ascertained rules
and regulations as adopted in the
best regulated cities ot the united
States for prevention of fires and
other defects In buildings.

Resolved further, That the county
Court House destroyed by the recent
fire, unfortunately located and con
structed, should be, and our county
authorities are hereby requested, to
at the earliest possible moment take
such steps as will secure an eligible
site for our Court House that shall
be every way commendable and
worthy the consideration and ap-
probation of the citizens of said
county.

Polk G. Johnson then spoke. He
said he was not here to weep .over
misfortune, but to go to work;
what we have to do is to build up
the city again and build it up right.
He was prepared to go to work re-

building his office on the old site
this morning, but he found that a
shop of kindling wood was going up
in its rear and waited to see whet her
the city authorities would not pre-
vent it.

Mr. Jackson, colored school teach-
er, was then called for and spoke.
He said that the great body of his
race was misrepresented when they
were spoke of as lawless and vindi-
cative ; he said that there were law-

less whites and lawless blacks, but
that respectable men of both races
condemned them and wanted them
purnlshed by due process of law :

he added that he would give his
best efforts to the investigation of
both the matters which had been
represented as exciting discord bet-

ween the races. His speech was
much applauded.

Mr. W. A. Jackson, Recorder,
was theu called for and spoke.
Some merriment was excited by
the identity of names j he said that
he did not feel at all humiliated at
being associated with his colored
predecessor for whom he avowed
the highest respect. He thought
that there had been too much talk
of discord between the races, which
he did not believe to exhist; he be-

lieved that the fire was accidental
in its origin, and added, that as a
race, the colored ieople were not
lawless, testifying from the records
of his official books, that fewer
breaches of the law were recorded
against blacks than white men. I Ie
was in favor, when breaches of the
law were proved, of bringing the
authority of. the law down upon
black and white with equal force,
and mean time quitting this talk
and going to work.

The Hon. 1. N. Kennedy was
then called. He deprecated the ex-

aggeration of our losses which was
prevalent as injuring the credit of
our citizens. He spoke what he
knew when he said that not more
than one or two of our citizens were
injured to the amount of ruin.
That all the rest were able to recu-
perate their fortunes, and willing
to do it and to help the one or two
who were;unable. Alarm had Been
excited by representing that the in-

surance offices would be unable to
meet their losses. He replied to
this alarm that the insured losses
were not more than $200,000 in all,
and that these were distributed
over over twenty-fiv- e insurance
offices, the largest loss affecting any
of them being not over $1S,000.
These losses they 'can pay and not
feel it and will do so promptly.

II. Freeh was then called, and
said that the calamity was over and
excitement about it would be over,
too ; he approved the ordinance, and
advised that the speaking should
end.

Mr. Ingram proposed a vote of
thanks to the city of Nashville for
the aid they had given us, and the
meeting adjourned.

Siieliiv, Scon A-C- have moved
their office to the old Clarksville
Warehouse, opposite the Elephant
House, where they will be glad to
see their numerous patrons.

City Ordinance.
AN ORDINANCE to define the

boundaries of a fire district ; to
appoint a Building Committee to
rejmlatetne construction oi bund
ings in said district ; and to regu-
late the storage of coal oil, gun-
powder and other inflammable
and explosive materials within
the corporate limits of the city
ot clarksville.
Whereas, The charter of the city

of Clarksville grants to this Board
the right to regulate, restrain or
prohibit the erection of wooden or
combustible buildup in any part
of the city, and to "regulate the
storage ot gun-powde- r, tar, pitch,
rosin, saltpetre, gun-cotto- n and all
other inflammable or explosive ma-
terials."

Therefore be it ordained by the
Board of Mayor and Aldermen of
the city ot Clarksville :

Section 1. That the district in-

cluded hi the following described
boundaries shall be dit lared to be
from the date of the passage of this
ordinance the fire district of the
City of Clarksville, viz : From the
northwest corner of Third and
Commerce street running north to
Main street, then west with Main
street to Water, and then south with
Water street to Commerce street,
then east with Commerce, street to
the beginning (northwest corner of
Third and Commerce streets).

Sec. 2. That' all buildings here-
after erected in said fire district
shall be built of brick or stone, with
slate or metal roofs, to be finished
on side, front and rear walls with
what is known as parapet or lire
walls, extending above the roof to
the height of twenty-fou- r inches.
The cornices of said buildings shall
be of metal or brick, and the side
walls wheresaid buildings join other
buildings shall be built solid or
without openings from the bottom
of the foundation to the top of the
parapet or fire walls.

Sec. 3. That every person or per-
sons building within the fire dis-
trict herein described offending
against the provisions of the second
section of this ordinanceshall, upon
conviction thereof, forfeit and pay
into the city treasury the sum
of $")() 00, and the further sum
of $10 00 for each day there-
after until t he provisions of the-sai-

section of this ordinance shall have
been complied with.

Sec. 3. That the Mayor," City
Marshall and Fire Committee shall
le constituted a Building Commit
tee, and tlitit it shall be their duty
to see that the provisions of this or-
dinance are faithfully carried out.

Sec. 4. That it shall not be law-
ful for any person or persons to
store within the limits of this city
gunpowder in larger quantities than
50 pounds, in metal kegs or canis-
ters to each dealer in such articles,
or petroleum, kerosene, coal oil or
other illuminating oils, which shall
lie of the standard required by the
laws of the State of Tennessee, at
any one point in larger quantities
than live barrels. Such quanti-
ties of petroleum, kerosene or coal
oil shall be stored in the cellar
or underground department, which
shall be in all cases below the line
of the lowest of the bed of the
street gutter, on either line of said
building.

Sec. 5. That any person violating
the provisions of section 4 of this
ordinance, shall, upon conviction,
be fined by the City Recorder, the
sum of $50 00, and a further sum of
$10 00 per month until the provis-
ions of said section of this ordinance
shall have been complied with.

Sec. (. That all ordinances or
parts of ordinances conflicting with
this ordinance are hereby repealed.
