The Emperor Nero hoasted that
he found Rome a eity of wood and
brick and left it marble. In carry-
ing out this littla improvement he
had a fire got up to order and so put
the old city outof the way. We
do not hear of mueh marble to be
used in New Clarksville, but ean
say that our conflagration of last
month found a city in which brick,
frame and shingles were mixed up
in & very combustible form and
promises to be sueceeded by a hand-
some, substantial, fire-proof city of
brick, stone, iron and slate. The
