ACONSTITUTIONAL QUESTION IN
ENGLAND.

Welast week republished an article
of the Times newspaper for the pur-
pose of again calling attention to
the different modes of arguing con-
stitutional questions in England and
in the United States, the difference
being grounded upon the fact that
the Constitation in this country is a
written document, but in England a
matter of usage and precedent which
has grown up amid a struggle of
centuries between prerogative and
the national will. The present arti-
ele was intended to apper in the
game paper, but was erowded out by
an excess of local matter.

The question before
ment was whether the action
of the Government in bringing
troops from the Indian army to
the prespective seat of war without
previously consulting Parliament
was constitutional, We are not
much concerned with that question
in this country, and it is not upon
that that we propose entering; our
purpose is to eontrast the free, broad
treatment of constitutional questions
in England with the wire-drawn
pettifogging arguing upon them in
this country.
