Frightful Severity ol Punishment.
We have already intimated that

on the 4th of July last this editor
was placed under trial before the II.
C. C. To make known in detail
the charges preferred against him
and the line of argument for prose-
cution and defense would be to di-

mysteries of old. Suffice it
to state that the indictment charged
upon the defendant the profanation

The indefinite nature of this under-
standing has been the source of sore
perplexity among European corres-
pondents of American papers.
Sometimes during the late negotia-
tions it would be reported that Rus-
sia had conceded Austria's de-

mands and Germany had agreed
with the two the terms of peace and
England must consent to them or
tight all three, but the next mail
would report Austria massing troops
in the Carpathian passes and Count
Andrassy in anxious conference
with the English foreign office, and
the triple alliance nowhere when
most wanted. At last men began
to ask themselves, what is the triple
alliance? where is it? what is it
for ? It was to some such questions
probably that Bismarck made the
reply we have given above.

The triple alliance probably
amounts to about this much : The
Emperors of Germany, Russia and
Austria are three very stately gen-
tlemen, who are fond of field-spor- ts

ami good company. They do not
often meet with jieople whom they
consider their equals, so they like
to get together and indulge in the
familiarity which does not breed
contempt. After dinner they like
to talk politics, and there are two
particulars in which they are won-
derfully unanimous. One is that
nations are made for their sover-
eigns. They are disgusted beyond
measure at the concessions that they
have all been compelled of late to
make to the demand of their people
to have a voice in the policy and
