Whereas, We have heard with
sadness that Yellow Fever is now
prevailing in our sister city, Mem-
phis, and liable at any time to as-

sume an epidemic form. Be it,
therefore,

Resolved. By the Board of Mayor
and Aldermen of the City of Clarks-
ville, that we tender our heartfelt
sympathies to the citizens of Mem-
phis in this their great hour of
of affliction and desolation. That
the Mayor and Finance committee
are hereby designated as a Relief
Committe, to solicitsubscriptions or
donations from the people of
Clarksville, should a call be made
upon this City to aid the Memphis
sufferers. That this Board, after
consultation with some of the leatl-in- g

physicians of Clarksville, are
of the opinion that Yellow Fever
can-nev- be produced as an epi-

demic in this latitude, either from
contagion or infection. That, while
pestilence is stalking through some
portions of our land it behooves the
citizens of Clarksville to aid the
City Authorities in their efforts to
take such precautionary measures
as are necessary to prevent the ac-

cumulation of filth and garbage
within the corporate limits of the
city, which are at this time calcu-
lated to breed contagion in this
usually healthy community, and
bringuponourpeople,inan epidemic
form, such diseases as are com-

mon to this section. That, as it is
always best to be prepared
against evils, the Mayor is hereby
instructed to appoint an additional
force of policemen, not to exceed
(5) five, whose duty it shall be to
visit the lots, dwellings and busi-
ness places of the citizens and to
report to the City Marshal all
nuisances that may exist or all
violations of law relating to nui-
sances now in force in this city.
That the City Marshal is hereby
instructed to enforce the law to its
highest limit by bringing all parties
to trial before the City Recorder who
persist in violating its provisions.
That the Mayor is hereby instructed
to immediately have all the streets
and alleys of the city thoroughly
cleansed and disinfected with lime,
copperas or other disinfectants.

Revision of the Bible.
Dr. Schaff, speaking of the revis-

"1. The translation will be made
from a greatly improved text. Since
our present version was made seve-
ral hundred manuscripts of the
Greek Testament have been discov-
ered and compared, chief among
which are the Vatican and Sanaitic.
2. Errors of typography and gram-
mar which are found in the present
will not be found in the new ver-
sion. For example, 'strain at a
gnat,' will be correctly rendered,
'strain out a gnat.' 3. Inexact trans-
lations, many instances of which
are found in our Bible, will be cor-
rected. 4. Words which are obso-
lete, If they have a meaning which
is not understood, and words which
are still used, though with a changed
signification, such as prevent and let,
will not be retained. 5. The new
Bible will have a different arrange-
ment from the old. The prose por-
tions will be printed in paragraphs,
as the' sense shall require, and the
poetical portions will be printed in
the form of poetry, according to the
laws of Hebrew parallelism. The
arrangement of chapter and verse
may be retained on the margin."

Editors Chronicle: It must
be within the recollection of many
of the citizens of Clarksville how,
upon one of those dark days iu Feb
ruary, 18G2, a Brigadier General of
the Confederate army delivered a
speech in Franklin Square, in which
he openly denounced the surrender-
ing of Fort Henry, and proclaimed
to all that he never would surrender,
he would "die in the ditch first."

It is also within the memory of
some how, within thirty days, he
did not "die in the ditch," but was
suspended from his command by
the following order from Mr. J. P.
Benjamin, Secretary of War, to
Gen. Albert Sidney Johnson, under
date of March 11, 1802, referring to
Fort Doneb-ou- . "The reports of
General Floyd and Pillow are un-

satisfactory, and the President
(Davis) directs that both these gen-
erals be relieved from command un-

til further orders."
In this connection it would be an

act of justice to the memory of the
late General Lloyd Tilghman to
show what that same President
thinks of the surrenders of Fort
Henry and Donaldson. I therefore
enclose you a speech delivered by
Mr. Davis on the 10th ult., at Miss-
issippi City, with the hope that you
will publish such portion at least ns
refers to Generals Tilghman and
Buckner. Vkkitas

from said speech :

Posterity will remember the
gallant defense of the so-call- fort,
bow long and manfully they held
their position, and how they tried
to break the forces investing them,
and when at last it became neces-
sary to surrender, I know that
every member of the Army of Tenn-
essee will remember and anticipate
me in the tribute I am about to pay
to the gallant soldier. When at
last it was shown that the place was
no longer to be defended. Gen.
Buckner, refusing to follow the ex-

ample set him by leaving his men,
decided to stay with them and
share their fate, whatever it might
be.
