not as editor of this paper but as a
physician and a member of the
Board of Health ; I therefore drop
the editorial tee and make the

which has become
necessary, as my name has been
mixed up with very conflicting
statements, both in Nashville and
Louisville. .

On Sunday last, Sept. 8, alarming
reports arrived in Clarksville that
Mrs. Bradley, a former citizen of
this place, had died of yellow fever
at Erin, and that her brother, Mr.
Henry Baird, was sick with the
same disease. As Erin is only 28
miles below Clarksville by railroad
and less by the air line, this report
naturally produced much agitation
here, and I considered it my duty
to go to Erin on Monday morning
for the purpose of reporting the
facts to the Board, of Health, of
which I am Chairman and which
had been appointed to meet at my
office on Monday night.

On my arrival at Erin I found
the whole place in an extreme state
of alarm. A large portion of the
residents had left it and those who
remained were extremely anxious
for further light to be thrown upon
the matter. I proceeded to the ho-

tel, at which Mrs. Bradley had died
and of which her husband is pro-
prietor. I found there her brother,
Mr. Henry Baird, very ill and at-

tended by Drs. Nichols and Grigsby,
who gave the decided opinion that
Mrs. B. had died of yellow fever
and that their present patient was
ill of the same disease. Before
studying Mr. Baird's case I made it
my business to enquire closely into
the case of the deceased lady. From
the statements of the attendant phy
sicians and those of the family I
obtained the following facts : Mrs.
Bradley has had ill health through
out the summer and about three
weeks ago was attacked with inter
mittent neuralgia, evidently of
malarious origin, the intermissions
and paroxysms being well marked.
On Wednesday, Sept. 4th, she was
seized with a severe chill, which
lasted about four hours. At night
it was followed with fever of a high
grade, which lasted through the
night and Thursday morning. On
Thursday evening quinine was ad-

ministered, of which, unfortunately,
her stomach has always been intole-
rant, and it was not persevered in.
On Friday night great nausea was
complained of and fever afterwards,
but she was better on Saturday and
on Saturday evening ate a piece of
watermelon. That night nausea
returned with vomiting and sore
throat, with great difficulty of swal-
lowing. Fever again rose during
the night. At 4 a. m. on Sunday
she vomited what her husband, who
was present, describes as a light
brown fluid, which was repeated
about 5 a. m. She had become
comatose and delirious during the
night and the skin was suffused
with a deep yellow tint during some
hours of the night. This and the
comatose condition lasted till 1:20
p. m. on Sunday, when she died.

I have given the above symptoms
minutely enough for medical men
to appreciate them at thesame time
that I have avoided technical ex-

pressions as much as possible. I
think that all physicians will recog-

nize the symptoms down to Satur-
day evening as those of intermittent
fever of malarious origin, while
thosewhich supervened on Saturday
night are unquestionably such as
occur in yellow fever, but are not
peculiar to that disease ; on the con-

trary, few men who have practised
in malarious districts can have failed
to witness their occasional occur-
rence in malignant intertnittents
where yellow fever is not in ques-

tion. I gave a guarded opinion to
that effect, as a man must who has
not seen the case, and whose views
diverge from those who attended
during the life of the patient.

Before making further comments
I will now proceed with the case of
Mr. Henry Baird, brother of the
deceased lady, residing in the same
house. Mr. B. was attacked with
the ordinary symptoms of tertian
intermittent about two weeks before
I saw him, which seems to have
been imperfectly cured. No special
symptoms accompanied it till Fri-
day night, the 0th of September.
On the afternoon of Friday (at 2 p.
sr.) he had what is described to me
as a congestive chill, which lasted
an hour and a half. The fever
which followed had subsided suff-
iciently for him to feel much better
and eat a hearty supper. The chill
returned on Sunday evening, fol-

lowed by a higher grade of fever.
He became delirious at about 10 p.
sr. and remained so till I saw him
on Monday, and it may be men-
tioned that the kidneys acted freely
on Sunday night and again on
Monday morning. When I saw
him about 01 a. sr. I found him
comatose, skin yellow, with a per-

ceptible moisture upon it, not unus-
ually hot except just over the pit of
the stomach. This condition re-

mained throughout the time I stayed
in Erin (till about G p. sr.), with the
addition late in the evening of
retching as if to vomit. I was in-

formed afterwards by telegraph that
he died on Tuesday morning, with
nearly the same symptoms as those
of Mrs. B.

