UK PC DI AT ION TALK IN VIRGINIA.

The public schools in the old
Mother of Presidents are about to
dry up for want of funds, as shown
in the following dispatch from that
State :

Sr.W York, Sept. .!0. A dispatch from
Richmond, Va., says that Gov. llolliday and
the state Treasurer and the Auditor of the
1'ulilic Accounts have hail a conference with
some presidents of banks, the object being
to obtain a loan of jji"iO,(mii for the purixse of
paying the expenses of the public schools.
The schools have just leen reopened, hut
t lii-r- is not a dollar in the State Treasury
with which to carry them on or to pay the
arrearages and salaries due them for the last
session. The teachers are clamorous for
their pay, and in some places they have act-
ually refused to l's;in the labors of the pres-
ent session until they have the
amount due thein for tihe bust. It is claimed
that the taxes levied and collected for the
stipMrt of the public schools b:ive leen per-
verted to otlier uses, but principally to de-
fraying the expenses of tile IState Govern-
ment. Gov. llolliday has sit forth the
extraordinary exigencies of the occasion,
and made an earnest appeal to the hankers
for the loan, pledging himself, ns the Kxecu-tiv- e,

to sec that the amount would he paid
when the Legislature meets. He Avas sec-
onded by the other Slate ollicials. The
bankers did not, at the conference, advance
t lie needed money, and it is said they are
not disKseil to make thk loan without the
proper security.

This is the effect of repudiation
talk in Virginia.

YELLOW FKVI.lt 1TEJIS.

Our yellow fever items are taken
from the Memphis Appeal, which
unfortunate journal is now reduced
to the treatment of that one sad sub-
ject and nothing more. It will be
seen that, in its battle with the yel-

low fiend, the Howard Association
has risen to its work till it assumes
heroic dimensions; it charters steam-
boats and contracts with railroads
and, in a word, becomes a depart-
ment of Government, supplement-
ing the limited powers of our State
and Federal Iegislature with .the
united efforts of private beneficence.
It has been the experience of all
ages that war and pestilence when
they occur on a great scale bring out
elements of heroism and godlike
charity previously latent and unde-
veloped, and also instances of cow-

ardice, selfishness and fiendish cru-

elty dictated by terror that would
have otherwise been deemed incred-
ible. Our experience of the hist
two months has not been unfruitful
in both classes of phenomena. We
record only the former, anil, for the
present, draw a veil over the latter
in consideration for the feelings of
shuddering humanity.

The acknowledgment which a telegram
from Jackson, Mississippi, makes that yellow
fever prevails there in an epidemic form,
ought to convince the people of other inte-
rior towns that the quarantine they have
.iiMintaincd to so excessi ve an extent as to
prohiliit the mails, is ol hot little avail, and
that it N only aqucstion ot time, unless the
weather changes suddenly and severely,
when they will have to succumb to a visita-
tion from the plague which seems to lie no
resM-cto- r of or places. No city or
town in the South was more rigidly quaran-
tined than Jackson. It was guarded at all
lHiiuts, intercourse of any and all kinds with
nifncted places lieing prohibited.
Despite this jealous isolation the dreaded
disease has laid hold ot its pisipie. very much

Dr. Summers, from
Nashville, who has been treating
the epidemic at Memphis and in
vestigating it scientifically, has been
requested to visit the place, and he
reports that it is yellow fever of a
mahguant type. We have so far
only heard of three deaths since
that of Dr. Grigsby, reported last
week, but we learn that thirteen
jiersons are sick there, of whom it is
not stated how many have the epi-

demic disease.

BROWNSVILLE.

Brownsville, Oct. 7. The same tale of
sutt'ering continues to pour in our ears, till
we are almost driven to madness. We are
doing all we can to supply the needy and
relieve the sick. We telegraphed to Mem-
phis y for six mole nurses, and Louis-
ville yesterday for hedding. We are depop-
ulating slowly. There has not been a case
of sickness in the camp. Dr. aud Miss Maria
Ware are very low. Miss Emma Ware is
convalescent. We are hopeful of Dr. How-
ell's recovery. Thomas Martin died this
morning. His entire family are sick. Mrs.
McFarland is extremely ill. Only seven
Howards are on duty.

HUMBOLDT.
Humboldt, Oct. 7. Humboldt is in an

uproar ot" excitement. One death and two
new cases ofyellow fever among the country
people two miles from town. Every effort
is being made to prevent its spreading in
our midst. The lioard of Health recom-
mend concussion, and ht the Mayor
telegraphed Gov. Porter lor a cannon.

PARIS.
Paris, Oct. 7. No new cases or deaths

in the last 24 hours. The excitement in
East Paris has altout subsided, and many
refugees are returning to their homes. Paris
will soon be herself again.

