Mr. Freeman has long been a sui-
ferer from asthma und its frequent
attendant, dilatation of the heart.
His paroxysms of this disease were
very frequent, and during their
presence he suffered very severely,
being entirely unable to lie down.
He has frequently suffered with
intermittent fever of late, which
was always attended with aggrava-
tion of his asthmatic symptoms,
On Saturday morning he had a se-
vere chill, followed by fever which
lusted till night, when a marked in-
termission took place, which lasted
all night. The chill returned on |
Sunday morning, attended with
symptoms of congestion the
stumuach. Ilemorrhage occurred
from both the stommach and bowels,
ind reaction did not take place.
