the country, and the confusion and
dereliction of principle which dis-

gusts and repels men of high prin
ciple and fastidious honor like Mr.

It will not
last long ; within the next year the
issues of the ensuing Presidential
contest will be determined, and,
while the process of eliminatior
and sifting is going on by which
they are determined, there is a
special need for the counsels of men
like Clarkson Potter. If in the end,
when parties are finally consol idated
and the Issues between them finally
stated then if he finds his princi
pies cannot be reconciled with those
adopted by the party it will be time
enough for him to retire.

We feel the more interested in
this matter because for some time
our own opinions have been irrecon
cilable with those of the majority of
Tennessee Democrats on some ques-

tions of primary importance. We
have not thought it necessary on
that account either to disguise our
opinions or to retire from the editor-
ship ot thi3 paper, as on Mr. Potter's
principles we should be compelled
to do. On the contrary we want to
have a voice in determining the
party issues whenever they are de-

termined, and think we are doing
better service in exerting whatever
influence we may possess to this
end than we would be in standing
aloof from iolitical matters because
we cannot have all things as Ave

would like to have them.

The Congressional Convention at
Nashville last Monday realized the
expectations of its constituents by
nominating the Hon. John F.
House for to Congress by
a majority so overwhelming that it
may well be called unanimous. We
had no fears of the result when we
witnessed the departure of our dele-
gates for Nashville, and we have
only now to congratulate the State,
nay, the United States, on its choice
of a man for Representative who
has added to his brilliant talents
and sterling integrity the practical
experience without which those
other qualities are fruitless in po-

litical life. This result is the more
satisfactory from the fact that other
States have not been as wise. Of
the fifty-fo- ur members who were
elected this month from Ohio, Indi-
ana, West Virginia and Iowa, less
than half have sat in Congress be-

fore. Mr. Potter has declined a re- -
L nomination in New York on scruples

which we cannot help thinking over
fastidious, and all the influence that
can be exercised by such men as
House and Atkins will be required
to counterbalance the rashness in
insubordination which is always so
rife among new members. We take
for granted as a matter of course
that Col. House once nominated
will be by a majority
greater than ever. On this point
we do not allow ourselves a mo-

ment's doubt, and as confidently do
we predict that the Congress of 1879
will contain no abler or more influ-
ential member than John F. House,

Col,. Akers, the Independent
candidate for Congress, was in
Clarksville this week and made a
speech on the public square on
Wednesday night. Not having
been apprised of his purpose, we
were not there, and fear that we
lost some things worth hearing.
For instance, he avowed, we are
informed, that for five years while
connected with the State banks he
had been making $1,000 a month
unrighteously at the expense of the
people. On this account he claimed
to be the right man to wind up the
National banks as a swindling con
cern, on the principle, we suppose,
of the adage "set a thief to catch a
thief." We do not dispute his facts,
but must demur to his conclusion.
We may employ one of a gang as
State's evidence to ferret out a case
of burglary, but we do not after
wards place him in charge of the
store that was robbed.

Memphis, Oct. 23. From 6 o'-

clock last night to noon to-da- y the
undertakers report orders for eleven
interments. The streets are throng-
ed with returning refugees, and
busiuess is being gradually re-
sumed. The Howard Association
continue its work of sending to their
homes all nurses from abroad.
Another heavy frost fell last night.
The Board of Health officially re-

ported four deaths from yellow
lever during the past 24 hours end-
ing at 6 o'clock to-nig- Eleven
additional interments are reported
by the undertakers of persons who
died in the suburbs. Eighteen
physicians of the Howard medical
corps reported 2U new cases, 8 in the
city and 21 in the country. The
new cases reported in the city are
of returning refugees, who had not
taken the precaution of having
their houses ventilated before oc-

cupying them. Among those who
have died since last night are Miss
Mamie Keefe, 1. Lehman, Moses
Marks, John Kutch and Mrs.
Louise Winchester. Geo. Essig, a
well-know- n saloonkeeper, was pros-
trate with fever this morning. The
Government relief steamer, James
M. Chambers, left this port to-da- y,

and is now en route for St. Louis.
HOWLING GREEN.

