" "Washington Post.

Gen. J.ll. Chalmers, member of
Congress from the Sixth District of
Mississippi, who has been in Washi-
ngton- a day or two. is suffering
from a severe attack of malarial
fever which he contracted about
two months ago. His illness pre-
vented him from making a canvass
of his district, but the result proved
that this was not necessary. The
"colored troops fought nobly" and
sent him back to Congress by a very
large majority. In conversation
with the Post yesterday, the Gene-
ral was informed that certain Radi-
cal organs had charged that the Re-
publicans were afraid to run a can-
didate in his district. "Why, they
did run a man against me," he re
plied. "In fact, they ran two a
white man and a colored man.
While I was sick they tried to work
up the colored vote against me, and
they brought out Castello, one of the
unsavory carpet-bagge- rs ofNatchez.
Griggs, a colored man, also ran as a
Republican. Castello carried only
his own county, and up in my part
of the district both he and Griggs
together didn't get enough votes to
make it worth while to count them.
The colored men walked boldly up
to the polls and voted for me. There
was nothing on our side to exercise
any undue influence upon them."

"What do you think of the Ad-
ministration's change of policy.

"What is its policy? I've read a
good deal about it, but confess I don't
yet understand what It means.
Does it mean that Mr. Hayes pro-
poses to send troops into the South-
ern States? If it does, then the
question is, how i3 he going to do
it ? If it means that election frauds

if any were committed are to be
punished legally, that is an rignr.
If any frauds were committed
against the ballot in the South, let
them be punished just as such offen-
ces would be punished in New
York, Pennsylvania or any other
Northern State. Gen. Butler openly
charges that bulldozing in Jlassa-chuset- ts

prevented his election.
Now let the same course be pursued
to punish the offenders in Massa-
chusetts that is applied to South
Carolina, and nobody will And any
fault."

Those who dislike the way the
Southern Democrats are dealing
with the negro vote and which is
largely a copy of Republican tricks
during the carpet-ba- g period ought
to propose some means of prevent-
ing it, in the shape either or an act
of Congress or an amendment to the
Constitution. There is a law now
which directs the President to pros-
ecute persons for interference with
voters at Federal elections, and this
we believe he is faithfully executing ;
but when he has done thi3 he has
done all that a constitutional officer
can do. Any one who desires to
govern the South . by martial law,
in defiance of the Constitution,
ought to come out and say so like a
man, instead of cursing and grumb-
ling under his breath about "be-

he helps to make it better or makes
it worse," and It is amazing how
many join the church for what it
will do for them rather than what
they tan do for it; consequently
they remain comparatively inac-

tive. They are hot or cold, zealous
or indifferent, active or indolent,
just as those around them may bap--

pen to be, and always estimate the
religious status of the church by
their own feelings. They are clogs,
dead-weigh- ts and actual hindrances
to the church's progress. Not

they are hyper-sensativ- e

the preacher must never pass
without stopping other members
must cuddle, caress, and give special
attention or they are hurtt and for
that reason they sometimes go from
one denomination to another, tuat
they may receive more attention
be noticed more. So far as the real
object of church organization is con-

cerned, they are weights, incum
brance, nuisances. Much of the
time and labor of the pastor and
better class of members has to be
spent in keeping them quiet sooth-
ing their fretfulness and meeting
their exactings."

This is the way Dr. McAnally de-

scribes tbem in his Life of Bishop
MarviQ, a book that ought to be in
the hands of all classes of people.
A Philadelphia lawyer could not
convict them of any positive crime.
Try the administration of dicipline
with them and they are slippery as
eels. Sometimes you can elbow
them out, and what a joy they leave
behind them I It reminds me of
an incident that occurred just after
the war. During the war Handle,
a slave, had gone to the Yankees
and left his wife, Sluny, and nine
children, the oldest not much over
nine years old, at home. Shortly
after the surrender it was announced
one morning that Randle had stolen
away Sluny and the children the
previous night. "Happy riddance,"
was the only remark which this
information drew from their former
owner, Whenever a dead-hea- d

quits the church I am sure to think
of Sluny and the children.

