providing for the entire debt by
offering such an abatement of the
principal as to bring its payment
within theabilityof the State? with-
out making it burdensome. In De-

cember, 1877, certain creditors of the
State proposed to adjust that part of
tneaeotneia oy themselves, upon
a basis of lifty cents for principal
and past due interest, and olfered
assurances that the great body of
the creditors would accept the same
terms. This proposition was sub-
mitted to an extra seasion of the
Fortieth General Assembly, and its
acceptance earnestly recommended.
1 am satisned tnat the creditors
making this proposition would still
make the adjustment : settled at
fifty cents, the debt would amount
to $12,137,000.00; the annual interest
upon this sum at six percent, would
amount to $728,220.00. I do not
hesitate to again ursre the acceptance
of this proposition.

I cannot be mistaken in the opin-
ion that the people of the State are
anxious to be delivered from a
farther discussion of this question,
and from a longer postponement of
its settlement. If this reeommen
dation is adopted, the Comptroller
should be invested with authority,
after a day to be fixed by law, to
make publication, with notice to
financial agents of the several coun-
ties, announcing the number of old
bonds returned and cancelled, with
the number of new bonds issued,
and the amount of revenue to be
provided t meet the interest, with
the amount assigned to each county;
upon this publication and notice,
the County Courts should be re-
quired to make the necessary levy
to meet the interest, without further
legislation.

CRIMINAL EXPENSES.
The following recommendation

was made to the Thirty-nint- h and
Fortieth General Assembly, and I
again urge its adoption.

I renew the recommendation
made two years ago to the Thirty-nint- h

General Assembly, for the
passage of an act requiring the sev-
eral counties, to pay their own crim-
inal expenses, v The State has paid
for this purpose during the last two
years the sum of $389,585.03, and
during the continuance of our pres-
ent system there can be no material
reduction. Tennessee is one of five,
out of thirty-eigh- t States of the i

Union, where criminal prosecutions
are made a charge upon the State
Treasury ; in thirty-thre- e of them
the counties where crimes are com-
mitted pay ail costs, and the result
in those thirty-thre- e States is that
the local Tjlncers are more active
and vigilant in preventing extrava-
gant charges, and I am satisfied that
where local responsibility is pro-
vided, bills of cost will be subjected
to a scrutiny they cannot now re-

ceive;
i

the Comptroller of the Treas-
ury,

i

in auditing these bills of cost,
is only required by law to see that i

the several items are taxed in
accordance with the statute; if they i

were referred to the County Judge
or Chairman of the County Court,
the necessity for their creation would j

be discussed, and, it is believed, the
criminal law will be administered
with more economy, and bv brihe--

iingthe subject directly before the
ieopIe, they would stimulate greater
vigilance on the part of olhcials,
and require the imnishment of crim
inals to be made with promptness.
For criminal expenses for the years
1877-137- 8, the State has paid $391,-385.5- 0.

ASSESSMENT AND TAXATION OF
HAILWOADS.

i

I

Under the provisions of. the act
appro ved March 20, 1877, tne Board
of Assessors wfts organized by the
appointment of (Samuel Ivins, of
the county of Obion, and Z. M. Ew-in- g,

of the county of Giles, and upon
the resignation of Col Ivins, hy the
appointment of Frank A. Moses, of
the county of Knox; all the roads
in the State were duly assessed, and
the Western & Atlantic, Tennessee
Coal & Iron, Mississippi Central,
Mississippi it Tennessee, Roane
Iron Company, Nickajack, Duck
River Valley, Ripley and Middle-to- n

railroads, have paid their assess-
ment ; the other companies are con-
testing, in the courts, the power of
the State to levy and collect taxes
from them.

SPECIFIC APPROPRIATIONS.
The appropriation bill, passed by

the Fortieth General Assembly, was
the first compliance with the con-
stitutional provision that no money
shall be drawn from tho Treasury
hut in consequence of appropriations
made by law. I earnestly recom-
mend a strict adherence to this pre-
cedent, Jiot alone as a constitutional
duty of maintaining legislative
authority and responsibility, but as
the only method of securing cer-
tainty and economy in administra-
tion.

