that of 1878, when they stole the
Presidency. Now they are trying
to steal a majority in the House
preparatory to a second robbery of
the Presidency in ISSO. It is well
to understand these things before-
hand.

THEJIDUIAUVUIU.
One of the most important steps

in the progress of English liberty
was that taken in William the
Third's time, when the judges were
made for life independent of the
sovereign. In Elizabeth's time it
was a common practice for the
Queen to interpose with a royal
mandate during a trial, and in the.
reign of James the Second, immedi-
ately preceding that f William, the
infamous conduct of Chief Justice
Jeffreys in carrying out the will of
his sovereign in the courts against
all law had much to do with expell-
ing James from the throne and
placing William there. Jeffrey's
bloody assizes had made an indeli
ble impression on the people of
England, and as soon as the acces
sion of the house of Orange gave
them the opportunity of making
terms with the sovereign, they
made their very first condition that
the judges should become entirely
independent of the Crown by means
of two provisos. They were to be
appointed for life, being only re-

movable for malfeasance in office,
and then not by the flat of their
sovereign, but on trial by their
leers. The second proviso was that
their salary should be fixed and in-

variable, and especially incapable
of increase or diminution by any
gift from the Crown. Prior to this
the judges had leen maintained by
fees from suitors, a practice liable to
incalculable abuses, which were so
difficult to define or detect that to
this day it is a disputed point
whether the great Bacon was guilty
of bribery in certain cases or whether
he simply received the fees counten-
anced by universal practice. Now
in cases ot high treason, such as
were prosecuted in Jeffrey's bloody
assizes in the South west of England,
the Crown is a suitor for the prose-

cution, and it may be readily con-

ceived how a despotic and unpriiK
cipled sovereign like James the
Second could make the fees de-

pendent upon the subserviency of
the judge.

A really independent judicature
then could not exist until the judje
became irremovable and had his
pity fixed so that nothing could
aiter it, and this has been the law
of England since 1688. But why
state these things to our readers?
Certainly not for the purpose of
lecturing them on English history.
No! the evils guarded against by
the Ensrlish in 1088 are ' dangers
which always menace free govern-
ment wherever it" exists, and the
experience of our mother country
in combattingthemisathing which
it would be very unwise in us to
neglect.

We have no kiHgs, it is true, but
we have a sovereign, and a most
despotic one. In theory our sover
eign is the people, but theory and
practice are generally widely at
variance in such matters: our real
sovereign is Party, and his encroach-
ments on our free institutions are
daily becoming more and more
dangerous to them.' lie has long
had full iHJssession of our Legisla-
tures, Executive and Federal, and
he has of late invaded the judiciary.
Our experience in the electoral
troubles of 1S7G-7- 7 have demon-
strated that he ha" established his
will a Irresistible even on the Su-

preme Bench, the last refuge of our
judiciary independence.

Tho authors of our Constitution
were not blind to the necessity of
ample safeguards to judiciary inde
pendence, anil the method they
adopted for securing It from all cor-

rupting influences was in a measure
the same as that adopted in Eng-

land as above. Their rule was ap-

pointments for long terms or life,
with irremovable tenure except by
impeachment, and especially by the
provision that in no case shall a
judicial salary be increased or di-

minished during the tenure of an
existing incumbent. And in some
measure most of our State Govern-
ments have acted upon the same
general principle. A perilous ele-

ment of party motive was intro-
duced into the matter when judges
were made (as is now almost the
invariable rule) subject to popular
election. The events of our last
county elections were ominous to us
of the dangerous predominance of
party in judiciary matters, and our
worst anticipations were realized in
the judiciary bill now before the
General Assembly. The etfect of it
will be to vacate every judiciary
bench in Tennessee and to require
the election of new judges through-
out the State. The av owed purpose
of this is to diminish the number
and thereby the expense of the
judges. The occult purpose, which
is the real motive of tho bill, is to
evade the rule in the Constitution
that a judge's salary shall not be
changed during his tenure of office
by legislating them all out of office
ami creating new ones, a previom
act of this Legislature having largely
reduced judges' salaries; but still
further and more influential as a
motive was that of displacing the
present judiciary in order to place
in office men in accord with the low
tax repudiating faction now unhap-nil- v

