The establishment of a
NState Board is but a step in the
right direetion, and without the
active co-operation of the whole
wople of pur State their efforts will
'-1', in & great measore, futile,
ery one knows the jmportance of
preventive measures, We all re-
member that some towns, almost in
hearing of the shrieks of the dying,
by a strict quarantine and segson-
able sanitary measures, oscaped
completely. This exemption,
was thought, was doe to a determl-
nation, inexombly carried out on
the part of the citizens of those
towns. Howaver severe this may
work upon & few, ii is safety to the
nmany.

But it is to be hoped that by a
eo-operation of the local authorities
with the State Board of Health,
<hould the oecasion again arise,
much alarm and npeedless sacrifice
of life and property ean be prevent-
e, Argumeonts, however, on the
propriety of sanitary measures are
unnecessary, as the dearly bought

experience of last veaq ks convietion |

enongh, To gain the so-opértion
of u people scattered over a large
extent of territory, It IS absolutely

necessary to adopt a uniform sys- |

tem under which to operate. With-

out system nothing ean be done, |

With It spch measures can be car-
ried ont as will almost assure this
State against ancther invasion. In
order to enforce such regnlations as |
the State Board in its wisdem may
adopt, it is absolutely necessar
that each town in the Btate shall
establish 1 Board of Health, as aux- !
iliary to the State Board, and we
uow appeal to every city, town and
village in Tenunesseée to at once pro- |
ceed with the organizaticn of sach
Boards. They should be coustituted !
of firm, prudent and wise plysi-|
ecians, with one or more citizens,
They may have to take such getion
as will require the experience of ail
i hese qualities to the fullest extent.
They may be placed in such a con- |
dition as will tax to the utmost all
the best powers of the human heart
and brain., So assisted, the State |
Board would, indeed, feel that half |
itz labors werenlrendy accomplished. |
Without it, its efforts to secure
safety would fall to the ground,
We therefore appeal to you all, in
the name of ogr common humanity,
to at ones proesed to organize.
When organized, they are requested
to communicate at onee with this
loard, that its aid may at any time
be invoked, if found necessary.
