Nothing short of such an emer-
gency would, as we think, have
justified the association of the rejeal
of such laws with an appropriation
bill; that emergency did dictate
that mode of action, it ought to en-

force persistence in it.
Was the emergency, then, such as

we have described it? Do the laws
whose repeal is sought confer on the
Federal Executive the dangerous
jHiwers we have described ? Unless
the denunciations of the Democratic
press and speakers during the last
four months have been mere empty
vaporing; unless the revelations of
the Wallace Committee have been
pure fiction, these laws not only
convey such powers, but the mode
in which they have been adminis-
tered has gone far already towards
realizing that purpose. They have
already, we firmly believe, given
Republican majorities in the cities
of New York and Philadelphia,
where those majorities would have
lieen Democratic, and we shall give
an instance at the close of this paper
to show how easily they can make
wholesale reductions in a Demo-

cratic vote ; but let us examine the
laws themselves. The Chief Super-
visors are appointed by the Federal
Courts, and they appoint the Assist-
ant Supervisors and Deputy Mar-

shals who are to assist them in their
functions. The cases arising out of
their action are to be tried in the
Federal District Courts before a jury
(round by the old iron-cla- d oath
which in the South excludes all but
one party from these juries. Here,
then, is a partisan apparatus
throughout. Election cases are
brought Into courts, the judges of
which are appointed by the Presi-
dent by officers appointed by those
courts. They are brought before a
partisan judge and tried by him be-

fore a partisan jury, and the party

tachment. Had the two been at
first offered separately it could only
have been said that Congress had
not thought it expedient to assert
its money power in behalf of its leg-

islation ; but the two having been
sent up to the White House united,
and then after the veto a separation
having been allowed, Congress pre-

sents the appearance of first putting
forth its money power and then
formally abdicating it. In the one
case the power would have been
simply reserved ; in the other it
seems to be finally renounced. There
is no meaning in the association of
the appropriation and correspond-
ing legislation unless it had been
intended to maintain them insep-

arable.
Our contemporary (in differing

from whom we do so with profound
respect) says we have a tine position
to go with to the election in 1880,
and bo we have, but we have left it
in the power of the Federal Execu-
tive to stifle the voice of the people
at that election by the united efforts
of its office-holder- s, its Supervisors
and Marshals, and, as a last resort,
of its soldiers.
