Saw Him.

The widow of "Stonewall" Jack-
son says that no man has been more
misunderstood than her husband.
"He is represented," she asserts, "as
having been stern, inexorable and
hard-hearte- d. He was just the op-
posite. He was as demonstrative,
as affectionate and yielding as a
woman. At home he was tender,
playing and loving. His whole life
hung t.round his home. He had no
ambition no love of power no
thought of place or pomp. His hor-
ror of bloodshed was instinctive and
powerful. He served his country
from a sense of duty.. He was pas-
sionately devoted to children. Our
first child died and my daughter
was born only a few weeks before
his death. lie never took a day's
furlough during the war ; not even
to come to see his child. Just before
the battle of Chancellorsville I took
the little baby and went to see him.
You should have seen what rapture
he went into over that little girl's
cradle. I have seen him kneel by
her cradle for hours at a time, just
gazing into her sleeping face." It
suggested that the letters to her
during the war would give many
interesting points. "Oh, no," she
said, a charming blush stealing over
her face, while soft remembrances
put in a new light in her expressive
eyes, "they were all real love-letter- s.

He had little room for anything
else in his letters horr.e. And then
he was a very prud?nt man and
never talked of his plans to anyone."

The sen-
ate committee, of which I have the
honor to be chairman, reported and
I Hissed a general quarantine bill in

' the senate in February, it went to
the house, where Colonel Young,

, leing chairman of the house com-
mittee, under the positive instruc-
tion of his committee,- - offered the

'. bill framed by the house committee
as a substitute for the senate bill.
The bill fiiled to pass the house;
but not for want of zeal and earn-
estness oi the part of Colonel Young
or the Tennessee delegation. On
the fonrth of March the house
passed a bill creating the national
board of health, with power to in-

vestigate, and to advise 8tate and
United States officers in sanitary
matters, and appropriating fifty
thousand dollars for the purpose.

; This was the only bill that came
i from the house on the subject the

only house bill that I have had an
opportunity "to defeat to make a
little capital.' It came to the sen-
ate within the last forty-fiv- e min-
utes of the session, and so far from
defeating, I had it taken up and
passed ; pressed it forward and fol-

lowed it up to its final approval by
the President before the adjourn-
ment, and the national board of
health is now organized and active-
ly engaged in the erformance of

, its important duties. At the pres-
ent extra session I introduced in
the Senate, and afterward reported
from the committee on epidemic
diseases a bill authorizing the secre-
tary of the treasury to contract for
the construction or purchase of a
steam vessel and refrigerating ma-
chinery to be used in the disinfec
tion of vessels engaged in commerce
and their cargoes, appropriating
two hundred thousand dollars for
the purpose. It passed the senate
and the house and is now the law of

. the land. Subsequently 1 reported
a bill from the same committee
establishing a general and thorough
quarantine system, untltrT the au-
thority of the United States, to be
enforced by the national board of
health, with full power to prevent,
so far as quarantine can prevent,
the importation of contagion into
the United States from foreign
countries or into one State from
another. The record shows the
earnestness of the effort made to
pass it, but on the fifth instant it
was, by a vote of the Senate, and
against my earnest protest, recom-
mitted to the committee, but four
Republicans in the Senate voting
with me against recommittal Cam-
eron, of Pennsylvania; Plumb, of
Kansas; Bruce, of Mississippi, and
Kellogg, of louisiana. On the
ninth instant I reported it back to
the senate modified, but still in such
form as will accomplish tho main
object, and 1 hope and believe that
it will very soon become a law.
These are 'briefly the facts, and I
give them in order that the people,
who are so deeply interested in the
matter, may not be deceived by the
resolutions of, or speeches made in,
the chamber of commerce. Believ-
ing, as I do, that there was no dis-prisiti-

on the part of the chamber
of commerce to do injustice to meor
the delegation in congress, I am
satisfied that if it had taken the
trouble to inform itself fully and
accurately as to the facts, the reso-
lutions of censure would not have
been adopted and sent bruleast to
all chambers throughout the south.
Rut 1 can letter afford to be indif-
ferent to an unjust censure than I
could to censure others unjustly,
and therefore shall follow my own
convictions of duty, without regard
to criticism or commendation given
in the absence of full knowledge of
the facts of the case.