During my stay in Erin I also saw
Mr. Hadley Bradley, son of the de-

ceased lady, and Mr. Hiram I las-kin- s,

both of whom seemed to be
suffering from the remittent fever,
and a boy named Ally Soloman, at
the house of Mrs. Haskins, with
intermittent fever.

I have now to state, in view of
subsequent events, that in the after-
noon Dr. Sizemore, of Erin, visited
Mr. Baird with Dr. Grigsby. Till
then he had not seen either of the
patients, but from the history of
their disease as communicated to
him by nurses, etc., bad formed an
opinion adverse to its being yellow
fever, and retained that opinion.

My report in Clarksville was that
it was very doubtful whether there
had been yellow fever in Erin.
Aything more decisive than this
would have been improper on my
part, as one patient had not seen by
me at all and the other only during
one stage of the disease. Before
leaving Erin I requested the physi-
cians to inform me by telegraph of
ihe state of things every day as long

THE EPIDEMIC.

It is of no use ; we have to write
of yellow fever or not write at all.
Kveryb-xi- is thinking about it,
and, however hard they may try to
talk of other things, conversation
after a few common-place- s about
the weather is sure to drift towards
the topic before five
minutes are expired. The news-p-a

pers are full of it politics, foreign
news, art, literature, personal news
are ail treated of as matters of form
in the briefest manner, and crowded
into a corner, while the death track
of the fell destroyer spreads itself
over a broad half of the columns.
It is as well. Where people find it
impossible to withdraw their minds
from the subject it is better for them
to say what they have to say than
to brood over it in silence, and we
believe it better in ourselves to give
a little friendly counsel to our
readers, and a little cheering en-

couragement, than to steer clear of
the subject as if it was too awful to
contemplate. Looked steadily in
the face all dangers become less ter-
rifying than when they are contem-
plated in the spirit of helpless, ab-

ject fear. To come then to the one
question that is in the minds of
every Clarksvillecitizen at this time,
SHALL WE HAVE IT AT CLARKS-

VILLE?
"We will deal in perfect fraukness

with our readers and admit that the
disease has so completely overleaped
all former limits this year that it
would le rash to say of any particu-
lar place that it cannot le visited
by this epidemic ; but, even if the
alarm lately existing at Erin were
with certainty based on fact, we
have the cheering remembrance
that, when cholera was raging in
that town, and at I.ouisville and
Nashville as well, this happy com-

munity escaped, showing clearly
that the hx'al conditions here are
adverse to the propagation of epi-

demic influences. There is nothing
more certain than that what affords
a fertile soil for one epidemic is also
favorable to the spread of others.
Typhus, cholera, diphtheria, yellow
fever all ilourish in the same soil.
The last of these requires generally
a hitrher temperature than the
ot Iters, but, in all other respects,
thev all revel in the same sou ; so
that exemption from cholera, in
which temjierature is no considera
tion, is good ground for hoping that
exemption from yellow fever, where
it is, will follow, now that the
weather is cooling.

CAS IT UK AVERTED?

Much can be done to avert it, and
to mitigate its horrors if not. We
endeavored to show in an article
last week that the local conditions
at all the places disastrously visited
were, so far as we were acquainted
with them, terribly in favor of the
ranid spread of infection. All the
loval circumstances of this place are
in direct contrast to these, and the
city authorities are exciting them-
selves most creditably to remove
any remediable fomenta of disease.
In this respect the Hoard of Mayor
and Aldermen have acted most
creditably. They have constituted
three of their Hoard a Sanitary
Committee, investing them with all
authority possessed by themselves
to act in matters affecting the sani-
tary condition of the city. These
have associated with themselves
four of the physicians of the city,
Drs. MeReynolds, Bailey, Herring
ami Wright, and act regularly un-

der their guidance, employing the
w hole police force in carrying out
their directions. As a result of all
this we believe the city to be iu a
belter sanitary condition than ever
before. All arrangements are made
for cleansing the city and for every
other method of providing against
infection that human care can de-

vise, and if individuals will carry
out this process by minutely regard-
ing the cleanliness of their homes,
we shall have reduced to a tniii-mui- n

the probability of any diminu-
tion of the present excellent health
of the city.

Til EKE AN Y 1'KEVENTATIVE?