MEMPHIS.
Memphis, Oct. 7. The steamer John

M. Chnniliers, from St. Louis, laden with
suppUes for the infected points between this
city and Vickshurg, arrrived early this
morning. Dr. H. M. Keyes, of the United
States Marine Hospital service, and Dr.
Prank W. lieilley, representive of the
Chicago Relief Committee are on board.
The steamer leaves this afternoon, and will
take all the mail for all jKtints below here
which has accumulated since communica-
tion was cut oil". Unusual activity prevails
at the Howard headquarters this morning,
and nurses are being sent to all the interior
towns ad jacent to Memphis where the fever
has appeared. The Hoard of Health olli-cial- ly

reports twenty-si- x deaths from yellow
lever during the past twenty-fou- r hours,
ending at li o'clock, The under-
takers report 22 additional deaths outside
tiie city limits for tiie sumo period.

CHATTANOOGA.
Chattanooga, Oct. 7. A heavy rain set

in last night and continued until noon to-
day, wheu it cleared oil" warm and sultry

a most unfavorable change the cold
weather being now our only hope for relief.
Our working force is gradually breaking
down, among the new cases y being
fourdoetors and two more nurses, one of
them being an estimable young lady of this
place, and the first who volunteered her
services. This makes eighth of our regular
nurses that are now down. Six male and
four female nurses arrived from Memphis
this afternoon, and go to work

He
was a true, noble physican, the leading sur-
geon of our town, a man of unusual force of
character, great medical attainments, coup-
led with the rarest social accomplishments.
He was loved and respected hy every one.
Since the outbreak of the epidemic he has
worked day and night preferring to die
with our suffering people rather than desert
his post of duty. A more gallant physician
never walked our streets. Col. Westbrook,
editor of the Brownsville Bee and Secretary
of the Howard Association died this after-
noon. We have ten new casei. Among
them is Spencer R. Wood.

CHATTANOOGA.
Chattanooga, Oct. 8. Dr. Van Deman

reports for the t wenty-fou- r hours the fol-
lowing deaths from yellow fever: Harry
Savage, Mat. Sell weir, Sarah Hall, Charles
Keisle, a nurse from Portsmouth, Va., and
twenty new cases, twelve colored. Among
the new cases are Drs. G. A. Baxter and E.
M. Baird, Ixtth doing well. Keisle is the
third nurse that has died. Several others
are down. The weather is unfavorable, but
the disease is still in its old quarter. A
camp lias been established on Bald Knoii,
near the Pair Grounds, and the infected
district is being depopulated.

Ben. Hill, of Georgia, is out with
an open letter to somebody in
Georgia announcing his discovery
that Rutherford Hayes is not only
the result of a fraud but a stupen-
dous fraud himself.

Ben. certainly made
himself at home in the White House
in the early days of the reign of
King Rutherford, a great deal more
than was good for his reputation in
the South, but it is only just to take
his word for it that he honestly be
lieved in Hayes' honesty then ; not
we. From the days when we re-

fused to gush with the gushers at
Louisville in the year one of the
present reign we have taken no
stock in him. His professions were
too much in the style of Joseph Sur
face and Mr. Pecksniff to go down
with us, but we are glad to learn
that Benjamin, of Georgia, has come
to the same opinion, and we here
present some of his strictures on the
fraud of the White House :

Now, my friend, it is the ntterand sicken-
ing disappointment which these hopes have
exiierieiieed, and nothing else, which, has
loreett ironi me me lew worus lo which you
allude, and which have been falsely con-
strued by Uepubliean papers to express per-
sonal bitterness and hostility ou my part
toward Mr. Hayes.

In my opinion Mr. Hayes has utterly
failed to improve indeed has strangely
thrown away an opportunity to make for
himself a name worthy to be eurolied with
that of Washington, because that opioi-tu-

nity improved would have conlerred on his
country a benefit quite equal to any con-
ferred by Washington himself.

He has failed because lie has shown him-
self utterly unequal to his opjiortunity. He
has shown himself unequal in that he has
utterly failed to realize that the Chief Mag-
istrate ot a great country has no personal
friends, no personal enemies, atid owes no
personal obligations, but is under obligations
only to his country aud to that country's
honor, glory, prosierity, Constitution and
laws. He has thrown away his opportunity
to honor himself and even his country by
recognizing an obligation to reward those
who, by frauds most disgraceful to their
country, gave him this opportunity. He lias
thrown away the grandest opportunity ever
given to a man, only that he might give of-ne-es

and rewards to as worthless a set of
rapseal lions as ever disgraced humanity.