Bowling Green, Ky., Oct. 23.
The yellow fever here is well nigh
exhausted. A heavy black frost
and ice this morning, the murcury
lower than it has been this fall.
No deaths nor new cases for several
days. We have several old cases of
fever, one or two of which will
prove fatal. With that exception,
we are clear of yellow fever.

What
ever might be the expediency of
despatching an envoy at first to
counteract the intrigues of Russia in
the Ameer's court, the peremptory
interdiction of Ms approach to Ca-b-ul

cannot, be submitted to with
safety. The empire of the British
in India is eminently one of pres
tige; a few thousand whites main
taining a political predominance
which is sustained by a few British
regiments, together with an army
of native troops which is counted
by hundreds of thousands this is
a state of things which needs to be
sustained by an unbroken tradition
of irresistible power. Once let that
tradition be interrupted, once let the
power be successfully resisted, and
the spell is broken, its magic dissi-

pated. The allegiance of a thousand
tribes would be fatally shaken by the
successful resistanceof one. The Brit
ish rule in India is like what we
have all seen in menageries, where
a man undertakes to enter the den
of a tiger and control the brute with
no more efficient weapon than a
horse-whi- p. The experiment is a
safe one just so long as the tiger
knows not his own strength or the
weakness of his master; let him
discover it in one savage impulse
of rage, and the death of his master
is instantaneous. So in India pass
ing over the insult offered by the
Ameer would be looked upon by all
the tribes between the Himalayas
and the Indian Ocean as a confession
of weakness on the part of the Brit
ish Government, and the continued
subiection of the Hindoo tribes
would be impossible for a hundred
fold the white force which now
dominates among them.' England
then, as we look at it, cannot re
main quiescent in the matter, and
vet there are dangers in action as
menacing as those of inaction.

It has for some time been the con-

viction of all English politicians
that the British Empire is as large
at present as the British Govern-
ment can conveniently handle, and
her recent acquisitions have been
accepted not as triumphs so much
as untoward events forced upon her
by the exigencies of her frontiers ;

and yet those exigencies have been
incessant; every war with conter-
minous tribes has ended with annex-
ation as the only solution of the
complications arising from her vic-

tories: This, indeed, is an exigency
of all great empires ; to hold what
they have it is continuously neces-

sary to acquire more, and the one
consideration which limits the du-

ration of all empires is that a time
comes when the central power is
not strong enough to wield the
whole and yet cannot recede with-
out endangering the whole. From
the time of Trajan the Roman Em-

pire ceased to ex tend itself, and a few
years after his death began even to
contract its limits. As soon as the
legions were withdrawn from Brit-

ain the Gaul assumed the offensive
in Italy ; as soon as they receded
from the Rhine they had to meet
the Germans on the To and, not
long afterwards, on the Tiber. So
when Napoleon received his first
check in Russia, he whose troops
hud overrun all Europe, soon found
himself waging a defensive war
within the original frontiers of
France.

Now the British Empire seems to
have attained that stage correspond-
ing to Ihe the reign of Trajan, at
which her statesmen are instinct-
ively occupied in making her fron-

tiers stationary, if possible. She
has already yielded to Canada and
Australia autonomic powers (State
rights, as we should call them,)
which render those countries
friendly allies rather than subject
colonies. Her acquisition of terri-

tory in South Africa was most un-

willingly made, and only consented
to as a means of protecting her
diamond fields from the incursions
of savages, while nothing would
have rendered acceptable the occu-

pation of Cyprus and the protecto-
rate of Asia Minor except the dread
of Russian intervention between
her and her colonies In Asia.

The problem is now before her
w hether she can maintain her fron-

tier where it is without either ad-

vancing or withdrawing it, and fate
seems adverse to her doing so. Lord
Lawrence in the above letter evi-

dently thinks that she has the al-

ternative of either submitting to her
affront or waging a war, the only
successful termination which would
issue in the acquisition of territory
from the Ameer. The former of
these alternatives would shake her
Indian Empire to its foundations,
the latter would increase its present
difficulties and complications, and
moreover would bring it into col-

lision with the Russian Empire,
that same rock from which the ad-

vancing tide of Napoleonic conquest
recoiled, and then commenced its
ebb and reflux, which never ended
till the French Empire had fallen
into a chaos of disjointed fragments.
These are now the perils of Anglo-India- n

Empire. She has able states-

men at her helm and we trust yet
to see her surmount them, but we
know no period in her history at
which her dangers have been more
threatening or the means of passing
safely through them more perplex-
ing to devise.