By all fair means I believe in
trying to save men, but your efforts
in this direction with such people is
generally like casting pearls before
swine. The most solemn obliga
tions having been repeatedly vio-
lated, all integrity of char cter van
ished, and nothing but the severe
judgments of God can arouse them
from their infamy.

Rut let no man despise the church
because he finds tares with the
wheat. Such a condition of things
is inevitable in the present sur
roundings. In due time this mat
ter will be attended to by angelic
messengers, and then the separation
will be complete and permanent.
Until then we can only do the best
we can to keep the church pure.

J ordun Spring.
This pleasant little village is in

civil district No. 4, Montgomery
county, Tenn. Like many other
places, and some few persons I have
seen, it has not always been esti
mated at its true worth. Just now
it is rated a little below par. I wish,
in this article, to give a few facts in
the history of and present status of
the placq, and leave an impartial
public to decide, hoping to induce
a large development of the ma
terial interests here, and prompt to
a generous appreciation thereof.

First, then, there is a spring here,
from which the place takes its name,
that is seldom surpassed for the
quality and quantity of its pure
waters, affording as it does, water
for all our citizens and their stock,
and a full supply for the noted
Walnut Mills, a .half mile below.
There are also several other fine
springs within the limits of the
town. One of the oldest houses in
the county is here, having been
built 75 years ago. The logs were
hauled from Flat Lick, in Ky.,
none of sufficient size for the pur-
pose being found at the time in this
section. The house is owned and
occupied by J. II. Smith, Esq.

Mr. F. L. Porter has recently
purchased good property here and
is doing a dry goods and grocery
business. His increasing trade has
caused him to add some improve-
ments to his store.

"Uncle Jimmy" Smith is doing a
good business in Wootton's old
store, selling groceries and confec-
tions.

Mr. Wootton proposes adding
an additional room to his store,
which will be used by Dr. Nevell
as an office.

A. J. Wootton is the principal
property holder here.

DIPHTHERIA.
Some Reasonable Su ggeat ions The

Snrronndlns'a tbat Cause
tbe Divease.

Springfield Republican.
Diphtheria is a; disease " which

springs from the growth of a real
fungus on some ot the mucous sur-
faces of the system, more generally
of the throat. - It may be spread by
contact of the mucous surfaces of a
disease with those of a healthy per-
son, as In kissing, and is to a limited
degree epidemic. From the local
parts affected it spreads to the whole
body, anecting the muscular and
nervous systems, vitiating the
lymph and nutrient fluids, and pro-
ducing paralysis. As soon as the
bacterium or fungus appears in white
patches on the throat, it should no
more be neglected than a bleeding
gash or a broken arm, and there is
almost as little need of a fatal term-
ination of one incident as the other.
It has been found by actual experi-
ment, both in and out of the human
system, that this bacterium is killed
by several drugs, the safest and
most certain of which is chlorie
water, diluted with the addition of
from two to four times the volume
of water. This wash is harmless,
even when swallowed, and is pretty
certain to arrest the disease. s

The great cyclopaedia of Ziemes-se- n

on the practice of medicine
gives the highest place to this meth
od of treatment. To Keep the pa
tient well housed and warm, with
additional flannel clothing if neces
sary, and to keep the system well
nourished anu the Dowels open are
matters ot nursing onen neglected :
but, with care in these respects, and
early application of the remedies
above suggested, there is no need of
the disease proceeding to a fatal
termination, or even to the debili-
tating illness and painful cauteriza
tions which go together in its
later stages. As to the origin of
diphtheria, the weight of testimony
is that it belongs to the class oi tilth
diseases, but further than that its
source is not clear. Families who
would be scandalized at the sugges
tion of untidiness are attacked,
while others of filthy surroundings
escape. This simply shows that
our sense of cleanliness needs culti
vation, so that we may discriminate
between what is offensive to the
system and what is offensive to our
falsely educated tastes. The farm
er's wife, to whom the closed and
carefully-duste- d parlor or the pre
ternatural! v scrubbed floor are the
essentials of neatness, may endure
the proximity of a sour swamp or of
the kitchen cess-po- tor years with
out taking offense. To many a care
nil and laborious nouse-keep- er a
chance cobweb or the children's
"litter" of a few hours' play will
outrank in heinousness a defective
drain for the cellar or a badly con
ducted privy. . ,