COST OK LITIGATION.
I repeat the following recommen-

dation made to the Fortieth Gene-
ral Assembly :

Citizens of the State complain
that the cost of litigation is so con-
siderable that they are in many
cases deterred from asserting their
rights in the courts of the State.
The complaint is a well-found- ed

one, and I know of no more accept-
able service to the public than the
correction of this evil. Costs paid
by litigants in the courts of Tennesr
see are largely in excess of tho costs
paid by citizens of several of the ad-
joining States for the same service,
and are unreasonable and excessive,
and ought to be reduces.

ARBITRATION COMMISSION.

Messrs. E. L. Oardenhire, John
W. Rurton and James J. Turner
were appointed and commissioned
as Judges of the Court of Arbitra-
tion provided by the act approved
March 22, 1877, and Messrs. L. I).
McKissick, Howell E. Jackson and
John T. Cart hell were appointed
and commissioned as Judges of the
Court provided by tho act approved
March 23, 1877; subsequently Henry
('raft was appointed rice Judge
Jackson resigned, and Ti. M. Estes
was appointed rice Judge Carthell
resigned. Jn my message to the
Fortieth General Assembly I stated
that :

"In.spite of the industry of the
Judges of the SupremcCwurt and
the valuable labors of the Gnirts of
Arbitration for Middle and West
Tennessee, the business of tho Su- -

rem Court continues to accunui-it- e
E ; under our present system of
practice it is uncertain when the
docket of this court can be heard.
The number of causes already filed
at Nashville would occupy the court
for a year. It is needless to remind
you of tho fact that this state of
things is the reasonable cause of
much complaint, and that relief is
demanded and expected by the
country, not by another resort to
temporary and exj-ensiv- expedi-
ents, but by such a change of prac-
tice as will secure the citizen against
a recurrence of the present state of
the docket. The transcript of the
records of eauses apjiealed to the Su-
preme Court are made voluminous
by the incorjioration of all records
and the statement of all facts, mate-
rial or otherwise, used in the court
below. The result is that the larger
part of the time of the Supreme
Court, is occupied in reading and
hearing a discussion of issues not
pertinent, when if appellants were
required by law to assign reasons
for the appeal by making a simple
assignment of errors, tho court
would always be ad vised of the issue
involved in'litigation and would bo

vve print so much of this Im
portant document as relates to
finances, education and the peni-
tentiary. , Other matters touched
upon may be deferred till they come
before the State Legislature for con-

sideration.
Gentlemen of the Senate and of

the House of Representatives: The
reports of the Comptroller of the
Treasury, the Secretary of State, the
Treasurer, the State Superintendent
of the Bureau of Agriculture, Sta-
tistics, Mines and Immigration, of
the Trustees of the School for the
Wind, of the Presidentand Trustees
of the University of East Tennessee,
of the President of the State Normal
College, of the Librarian, of the Su-
perintendent of the Penitentiary, of
the Fish Commissioners, of the
Trustees of the School for the Deaf
and Dumb, of the Superintendent
and Trustees of the Hospital for the
insane, Herewith transmuted, show
in derail the condition of the affairs
of the State.

THE FINANCES.
The reports of the Comptroller

and Treasurer show amount of re-
ceipts for two years ending Dee. 19,
1878, of $2,000.883.64, with a balance
in the treasury on the 19th of De-
cember, 1876, of $139,332.19 ; of this
amount of reeeij-t- s $238,077.95 was
derived from the levy of a State tax
of ten cents for the year 1877-7- 8.

The disbursements for the same pe-
riod amount to $l,iKJl, 800.79, balance
$478,310.04, from which is to be de-
ducted the warrants outstanding,
$99,720.23, and balance appropriated
by the Fortieth General Assembly,
but not expended, amountingto&iif

leaving an actual balance in
the treasury of $291,103.95.