predominant in the State. It

It lp not surprising that legislation
so unprecedented as that which has
been applied to the exigencies of
Memphis leads to litigation the
result of which the highest legal
acumen must fail to divine. It
will be remembered that by the act
of legislature the assets of the old
corporation were to be turned over
to tiie State authorities to be applied
by them to the expeases of the new
taxing district. Then comes the
mandate of Judge Baxter interdict-
ing the transfer, and apointing a
receiver in the interest of the city's
creditors. Nor does this end it. An
application for instructions from Mr.
J. W. Moores, back tax collector, to
Gov. Marks has elicited a tele-
graphic mandate from the Governor
that he will hold personally liable
anyone who shall turn over city
property to Judge Baxter's receiver.
It is now understood, we believe,
that Mr. Moores will pay over his
assets (which are said to amount to
$40,000) into Judge Baxter's court
under protest. Still further it is
now authoritatively stated that a
strong commission of business men
from Memphis is in Nashville urg-

ing a reversal "of the action by
which the charter was regaled.
This move includes the acceptance
of what is called the Flippin com-
promise of the city debt at fifty
cents on the dollar.

It would be futile for anyone not
a lawyer to conjecture the result of
all this litigation, and there are few
lawyers even who would be willing
to commit themselves to an un-

guarded opinion. We, of course,
venture upon none, having a salu-
tary appreciation of the uncertain-
ties of constitutional Lw.

Game L.uiv.
We wish to call especial attention to the

following copy of the amended game law
passed Feb. 14, 1879. On the strict obiorvancu
of the above law depends the very existence
of same In such parts ol Tenuessee a are in
any degree generally accessible ; and while
in a large measure the observance of it will
accord with the convictions of reaionable
men and so be voluntary, it ought to be
known that there is in thU county an asso-

ciation for the enforcement of it and the
other gum." laws of the State. Its members
are among the foremost men of the county
and they are bound by a mutual compact to
report and prosecute all cases of violation of
these laws that may come to their knowl-
edge
AN ACT for the protection of gime and

other birds in the county of Montgomery.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the General

of the st ate of Tennessee, that no
person shall hunt, kill or capture, in the
counties of Moulnom tj and Clie ithum,
from the first day of March to the nfieenth
day of October in each year, any song bird,
as the mocking bird, thrush, robin, or oriole,
nor any bin! that feeds on insects, as the
sparrow, catbird, bluebird or woodpecker,
nor any of t'le following g line birds, to wit :
the partridge or qu iil, grouse or pheasant,
or lark, nor from the ttrst day of Mxrch to
the tirst day of August any woodcock, dove
or wild turkey, nor from the first day of
May to the first day of Scptemlier any snipe,
plover or duck. Xo person shall at any
time destroy the nests ortjgijs of any of these
hints nor hold in ciptivity any of the a!Ore-s.ii- tl

game birds during the periods alove
m ntioued; Provided,' however, that any
person having in his possession alive any of
tne game birds aforesaid, and during the
periods-prohibited- shall not lie subject to
the penalties attached. If he shall have
mule oath at the time of acquiring posses-

sion of said birds, and before some officer
duly qualified that the said g .line birds have
been Iwiurht or are retained in captivity for
the purpose of being set free in the county
aforesaid.

Sec. 2. lie It further entcted, that the vio-
lation ot this act is hereby declared to be a
misdemeanor, and any person co tvieted
under it shall be punished in thesameman-ne- r

as for other misdemeanors, and in all
prosecutions under this act no prosecutor
shall be required.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, that all laws
or parts of laws in conflict with this act
be aud are hereby repealed, and tnis act
takeefT-c- t from and after its passage, the
public welfare requiring it.

THE BEGHnGOFTIIE ES D.