Yes; but don't go about with bags
of camphor and assafvtida hung
round your neck. The preventative
is in the sedulous care of the sick.
Keep them clean and their rooms
well ventilated, without making
them eit icr too hot or too cold ; re-

move ami bury all
offtwice secretion; change frequent-
ly the clothing and betiding, and
unless the skin is quite cold, as it is
in some stages, sponge it frequently
with luke-wari- n water. These us

attentions to the sick will
largely increase his chances of re-

covery and do more to prevent the
extension of infection to those who
are well than any disinfectants, the
efficacy of all of which is limited.
Plenty of soap and hot water is the
best of all disinfectants when judi-
ciously applied.

ONE MORE PREVENTATIVE;

a quiet spirit. Cultivate composure
of mind and dont yield to lumics
and abject terror. Everything which
produces depression of the nerve
favors the invasion of epidemics,
and there is no depressing agent so
powerful as fear. Ah ! you w ill say,
but how to secure this composure?
I low to avoid being terrified ? There
is only one way do your duty ;

have your mind so intent uion
those numerous duties which preva-

lent sickness so earnestly calls for

be a passenger and has nothing todo
and knows nothing either of the de-
gree of danger or the means of
averting it is paralysed with fear.
Be the sailor and not the landsman
in this storm; help to work the
ship, leaving yourself no time to be
scared.

STILL ANOTHER ;

trust in God. This counsel would
come better from other lips than
ours, but it is the most important
of all. Your preachers will tell you
that if this affliction is to be laid
upon us it is best that we should be
afflicted. Do you believe that? You
have been professing to believe it,
cultivating that faith in your minds
as the very essence of your religion.
The strength of that faith is now to
be rudely tested ; if you have it, it
is all you need. We are firmly
convinced ourselves of the truth of
the proposition ; he or she who pos
sesses it in reality needs no other
means for ensuring that tranquility
and balance of mind which is the
true antidote to abject and paralyz-
ing terror.

These considerations are for those
who insist upon believing that we
are going to have the pestilence
here, but we are not among them ;

we cherish the confident hope that
Clarksville will come through this
ordeal as triumphantly as she did
through that of cholera some years
ago.

WHAT ARE THEV FIGHTING
A IIO IT ?

All the broad principles the Green
back National party is contending
for are those which the Democratic
party has been contending for
against the Republican party in
Congress for the last two years.

They only differ in the one
point of throwing overboard all
those precautions and limitations
which men who mean business are
bound to regard if they would avoid
the disasters that necessarily arise
from the hasty and precipitate carry-
ing out of even correct principles in
a matter so delicate and sensitive as
that of experiments on the circulat-
ing medium.

Such being the case, is it unreas
onable to put to any who projose
to join this organization, the ques-

tion "What do you expect to achieve
by it?" We do not put this ques-

tion to the politicians who are run-
ning this machine ; they have their
purposes affecting their own inter-
ests quite apart from any question
of greenbacks or national bank
notes ; but we put the question to
the people, on whose votes the en-

gineers depend for fuel.
The Greenback party in Tennessee

knows well that outside of our two
great cities it cannot attain any
commanding position in this State.
The utmost it even contemplates,
the utmost it and the Radical party
together can hope to achieve where
they consummate one of their occa-

sional alliances, is to break down
locally the Democraticorganization.
What effect is this to have, if any,
in Congress? Certainly not to
establish there a majority of Green-backe- rs

; the most sanguine in that
party does not pretend to that.
What then ? The utmost it can
effect is to weaken the Democratic
party in its struggle with the

Is there any Green-back- er

who thinks for a moment
that any puriose comprised in the
Greenback platform is going to be
advanced by promoting the predom-
inance of the Republican party?
To any reasonable man the question
must seem puerile, and yet it is a
practical question which every man
must in some way answer for him-

self before he can in reason or con-

science vote for that organization.
Your answer, then. Is the Repub-
lican party going to replace national
bank notes with greenbacks? Is
John Sherman going to pay the na-

tional debt in anything but gold if
he can help it ? I las not Mr. Hayes
declared himself committed to hard
money doctrines. Of course such
questions are childish ; but when
you have answered them as only
they can be answered, what motive
can a man assign for voting with
this separate organization ? Office ;
there is no other possible. Those
who are engineering this train can
do only one of two tilings they can
either hitch on to the Republican
train and follow its track, or wreck
the Democratic train and with it
wreck themselves.