A man may become President by reason
of a crime, and yet himself not be tainted or
even culpable. Twice in our history have
men become Presidents by reason of crime.
Andrew Johnson became President by
reason of a wicked and foul assassination.
Mr. Hayes liecame President by reason of a
wicked'aud foul conspiracy to change, and
wliicli did change, the ballots of the people
after those ballots had been cast. Vet each
lecame President through the forms of the
Constitution ami laws.

How did Mr. Johnson deal with those who
committed and who were charged with aid-
ing to commit, the crime by which he be-
came President ? lie pursued them for pun-
ishment with such vigor that, as the world
now believe, an innocent woman was
hanged !

How has Mr. Hayes dealt with those who
committed, and those wiio were charged
witli aiding to commit, the crime by which
he Iwcame President? If you will examine
the list, from the humblest managers of tiie
election precincts in Florida and Louisiana,
through the visitiug statesmen as they aie
now in mockery called, and up to and
through the Electoral Commission, and
show me one, black or white, high or low,
who Is known to be guilty, or who is sus-
pected of the guilt of this crime, who has not
received or been ottered an oilice, you will
relieve to that extent the pain and mortifi-
cation I feel in looking over these sickening
developments. There was a woman charged
to be among the conspirators in Isith crimes.

In Mr. Johnson's case. Mrs. Surratf, pro
testing her innocence with an honest
woman's tears, and a devoted mother's en
treaties, was chained and. mocked and hung !

In Mr. Hayes'.case, Agues Jenks, confess-
ing her guilt in brazen gibberish never Iw-lo- re

equaled, receives an office of good pay
and little work in the Treasury, and that,
too, at a time when many ladies of unques
tioned worth, witn Hungry cniiureii, ami
husbands slain in battle, were rudely turned
awav wiih the irrufi auswer "no vacancies."

111 Mr. Johnson's case all the criminals,
real or suspected, were specially marked for
punishment.

Ill Mr. Haves' case all the criminals, real
or suspected, were specially marked for re--
want.

I would rcallv be glad if I coutd rind some
excuse, some a jiology or some palliation lor
the course Mr. Hayes lias pursued in this
matter. Hut, after full consideration, I can
rind none. It Is no palliation to say that
assassination was a greater crime than
fraud. Loth were crimes. If It is right to
reward crime at all, then the greatest crimes
should receive the highest rewards, luu
cannot produce innocence, much less merit,
by grading crimes. All deserve punishment
and none are entitled to reward, lo reward
fraud is a greater crime than to commit it,
for the reward invites many commissions.
If Andrew Johnson had rewarded liooth the
whole world would have pronounced him a
greater criminal tnan liooth. It is difficult
to conceive of greater crime than the defeat
by fraud of the popular will. If there be a
greater crime it is committed by those who
reward the authors of such fraud, tor such
reward invites the perpetual defeat of tile
oomilur will. and. therefore, a direct super
vision of the Government, and assumes the
most insidious form of treason.

There is a good deal more to this
purpose, but we havegiven enough.
Anything we could have said would
have been comparatively tame; Mr
Hill comes to his subject with the
freshness of a new discovery ; with
us it is nothing new, so let the
reader enjoy the racy paragraphs of
the Georgia Senator :

There is but one more step between our
free institutions and destruction. TlieGov
eminent has become identified with fraud,
and is administeied hy the authors of fraud.
If the people shall fail to repudiate the fraud
and its authors, alienors and rewaniers, then
we shall ha-- entered upon that phase of
our career when the offices and immense
patronage of this richest of countries will
take the form of glittering prizes otl'eied to
induce the commission of crimes against the
jtopular will. Assassins will lie made lieroes,
and the greatest ci iminals will become most
entitled to enjoy the honors and live on the
benefactions of tiie Government, lteyond
that the man who talks of tne safety and
purify of popular governments will be a
lunatic, Your friend, BENJ.

THE TAHIFF ASD THE CIR
HEXCY.

Iiivt week we expressed our
opinion, not for the first time, that
the Democratic party West and
South had made a mistake, yet
capable of being rectified, in regard
to the relative prominence they
have eiven to the tariff and the
currency as questions for party agi
tation, thrusting the-- tariff into the
background while greenbacks are
made the alp 'a aild omega of our
platforms and our oratory. We in-

troduced the subject then inciden-
tally in connection with our com-
ments upon the platforms of the
two parties adopted in the New
York conventions; we propose now
to examine the two questions on
their own merits, irrespective of
their availability in party strategy,
believing the present moment pecul-
iarly favorable to such consideration
now that it appears that the Dem-
ocracy of New York is even less in
accord with the South and West on
the currency question than it is in
reference to the tariff.