THE PERILS OF EMPIRE.

The troubles on the Afghan fron
tier of the Anglo-India- n Empire
suggest serious thoughts to all who
feel interested In the permanency
of that vast eolonv. We do not
hesitate to class ourselves among
the number who do feel thus
interested, and. though a little of
that irrational feeling still survives
among us which suggests a feeling
of t riu m ph w henever England meets
a check, we hardly think that
reflecting man will deliberately
adopt the omnion that it would be
to the advantage of that congeries
of barbaric principalities which we
all Hindoostan either that the em

pire should sutler dissolution orthat
the rule of England should be re-

placed by that of Russia. In the
former case internecine war would
soon break out between the constit-
uent principalities, and in the latter
the rapid progress of civilization
would receive a check which it
would not recover from forceuturies,
if ever. For Russia has not suc- -

died so far in extending even a
siierQcial civilization fifty miles
around St. Petersburg, and all the
ret of her territory is as brutally
barbarous as it was in the days of
the primitive Ivans who first bore
sway within its limits. An empire

Inch fails to civilize itself is not a
promising agent for civilizing its
dependencies. When, therefore, we
point out thedangers which threaten
the Anglo-India- n Empire, it is not
in the spirit in which

Tyre liutRhcri when Salem Ml,

but with the earnest hope that in
the end England will surmount the
troubles and complications through
v. hich we confess that we do not see
a way to a prosperous issue.

We desire our readers to be fully
informed on all great events which
may be occupying the world's at-

tention, and as this Afghan trouble,
with the complications which may
arise from it, seems likely to be the
event of 1ST'.), we think it well to
begin with the task of exhibiting
the question from every point of
view, and for that purpose present
them entire a letter written by
Lord Lawrence uion the present
complication, the more so because
though we accept Lord L. as con-

clusive authority on all subjects
requiring a knowledge of Indian
affairs, we cannot adopt the conclu-

sion which he arrives at. It would
be absurd presumption for us to dis-

pute his statements, but, assuming
their correctness, we still think it
impossible for the British Govern-lue- nt

to act as he advises. The fol-

lowing is his letter:

In I he Times of the :M Inst., tellins us that
the Ameer ot'l'alml liiul refused to receive
l he prnMsei Mission on its wny to his eapi-t.il.n-

hiul f.rccl Mqjur (.'uvagiinri to turn
lwick from All Musjid, is no doubt a serious
ti ii ill to tlie lioverniiieiit of India, more
tiaiticiilarly as the Mission had actually
s'.aiti d. It seems to me to have heen B seri-
ous mistake oraam.inu a Mission to Cabul
hefore we had ascertained whether Ameer
Shere Ali was prepared to receive our over-
tures ir not, mid a still KreaUT misuike na

the Mission until we had received
his consent to our doimt so. Had these pre-
cautions been oliserved, the affront which
w e have met with would not have appeared
to lie so tlatfi-aii- t as It now does. But, how-
ever vexatious is the Ameer's conduct in
this matter, it ouuht not to lead us todeclare
war aaainst him. It appears to me to le
contrary to sound policy that we should
resent our disappointment by force of arms ;
fur bv doinu so we play the enemy's came,

I toree the Afghans into a union with the
Ktissiuns.

We oiiKht not, indeed, to be surprised that
the Ani.-c- has acted as he liiw done. From
the time oft he Treaty of 17 the late Ameer
1 hist Mohaiuuiisl Khan refused to alio- - us
to have a Mission at I'abul, or even t send
on there as a temporary arrangement, sol-
emnly assuring us that such a step would
lead lo mischief, and not to rela-
tions with the Attihans. We acceptiil his
excuses. In IStSithe present Ameer affirmed
thcMtme (Milicy. Whatever may be his own
I .mils and shorteoniinsis, lie lias never eon-ciMl-

from us liis views on this subject.
What at the meetiiiK in l'eshawur
towards the end of 1S7H tietween the Ameer's
aueiit and Sir Lewis l'elly has not actually
transpired, but I believe that our wishes on
tile subject of a Mission to t'ahul were at
that time reiterated, tlitamh in vain.