The Comptroller's books have for
years carried an outstanding war-
rant account which, it is believed,
has no existence, and there is no
doubt that it is the result of an error
of calculation, by whom or when
committed it is 'impossible to tell.
On the 19th of December, 1870,
this outstanding warrant account
amounted to $129,0G0.21. There i.as
been presented and paid on this ac-
count warrants amounting to $33,-930.8- 7,

showing that theoutstanding
warrants not presented in tw6 years
amounted to 95,129.34, at a time
when the Treasurer was paying all
warrants upon presentation. Ot'the
warrants issued since December 19,
1876, amounting tofl.GSSL) 81, the
Treasurer has paid $1,027,938.92,
leaving only a balance of 4,590.89
outstanding.

The current expenses of the State i

government for the past two years
amount to $1,044,414.00, or the sum
of $522,207.00 per annum ; this state-
ment shows a reduction of the cur-
rent expense account in ten
that must be full ol encouragement
to the tax-paye- r. Further larsre re
ductions can be made by the adop-
tion of certain changes recommended
in this message and in the able re-
port oft he Com ptrol ler. The cu rren t
expense account for the years 1S08-G- 9

amounted to $1,943,603.54: for the
vears 1870-7- 1 it was ?1,519,088.00 ;
for 1873-7- 4 it was $1,324,934.00; for
1875-7- 6 it was $1,278,908.00.

The tax levied for the year 1878
amounts to $223,212.15. Of this
amount ?13,2S(j.4li his been paid, t

showing a balance of $209,925.09 not
collected or paid over. Added to
delinquent list of former years,
amounting to $193,000.00, there is a
total of uncollected revenue amount-
ing to $702,925.09. A large propor-
tion of this sum has been due for
years, and mainly from the large
tax-payer- s, who avail themselves of
the law's delay and of expensive
litigation to postpone or to defeat
its collection. This is unjust to the
citizen who meets his obligations
with promptness, nnd the complaint
is well founded that it brings une-
qual and unreasonable burdens.
Perfect equality in taxation is im-
possible, but the General Assembly
can provide for uniformity in the
assessment of property liable to tax-
ation, and for certainty in collec-
tions and in payments.

Error in assessment is one of the
reasons assigned for this large delin-
quent list. This can be equalized
by the County Court acting as a
Board of Supervisors, and making
their action the subject of review by
a State Board of Equalization, com-
posed of the Governor and other
executive officers. Another explan-
ation of this delinquent list is the
failure and defalcation of the collect-
ors of the revenue. In addition to
the fees paid to collectors, there is
now an annual loss to the State of
about one-tent- h of the revenue paid
out in costs and fees and by defaults.
I cannot understand why the rev-
enues of the State should be ex-
hausted or lost by the laches of col-
lectors. No levy of taxes should be
made except the precise sum neces-
sary to meet the particular obliga-
tions, but this sum should be relia-
ble and available. This seems im- -
possi ble u ndcr ou r system . Certai n ty
can besocured by makingtheseveral
counties liable for he quota of the
State tax assessed within it, and
charge the counties with the
defaults, evasions and errors com-
mitted by their own chosen officials.

ASSESSMENT.

The total value of the property of
the State assessed for taxation for
the year 1S7S amounts to $223,212,-153.0- 0.

showinga ecrease since 1877
of f13,090,095.00. The personal prop-
erty assessed for the year 1873
amounts to $20,871,338.00. In 1875,
the year of the greatest prostration
in business, the personal property of
the State was assessed at $37,231,-908.0- 0.

It is very clear that tho
shrinkage in the valueof personalty. . . .c ii : i. :w out ui mi proportion to inui in
realty, and that in fact not more
than one-ha- lf of it is assessed. Real
estate pays the largest part of the
revenue ; it can be reached at all
times no evasions can conceal it.
Justice to the land owner demands
that the holder of personal property
should be made to bear his part of
the public burden.

THE PUBLIC PETIT.
The State has issued 49,393 bonds,

amounting to ; the
number cancelled is 28,385, amount-
ing to $2S, 103,01 G.GG; the number
now outstanding as a liability
asainst the State is 20,219, amount-
ing to $20,221,300.00. In ten years
the State has paid three installments
of interest, seven are past due,
amounting, after deducting $149,-050.0- 0,

paid to educational and
charitable institutions, to$4,052,717.
00, making a debt of principle and
interest of 24,274,0O0.17.