Congress is" now engaged in the
sort of work which always occupies
it towards the close of a session,
that of hurryioe through the appro-
priations, which ought to have been
the most thoroughly considered and
best matured portion of its work,
but which has been thrust aside till
the last moment ia favor of debates
and contests which have nothing
beyond a party interest. Such Is

the state of things under which the
people's money is voted away by
millions for schemes of no benefit
whatever to the nation, but squan-
dered in the interest of individuals
and communities which have the
advantage of the beat managed
lobby arrangements. The hurry in
which it is all necessarily transacted
precludeeven the most vigilantfrom j

detecting selfish interests and elimn
ating them from the national coun
seia, so that Jay Gould and John
Roach have fared betttr in the final
awards than the American people,
who are not represented in the
lobby. The Texaa Pacific Railway
has failed to secure the aid of the
nation, and the Brazil subsidy is
tarried. It U always when such a
termination to a session is com-
pleted that a feeling of relief per-
vades the nation and we gladly

-- anticipate the time when our repre-
sentatives at Washington return
from their labors to enjoy the tran-
quility of social and domestic inter-
course at home.

Senator Bailey and Col. House
have not taken a prominent position
in the debates of the last two!
months, and we honor them for
their silence. The factious wrang-ling- s

and bitter recriminations
which have formed the staple of
Congressional procedure during that
rime have furnished no fleid for the
statesmanlike abilities and high-ton- e

l eloquence of ourdistinguished
fellow-citizen- s, and they have done
well in leaving to men like Ed-
monds and Conk ling, Blaine and
Conger the brawling dec!amation
elicited by bills and resolutions
which have been introduced for the
express purposeof evolving sectional
irritation.

They have not been idle, however,
but have watched their opportunity,
and whenever the real interests of
the nation have been at stake have
held themselves ready for a word
and a vote in season. Even last
week Col. Bailey contrived to get a
word in against the Brazilian sub-
sidy. Our Senator has been from
the beginning an inflexible antag-
onist to this scheme, and in all
probability he would have been
successful but for a very subtle man-euv- re

of the favorers of the measure.
They managed to enlist the Louisi-
ana Senators in favor of the bill by
a proposal to run a line of steamers
from New Orleans as well as from
New York. The bait was too tempt
ing and the Ijouisiana vote struck
the balance. Col. Bailey's vigorous
protest will not the less be appreci-
ated though made in vain spite of
the able support of Senators Beck
and Bayard. Well, it will not ruin
the Cnited States, and were it not
for the principle it would not be
worth a serious lamentation, but
would even be remembered with

satisfaction as having given
occasion for the stern denunciation
of thesethree Senators, Bailey, Beck
find Bayard, the chor-e-n champions
.f Tenneseo, Kentucky and Dela-

ware.

A EV HDFI Hl.lfam plot.
Hy means of a shameless plot in

no degree less iniquitous than that
by which they stole the Presidency
in 18715, the Republicans areendeav-orin- g

An extra sssin becoms more
probable than hitherto as a result of
this imbroglio.

Another question on which they
will make a fight is this: The Son-at- e,

by a strict party vote, has
stricken out of the army bill the
clause which forbids the army being
used as a po.?. comittitu in election
disputes. The Democrats are unan-

imous for letting the army bill fall
entirely rather than allow this alter-

ation. It becomes evident from all
this that the Republicans hope, to
manage the next Presidential elec-

tion, as they did the last, by means
of the army, and as this implies
the control of the executive it proves
the reconciliation of the stalwarts
with the executive to bo well nigh
complete.

We regret that we did not
arrive soon enough for the first oration, that
of Mr. Rob nson Telle, but heard that of his
brother wi ;h great interest. The title of his
speech was. "The Deeds of Men Live After
Them," anil of course was occupied with
the responsibility imposed on men by the
fact that the consequences of their actions
cannot be controlled when once performed,
but that even the de ith of the actor does
not cut short the efftts of what he has
done. His delivery peculiarly interested us
as showing that high culture and education
has not eradicated some of the peculiarities
of his race.

him, as his race has b ?en long recognized as
peculiarly gifted with natural eloqu'-nce.- )

His voice is a true Indian voice; soft and
sweet as that of a woman, but capable of
great power when excited, and had the
further Indian quality of a monotony of
pitch arising from the absence of inflection.