Still, we don't plead with the
engineers. They have their purpo-
ses, which have nothing to do with
the principles we are arguing; with
them greenbacks is only a pretext ;

their motive is office; they have
one way or other failed to get it in
the Democratic party and are re-

solved to get it by this means if
practicable, but by any means to
get it. With them we have no ar-
gument. We address the passen-
gers they desire to inveigle and we
say to them, if they really believe
the greenback theory to be true,
look at the schedule we have laid
down and consider whether that is
not really the direction which the
train you propose toget on is taking,
and if so had you not better think
before you get on it ?

those of yellow fever, if hot incon-
sistent with it. The truth is that
nearly all the symptoms of yellow
fever as well as those of epidemic
cholera are sometimes manifested
in sporadic cases where there is on
epidemic, the only essential differ-
ence being that in one case individ-
uals only are attacked and in the
other large masses of men. In the
present case if this was yellow fever
at all it was yellow fever compli-
cated with, or rather supervening
upon the ordinary intermittent
fever of malarious countries.

To complete the history before
making further statements, it should
be stated that no case of yellow
fever has been imported into Erin,
that the only opportunity for the
disease being communicated is that
cases have been carried through the
place on the train, and the nearest
place at which yellow fever patients
had remained and been treated was
Paris, Tenn., between which town
and Erin occur first the Tennessee
river and, secondly, Tennessee
Ridge, an elevation of between 300

and 400 feet.
The attitude of my mind there

fore in reference to the subject was
that of opposition to the probability
of an epidemic visitation, with the
opinion reserved that should other
patients die with the same symp-
toms grave anticipations of an epi
demic visitation would result.

On Tuesday morning I received
the following telegram, with the
sisriiittures of Drs. Sizemore and
Grigsby :

Symptoms have corns up sine? yon left
satisfying us Unit IUird died of yellow fever.

Dr. Sizemore has since stated that
though bearing his signature this
telegram was not authorized by
him, but through Tuesday, while
supposed it genuine, my opinion
was somewhat shaken by it, as
have confidence in his judgment
and he had hitherto assumed the
negative. The same day I received
a note from Dr. Edwards, another
Erin physician, not giving an opin-

ion on the cause of Mr. Baird's
death, but saying

The panic still prevails ; quite a number
are enmnlnininir : some have aone to bed
mostly nurses. Probably It is fatigue, and
nothing more, with some oi mem.

This suspense lasted till Wednes
day morning, the 11th, when
gentleman who came up from Erin
brought intelligence that all the sick
were getting well, and that Dr
Sizemore denied the authenticity of
the telegram bearing hi3 signature
of the day before. Thesame morn
ing I received by the train the fol
lowing note from him :

Sly opinion is the same as wnen you were
here ; I do not believe there has leen a c;us
of yellow fever here; all the sick are re-
ported as doinK well; alarms unnecessary;
will give my opinion more freely at a luture
day.

Perplexed by these contradictory
despatches, I telegraphed to Dr. S.
enquiring whether the despatch of
Tuesday was genuine. The follow-
ing is the answer:

Erin, Sept. 11, 2:15 p. M. I have not
changed my opinion since I saw you. I did
not authorize anyone io use my name w a
despatch. I do not ltelieve there has been
any yellow l"evr here : I think all tins ex
citement unnecessary. It. H.JSIZEMORE.

During the 11th several despatches
arrived in Clarksville from Erin to
different persons, saying that the
sick were all getting well. This
confirmed me in my first judgment,
as the information I was waiting
for was the tidings whether or not
the disease, whatever it was, should
assume an epidemic form. Writing
as I am on Wednesday night I can
only say that the information at
present before me leads to the con-

firmation of my first impression,
that the disease of which Mrs.
Bradlev and Mr. Baird died is not
epidemic and not yellow fever.

If further information is received
before this paper goes to press, it
will be communicated.

Postscript. Since writing the
above I have been receiving daily
despatches from Erin which repre-

sent all the sick as recovering with
out presenting any symptoms of
yellow fever. If Mrs. Bradley and
Mr. Baird did really die of yellow
fever, then the plague has taken a
course entirely new in its history to
take off two victims from a towrn

and then leave it free from further
visitation. I feel fully satisfied that
there has been no case of yellow
fever in Erin.