We will commence by reconciling
two opinions which we have occa-

sionally expressed and which on
the. surface seem inconsistent with
one another. We have maintained
that the contraction of the currency
effected by Mr. Sherman through
the measures he has taken as a pre-

liminary to resumption are a prom-

inent causeof stagnation in business,
while on the other hand we have
contended that the money now in
circulation is sufficient for the busi"
ness transactions of the country.
These two propositions are only ap
parently contradictory. A period of
abrupt transition in regard to cur-
rency, increase or diminution of
taxation, or any other matter di-

rectly affecting values, whether real
or nominal, always exercises an
adverse influence on the activity of
business transactions so long as the
transition lasts, whatever may be
its nature. Uncertainty is the
greatest impediment to trade and
commerce, because men are reluc
tant to invest their means in the
purchase or sale of commodities
while a process is going on which
subjects their value to constant
changes, the amount of which can-

not be calculated beforehand. Now
what transition could exercise a
more disturbing influence on values
than that change of fiscal policy
which commenced about the year
187:3--1? A policy of enormous in
flation was followed by one of abrupt
contraction, at the same time that
gold, then adopted as the exclusive
standard of value by all Europe and
America, was produced in quanti-
ties less than before, both absolutely
and relatively with the production
of silver. The necessary result of
this was a universal contraction in
nominal values, in the profits of
trade, wages of labor and, while
it was uncertain how far this con-

traction would go, a necessary stag-

nation in trade and commerce from
the simple fact that no man wants
to buy when it is certain that what
lie buys will be worth less six
months hence than it is now and
uncertain how much less. But all
this does not prove that there is not
enough for the commercial transac-
tions of the country. On the con
trary we believe that there is more
than enough, not more than the
business of the nation ought to need,
but more than it does need. Every
thing goes to show that the currency
now in circulation cannot all of it
becmployed in such trade as is going
on low; it is seeking investment in
everything besides trade ; both man-
ufacturers and merchants and turn
ing bondholders. Mr. Sherman
some time ago boasted that the na-

tion must be prosperous because the
(Sovernmcnt could borrow money
at a less interest than ever before.
Instead of proving prosperity, this
phenomenon was a certain proof of
depression in business. Men are
willing to invest money in Govern
ment bonds at any rate of interest,
because there is no other paying in-

vestment. No one would invest his
money in bonds at four and a half
per cent, who could find any busi
ness in which lie could turn it over
quick and make good profits at
every turn. Let business arrive at
tjjis stage of activity and four per
cent, bonds will soon have no sale,
Government will have to pay five
and six per cent, and so will every
one else who needs money, and it
will be a sign of increasing prosper-
ity. A low rate of interest means
low profits in business, and low
profits mean stagnation.

What is it we want, then ? Not
more money, but better chances to
use it with profit. Now what is
called a protective tariff is, and is
intended to be, an arrangement of
import duties such as to prevent
foreign commerce, which is the only
means of employing our money
with profit. The protective tariff
has forced the production of innu-

merable articles in excess of what
the home market will consume and
it has forced the assembling of a
great body of special workmen in

our midst who can do nothing but
work at their sjtecialty, ami in doing
this has shut out all but home mar
kets and restricted the products of
this specialized labor to home con-

sumption, which is demonstrably

unable to consume them ; hence the
accumulation of unsalable products,
the forced inaction of skilled labor.

and foreign commerce will revive;
remove the preposterous shipping

TIIE INDIANA ELECTIONS.

Tuesday, the 8th inst., was the
day of the Indiana elections. There
is no doubt whatever that the State
is Democratic by a considerable
majority. The object of the Repub-
lican party has been to avert the
effects of that majority by the vari-
ous devices usually resorted to for
thwarting and stifling the voice of
the people. One of these has been
the fraudulent apportionment of the
Stale. Numerous and populous
Democratic counties have been
crowded together in single districts,
while others with a small Republi-
can majority have been kept care-
fully apart, so as to elect as many
Radicals to the Legislature as pos
sible. All this was done in the
hierh old Radical days when the
Democracy was paralyzed in all
departments, and was so efficiently
done that in many parts of the State
one Republican vote counts as much
as three Democratic votes. Where
this enormous advantage was not
sufficient, Independency was the al-

ternative; the Republicans nomi
nated no candidate, but concentrated
their force on some sore-hea- d Dem
ocrat who could be induced to run
as an Independent candidate aud
hope to attain office by drawing off
from the Democracy euough sore-
heads like himself to convert the
Radical minority into a majority.

The doubtful counties seem to
have been Clark and Floyd (we de-

rive our information from the
Courier-Journal- ). The trouble in
Ciark is that its people are a little
sore at the removal of the county

'seat from Charleston to Jefferson
viile against the wish of a good
many Democrats.