The old policy w:i to bear with the Af-
ghans as far as we could reasonably do so,
ami to endeavor by kindness and concilia-
tion to I i iiu aHut friendly relations, t; rad-
ii illy l ml in a I hem to see that their interests
and'ours did not conflict, of late, however,
we have sccmd to liiink that we understiXHt
t he interests of I tie Alliums ts'tter than t hey
did themselves. We appear to think that
we can, in short, force our ,slicy on them
w ithout their taking olfeuce at such con-
duct.

What are we to train by coins to war with
the Ameer? fan wc dethrone him without
turiimi; the mass of his countrymen against
us? fan we follow the lxilicy of IfviS-i-

w ithout, in ali probability, iiicurrint; similar
results? If we succeed ill driving shere Ali
out of fabul. whom can we put in his place?
And how are we to insure the maintenance
of our own creature on the throne except
by occupying the country ? And when is
such an oceupal ion to terminate?

1 have no doubt that we can clear the
deti'.es and vailevsof Afghanistan from end
to end of their defenders, and that no force
of Afghans could Mmd auainst our troops
when proiHTly brought to bear against
them. The country, however, consists of
mountain ranges, for the most part broken
up into rugged and ditli.-ul- t plateaux, where
brave men standing on the tit tensive have
considerable advanfag,-s- ; and when we
force such positions we cannot continue to
hoM them.

The cost of Invading Much a country will
jirove very great, and the means for ho doing
must from elsewhere. The coun-
try held by the Ameer can alTord neither
111 money nor the traiisMri, nor eventhe
Mibsitenee in adtsitnte quantity for the
Mipxrt ol the invading army. It is Impos-
sible to forsce t he end of such a war, ami in
the meantime its prosecution would utterly
ruin the linauccsof India.

Such arc the ilitieal and military con-
siderations which lead me to raise my voiis"
against the present policy towards Ameer
Shere Ali. Are not moral considerations
ntso verv strong against such a war? Have
not the Afghans a right to resist our forcing
a Mission on them, licaring in mind to what

A Valuable Old medal.
Nashville American.

Legislature.

First, the bonded debt of the
State and the means of its payment
is now, and is likely to be until its
final settlement, the great leading
issue among the people of Tennes
see, and I am in favor of its settle
ment upon the very best terms pos-

sible, both in the interests of the
citizens and the bondholders. After
this settlement is effected by the
Legislature I would be in favor of
submitting the same, to the people
for their ratification or rejection.

lam decidedly in favor of a com
mon school system, but I think
there are some great errors in our
present school law. In the first
place I would be in favor of curtail
ing the salary of the State Superin-
tendent down to two thousand dol
lars, instead of three thousand,
which he is now entitled to by law,
and I am further in favor of discard-
ing all County Superintendents
(which will save about $34,000) and
placing their present duties in the
hands of the District Commission-
ers.

I am in favor of reducing the
privilege tax to one-thir- d of what it
now is. It will bring more revenue
than at present, for many more will
embark in the business. It will
have the same effect as did the old
postage law of twenty-fiv- e cents on
all letters to be sent over four hun-
dred miles now three cents any-
where in the United States.

In reference to State tases I am
in favor of levying a sufficiency to
run tire State Government upon a
firm and independent basis, for it is
known that no enterprise, from the
national government down, can be
successfully carried on without
means, and the only way to raise
these means Is by taxation. Hence,
by living under a State government
wisely administered, extra taxation
should cease. I am in favor of
paying off all bonds in greenback
currency, and these "greenbacks"
to be our national currency, and
abolishing all National Banks
and National Bank systems, be-

lieving that they had their origin
from the necessities of the war, and
that their existence is no longer a
national necessity. I am not in the
interest of any ring, clique or class,
but will legislate for the farmer,
mechanic, merchant, and every
class alike so as to subsurve the in
terest of each and every citizen of
the State of Tennessee . without
partiality or favor. I have been a
farmer all my life until a few years
back, hence I think" I know their
necessities. If the above sentiments, i

candidly expressed, should entitle
me to your suffrage in November
next the Mine will be duly appre-
ciated.