The settlement of this debt i3 par-
amount to all questions of legisla-
tion that can engage the attention of
the General Assembly ; it involves
the honor and gofKl name of the
State, the credit and honor of every-
one of its citizens ; it is a liability
that was voluntarily contracted,
and whether it was wisely created
or not cannot now be a question. I
hold, nnd have always believed,
that in the light of raral and legal
duty, as a question of commercial
honor and of State pride, the best
settlement of the debt of Tennessee
would be to pay the entire debt ac-

cording to the terms of the contract.
This would be a heavy burden, but
when it became oppressive a tempo-
rary suspension of the interest pay-
ment could be made, and with a
return of prosperity, with

increase of population and a
reasonable development of our
resources, now in full fruition, the
whole debt could be paid without
serious embarrasfynent to any one.

MOB LAW.
It is to be reeretted that, in a few

localities, the county Jails have been
violated by the removal ana mur
der of prisoners bv armed mobs.
The power with which the Execu
tive is clothed has been employed
to bring these outlaws to trial ana
punishment, and the local authori
ties are exhibiting a commendable
zeal in their enorts to discover the
authors of the outrages.

The provisions of the Criminal
Code are adequate for the punish
ment of jail-breake- rs and murderers;
all that is wanted is the develop
ment ofa public sentiment that will
stimulate and give courage to local
otnciais.

STATE BOARD OF HEALTH.
Under the authority of the act

approved 20th of March, 1877, pro
viding for a istate Hoard or Health,
I commissioned Drs. J. I). Plunket,
T. A. Atchison and J. M. Satfwrd,
of the county of Davidson, Dr. E,
M. Wight, of the county of Hamil
ton, and Dr. R. II. Maury, of tin
county of Shelby. Recent events
have demonstrated the importance
of a more efficient organization of
this Board. It should be provided
with money, and with authority to
publish and enforce intelligent san-
itary regulations. Earlierattention
to this subject, it is believed, would
have secured a more general immu-
nity to the State from the late fever
epidemic, and saved many citizens
from the suffering and destitution
of which they were the helpless
victims. The cholera, in epidemic
form, has made its appearance on
the eastern coast of China, at a oint
with which the United States main-
tain close commercial relations. Its
march, so far, is upon its usual line
of travel, and it will be criminal
negligence in the State if no meas-
ures aw adopted to exclude it from
her borders. The obligation of the
State to protect the person nnd
proKrty of the citizen is not more
binding than it is to protect him
against the ravages of epidemic dis-
eases, and there is certainly no bur-
den for the tax-pay- er that will be
carried with so much cheerfulness
as that created for the preservation
of the health of his lamily.

A State so desolated as Tennessee
has been by cholera and yellow
fever, and threatened as it is still
by thpse terrible plagues, should ap-- I
propriate not less than ten thousand
dollars per annum for the current
work of the Board of Health, and
clothe it with authoiity to quara-

ntine the whole or any pirt of the
State against infected points.

THE PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

The enumeration of the children
of the State within the ages of six
and eighteen, for the scholastic year
ending Aug. 31. 1877, shows white,
320,935; colored, 111,523; grand to-
tal, 432,45. The numler enrolled
in the schools for the same period
was white, 171,535; colored, 43,043;
total, 214,578; w hich wasan increase
of 33,403 over the enrollment for tho
previous scholastic year. The en- -
rollment for thescholastic year end- -
ing the 31st of August, 1S78, shows
an increase of 11 per cent, over the
previous year; the average-dail- y
attendance upon ihe schools for 1877
was 142,200, an increase of 10,358
over the year 1870, with a further
increase of 18 per cent, for the year
1878; the numoer of schools for the
year 1877 was 4,004, which was an
increase of 807 over the year 1870 ;
the number of teachers employed
for the year 1877 was 5,001, an in
crease of 79 over the previous year ;

and I am gratified to state that the
improvement in the character and
scholarship of the teachers employed
is very marked.

The public schools received for
the year 1877 from the State $1G2,-280.2- 8

; from the counties, ?244,503.-3- 2;

from other sources, $71,-923.2- 8;

total, $718,423.18, a de-
crease, as compared with the
year 1870, of $120,311.07. But the
Superintendent shows an Increase
in the receipt of school money for
the year 1878 to be nearly ten "ier
cent., with a promising increase for
the next year. The private schools
in the State, exclusive of universi-
ties and colleges, number about
1,000, with 1,200 teachers and an en-

rollment of about 30,000. There Is
in the State not less than 175,000
persons within the scholastic age,
who were not enrolled in any school,
public or private, for the past year.
This result is in some cases charge-
able to the indifference of the parent
or guardian, and very often to a
poverty that demands the services
of tho child at home; but while this
large per cent, of the children of the
State is not enrolled, it does not fol-

low that the same children have not
been heretofore, or will not here-
after, be enrolled. Very nearly all
of them have been in attendance
upon the schools at some time dur-
ing tho past six years, ami have
acquired something in the way of an
education. The same facilities for
all the children of the State are pro-
vided, and the result shows a steady
increase in the enrollment and at-

tendance. Our school system Is
ly a wise one. Its suc-

cess is assured, and its results are
full of encouragement to the friends
of popular education. The only
recommendation I make concern ing
it is to repeat one made by a com-
mittee appointed by the State
Teachers' Association to tho Forti-
eth General Assembly, of which
one of my most distinguished pre-
decessors, ex-Go- v. Neill S. Brown,
was Chairman, that itbe"letalone.''

The teachers' institutes and con-
ventions of county superintendents,
held in the several Congressional
districts, and presided over by the
StateSujierintendent, were attended
by many of the best teachers and
thinkers 'in the State. These insti-
tutes have elevated the standard of
teaching, and have added much to
the popularity of the school system.

For the satisfactory condition of
the public schools during the past
four years, the people of tho State
are mainly indebted to the present
able Superintendent. He has been
efficiently supported by many of
the County Suj)erinteiHients, but tho
responsibility of a successful admin-
istration of ids department has de-
volved on himself, and ho has met
it conscientiously and earnestly,
and with a decree of intelligence
and efneioncy that will not fail to
command the commendation of all
friends of education.

STATE NORMAL COLLEGE.

This college closed its Ihird an-

nual term on the 29th of May, 1878.
Its buildings, grounds, principal
library and a portion of the funds
are furnished by the University of
Nashville, but the principal fund
for its support comes from the
Trustees of the Peabody Education
Fund ; the State has never made n 1

contribution to it. One hundred
and eight students of both sexex
were In attendance during the st
year; eighty-nin- e were from Tenn-
essee, nineteen were scholarship
students, from Virginia, Georgia
and Florida, and to each of these

If
the students In attendance from the
State represented all parts of It, tho
friends of the college would be mow
encouraged, but it happens that
those who are seeking professional
training as teachers are not always
possessed of the jiecuniary ability
that will enable them to sonjoura
away from their homes. The con-
sequence is that those in attendanco
are mainly from the territory con-
tiguous to the city of Nashville.
The superior advantages olfered by
this college cannot be equally dis-
tributed among" those who would
like to enjoy them without aasist- -
ance. me i'eauoiiy irusteea leei
that they have exhibited unusual
liberality in establish inn the college
in Tennessee and in providing the
money for the maintenance of tho
Faculty, and I agree with them in
the belief that the time has come
for the State to extend its benefits
and to aid in its supjKirt. The fund,
amounting to $20,250.81, recently

mronriated t the State by tho
Federal Government for the care of
prisoners, can with great propriety
be appropriated to this purjHse.
l hls tuna Is paid tor a service lor
which the State ex peered no com
pensation when it was rendered, it
is a recovery that wus not antici
pated, and if it is now invested in
the bonds or the Mate ana the in
terest applied to the supinirt of one
scholarship for each Congressional
district in the State, it will bo the
best service to the cause of inipular
education that can be rendered.
THE UNIVERSITY OF TENNESSEE.

1 transmit the sixth biennial re
port of the Trustee and Treasurer of
East Tennessee University, and
commend the recommendations
made to the consideration of the
ieneral Assembly. This Institu

tion of learning is under the direct
control and supervision of the State,
and should no longer beir the name
of one of its divisions. The Trus-
tees ask that it shall be called tho
University of Tennessee and I
heartily join in the recommenda
tion. Free tuition is secured to
wo hundred and seventy-fiv- e State

students. Two were apiKiinted
upon the recommendation of each
Senator, and three upon that of
each Representative. The Board of
Trustees recommend that a num
ber of these scholarships should bo
placed at the disposal of the State
Superintendant of Schools. This
suggestion deserves favorable con-
sideration, and I believe it would
be wise to require a cerhtin percent,
of those who enjoy this lenefit to ho
qualified to enter one of the higher
college classes. This would be tho
best means of securing a thorough
education to a large numlxT ot
State students and would be a great
addition to the influenceof the Uni- - .

versity. State scholarship should
keep their representative in tho
University; this largo number of
State students in constant attendance
would give it strength and dignity,
and carry it.s betiffits to every
neighborhood In tho State. TIim
faculty of the university is on able
one. The curriculum in its several
colleges furnish an umple course of
study to the student in any depart-
ment of science, and all that is
wanting to make this rank with the
foremost insertions of learning in
any of the States, is the active sym-
pathy of the (ieneral Assembly.

THE PENITENTIARY.
The number of convicts in con-

finement on tho first of December,
1 878, was 1 , 1 53. Th e tot a 1 n u m her
on the first of December, 1870, wa
997, showing an increase of 150 in
two years. The number confined
in the main prison on the first of
Decern ber. 1878, was 000.

One of thegroatest improvements
made in the administration of tho
affairs of the State Is In the manage-
ment of this Institution. I have
made frequent ersonal insjiections
of it, and am satisfied,after making
due allowance for its deficient ac-
commodations for the large num-I- kt

of convicts, that there h no
pnal institution in any of the states
where its inmates aro under better
moral training und discipline, or
where the sick or death roll is smal-
ler. The officers in control of the
prison have secured this result by
kind and humane treatment, and
by the enforcement of proier sani-
tary regulations.

Lnder the provisions of tho act
approved March 20, 1877, the Peni-
tentiary and labor of the convicts
was leased to A. M. Shook for six
years from the first day of August,
1877, for a rental of srventy-fiv- o

thousand dollars or annum.' The
payments are made quarterly, and
have been met as they mature, and
the proceeds passed into the treas-
ury. In additon to this cash rental,
the lessees receive the convict nt tho
place of conviction and pay the
cost of transportation, which here-
tofore cost the State an average of
twelve thousand five hundred dol-
lars per annum. But two or three?
of the states of the Fnion realize it
surplus from prison labor, and the
State prisons of two or three are self
sustaining. The prisons of about
the same number of European
States pay ex inses, and in all of
them, in Europe and America, tho
industries of their ivsiective locali-
ties are pursued.

From 1833, the year of the Inau-
guration of the penitentiary system,
to 18J5, the average expenditure by
the State for its support, over and
above its earning-- , was fifteen
thousand dollars er annum,
making n total of four hundred and
ninety-fiv- e thousand dollars; for
the succeeding four years, the State
paid out for the same purpose tho
sum of four hundred and fifty-nin- e

thousand seven hundred and forty-si- x

dollars and sixty-on- e cents, or
an average of 114,930 07 jht an-

num; and from the first of Jan-
uary, ln70, to the first of December,
1871 the time at which the lcae
to Cherry, O'Conner A Co. went in-

to effect the State paid on the
same account the sum of two hun-
dred and four thousand three hun-
dred dollars and twenty cents.

When the Penitentiary wns es-

tablished, Nashville was a viilagv
and its present location was in tho
country. Now it is almost in the
heart of n growing city, with no
room for enlargement now an ab
solute necessity.

The prison has no sewerage, no
ndequr.to hospital arrangement, it
Is in the way of the improvement
of the city of Nashville, nnd the ab-
sence of sewers makes it at certain
seasons of the yen r dangerous to tho
general health. In my mchsago t
the Thirty-nint- h General Assembly

urged iis removal. The reasons
for it aro more x)tent now, ami 1

earnestly repeat tho recommenda-
tion, and suggess itj removal to
some point below the city on the
north side of the river, where the
State can secure isolation and er- -
