THE GRADUATES.

The graduating exercises proper were the
bKslness of Tuesday morning. There were
other interesting transactions, but the main
interest centered upon the essays read by
the fair graduates, which we now proceed to
detail:

Miss Fannie Hester being second in merit
among the graduates, delivered the saluta
tory. Apart from the formal address of
welcome to the audience, the special title of
her address was

"CONSOLATION."
Weconfess to having anticipated something
of the loerymose order as the out-com- e of
such a title, but were agreeably surprised
by hearing a gay Jen tVeaprii, offering con-
solation to those who in all classes of society
were afflicted with the consequences of their
own follies : First, was consolation to boys

meaning those half-fledge- d gallants who
exhibit their sprouting moustaches, and
their demonstrations of puppy love so in
dustrlously around the palisade of the Fe-
male Academy. These were admitted to be
legitimate objects of feminine compassion,
in view of the severe snnbblngs which they
so frequently encounter as a consequence of
their own -- astounding self-conce-it. Their
consolation was that they might bide their
time, and in due course gain that recogni-
tion as men which they are at present rath-
er prematurely claiming. The consolation
for defeated candidates consisted in the re-

lant railings. Consolation to old maids and
oid bachelors : Here the young lady's wit
was specially trenchant, especially on the
latter class of unfortunates ; the consolation
for both was the possibility of a nnion
among themselves.

Miss Mattie Hay:
"RETROSPECTION."

Contending that the past was irremediable,
and that useless repinlngs over it was fruit
less, the essayist urged that the preseutjis
our own, and that the true and worthy oc
cupation or lire is to employ that lu such a
way as to secure happy topics of Retrospec
tlon in the future : especially was this pre
cept enjoined on the young, the favorite
theme of whose imaginings is the future.
Retrospection was spoken of as the more
congenial habit of old age, and against that
period they were urged to collect material
for happy retrospection.

Miss Moggie Plummer selected the nur
sery rhyme of

JACK AND GILL
for burlesque treatment. With a comic air
of mock solemnity she made a show of seek
ing the origins of the legend in prehistoric
times, and then addressed herself to the
task of giving a romantic and sensational
version of the assent of the hill, the drawing
of the water, and the tragical fall which
followed. This essay was a capital specimen
of grave, dry humor, and was well received
by a highly amused audience.

Miss Isabella Elder:
"DISCORD."

The lady flrst.stated her theme mythologi-call- y

by speaking of the action of the god-
dess, Discord, at the banquet of the gods,
stirring up enmity among the ladies of the
Olympian court by the offer of the Golden
Apple to the fairest, whence the Judgment
of Paris, the abduction of Helleu, and all
the vicissitudes of 'the tale of Troy divine."
By a sudden transition she then addressed
herself to the causes of discord in modern
life, which she defined to be selfishness, and
alove all, scandal to the Erls of the present
day. With a passing allusion to discord in
political life, with the baleful train of evils
originating in party rancor, she closed an
excellent and well elaborated discourse.

Miss Rebecca E! Malone gave a poetical
form to her contribution, which was enti
tled,

"WHEN MY SHIP COMES IN."
She described the many cherished scenes
which awaited their fulfillment in the
hopes and anticipations of various people,
and which they hope to see accomplished
'when their ship comes home,' bnt in each
case lamented that the ship was freighted
with a different cargo from that which was
desired. One ship, however, she spoke of.
whose arrival never disappoint those who
in faith and patience await for it the ship
of Zlon freighted with the Joys of Chris-
tian consummation, and commanded by
the Lord of Life Its lawful owner. This
was a very creditable contribution for a
youthful graduate.

Miss Carrie Bruce valedictorian
"WILI. IT PAY ?"

The moral of this piece was identified with
that of the last, though the treatment was
quite different. Shestarted with the princi
ple that no scheme of life should be underta-
ken without first putting the two questions :

Is it practicable T" and "Is it worth the
time and labor of pursuit if 'attained T" She
enumerated various objects of pursuit that
men have arrived at, and who, though suc
cessful derived neither happiness from
their their pursuit; the grasping after
power by the ambitious man, and of wealth
by the miser. With these she contrasted
the labor of mental culture, whose object is
the possession of a clear and vigorous intel-
lect and "a conscience deciding rightly n
questions of right and wrong. Especially
were the alms at this goal free from the dan
ger of disappointment when the mental
training included the culture of the spirit-
ual faculties on the of the Chris,
tlan faith j and this led her to the proper
object of a valedictory speech, a sympathet- -
c recognition of the training which she and

her comrades had just completed at te
Academy. Th customary farewell words
to teachers, fellow-graduate- s, and school-fe- N

lows who had not yet completed their
course, wound up a series of addresses cer-
tainly far above the average of such compo
sitions.

The next thing In order was the presenta
tion of prizes, but as the calisthenic exerci-
ses hitd one of the prizes assigned them,
though they came on after the other prizes
were assigned, we will dispone cf them first:

Our market this week was very active at
rather higher prices, with offerings of be
tween 000 and 700 hogsheads. The quality
of the breaks was only medium, though
there were a few hogsheads of good to fine
leafwhlchbroughtfromSlOOOtoSUSO. The
general order of the breaks was better. We
have had showers, with heavy rain fall in
places, which have given plantings where
they fell, but the crop lacks a good deal of
being pitched yet, no doubt. The Italian
contract for 12,000 hogsheads tobacco was
adjudicated on the 9th, and awarded to
Messrs. Verheyden & Co., of Brussels. The
French contract of 7,000 hogsheads was
awarded on the loth to Messrs. Huffer A Co.,
of Paris. Both contracts are reported to
have been taken at extremely low prices.

The occasion of this meeting was a bill
which has been filed in Chancery against
the Clarksville Water Works Company, and
the City of Clarksville, and the question
was, whether not the City Council should
appear in court by its attorney as a party in
the suit.

After the meeting had been called to order
by the Mayor, the bill In question was read
by the City Attorney.

The main specifications of the bill were,
that the ordinance (contract on which the
existence of the Water Works Company de-

pends) was no ordinance, because its valid-
ity as such was made dependent upon the
Acceptance of one of the defendants, Trov-
ers Daniel, who was not a citizen of Clarks-
ville ; and more, because, as it stipulated for
the raising a tax which was beyond the
chartered privileges of the Board to levy ;
that contract, as a contract, was also void
and extra rire being beyond the authority
of said city Council to make ; that it in
flicts an illegal grievance on the complain
ants, who are tax-paye- rs of Clarksville. for
the benefit of parties who are not citizens
of the State, the Water Works Company
having been formed in violation of the Con-
stitution of the State of Tennessee, fcc, &c.

After some discussion it was unanimously
agreed that the City Council should appear
in court as a defendant in the matter by Its
law-office- r, the City Attorney, and the
meeting adjourned.

It will be noticed that the allegations all
involve points of law which can only be
settled by legal controversy In the courts of
the State. This precludes us from giving an
opinion in the matter while the case is tub
Judice.

Criminal court has been in session here

The case of John H. Merkel, who is con
fined in Jail here charged with the murder
of Emma Draudt, of Louisville, Ky., is set
for trial next Monday. This will be one of
the most interesting criminal trials that has
occurred here for years. There Is a large ar
ray of counsel on both sides; Messrs. Quarles,
Daniel, Goodpasture, Rhodes and Bernard,
(the lost named gentleman a lawyer of Lou
isvllle, Ky.) for the defense. The State will
be ably represented by Attorney General
Burney, General Johnson and
Clay Stacker, Esq.

The grand jury was in session last Tues
day and Wednesday. We understand they
worked very industriously, and found a
good many indictments. Violators of the
law had better feel uneasy.

Judge Tyler has adopted a new plan in re
gard to the summoning of Jurors in this
court. The Sheriff is now required to sum
mon all his panel from the same district for
each different day. This arrangement has
this good effect, that parties who are sum
moned know that they are expected and
must come, and so make their arrange
ments accordingly, and those who have not
been summoned as jurors, but put off their
intended visit to town on business, Just be
cause they fear they may be snatched up
and put into the Jury box, may now come
with impunity.

THE BACCALAUREATE SEKMOX.
The exercises of the commencement week

began on Buaday with the Baccalaureate
sermon, preached by the Rev. J. B. Cottrell,
D. D., of Russellvilie, Ky. Tills gentlemen
has preached before in Clarksville, and is
well known for the genial familiarity with
which he addresses his hearers on the mo
mentous themes of religion, speaking as
friend to friend with, none of the formal
diction considered by some as essential to
the dignity of the pulpit. His text was
taken from the fourth chapter of St. John's
Gospel at verse 13 and 14 :

Jesus answered and said nnto her, Whoso
ever drinketh of this water shall thirst
sua! n ; but, w hosoe ver d ri n ket h of the water
that I shall give him, shall never thirst; but
the water that I shall give bin. shall be in
him a wel of water springing up into ever
lasting me.

The whole interview of the Samaritan
woman with the Messiah a'- - the well was
made the subject of the sermon, and the
mal i point which the preacher made of it
was the human character of the Savior's
teaching. He showed that what touched
the heart of this woman was not the discus
sion if the comparative claims of worship
on Mount Moriah or Mount Gerizin ; it was
not the anticipation of Messiah's coming
looked for by both systems of worship, but
it was when with a prophet's Insight the
Savior unveiled lefore her startled con
science the shameful secrets of her former
life, that her conscience was smitten and
her soul shaken, and that, when in the ex-
citement of her conversion she spread the
news of Messiah's arrival, she called on men
to come and hear him, not because he had
preached a religion higher than that sol-

emnized on either mouatain, but she was
full of its personal application to herself,
and said, "Come and see a man which told
me all things that ever I did ; this is the
Christ.'' From this incident the preacher
took occasion to strike the keynote of his
discourse, and described the Gospel as a
thing addressed to men as sentient and
moral beings, as beings who can hope and
fear, love and hate, whose convictions may
be controlled by reason, and whose impul
ses dominated by conscience. It is not, he
said, a mechanical force acting on inor-
ganic matter, but the appeal of a righteous
and loving being to beings who can appre-
ciate the right, and open their hearts to the
overmastering influences of divine confes-
sion, a religion of love towards men of love.
The rest of the discourse was on eloquent
commentary cion this theme, closing with
a happy application to the present occasion.
He spoke of the precious opportunity of the
conscientious teacher for impressing Chris-

tian sentiments upon yonng people who
are, by age and sex, peculiarly alive to all
affectionate appeals; recognizing such a
teacher in the worthy Principal of our
Clarksville Academy, he earnestly urged
upou them that they should carry out with
them into the wide world, ou which they
were now entering, the principles of love
and purity here inculcated upon them.

THE AUXX.E UtETISO.
Monday morning was the reunion of the

Alumna?. The opening address was written
by Miss Sallle Kennedy, but, in conse
quence of her marriage and removal from
Clarksville, was read by Miss Susan Dortcb.
The leading idea iu this composition was
the principle that life implies growth, and
that the cessation of growth is death. Ap-
plying this principle to the spiritual as well
ns the bodily constitution of the human
race, the essayist aflectiouately put to the
Alumna; whom she welcomed, the qnestlon:
Have they been growing in the healthful,
Intellectual and spiritual life whose rudi
ments had been implanted by the teachings
of the institution to whose walls they had
then repaired to indulge in reminiscences
of their under-gradua- te days? The lan-
guage of this appeal was graceful-an- affec-
tionate, and was enunciated with good tasto
and feeling by the young lady who road It ;

In short, was highly creditable to both au-

thor and reader.
Miss Jennie Mattill's poem was, unfortu

nately, Inaudible to us in a great measure.
We hope for the privilege of perusing it.
From what we heard of It, we understood
the young lady tc disclaim the pretention of
being a poetess born ; avowing, ou the con-
trary, that she was a poetess made and
made to order. She told us that she had by
nature none of the ioetic elements in her
constitution, and that If there was any mer
it in the present composition, it was due to
hard labor undertaken in obedience to
the young ladles who had conferred upon
her the honor of appointing her the Laure-
ate of the Alumnie. All of which is very
well In the way of graceful
but (admitting our very imperfect acquain
tance with the composition In question) we
happen that Miss M. is gifted with
a fund of genius which, like the electric coil.
Imparts to everything which it embraces, a
magnetic, attraction irresistible by old or
onng. We will take her word for anything

except the denial of her own merits; but,

He commenced with the
beauties of Nature, in describing which he
closed his eloquent effusion with a quota-
tion from Milton's exquisite picture of In-
cense breathing Morn, which passage he
read with a finely discriiulmUing elocution.
Thau he desoauted on Jutellectual beauty.
passing before his audience in illustration
of It the whole history of art, ancient as
well as modern, and this brought him to the
beauty of Humanity, Physical, IntbilepUjal
and Moral, nil culminating in that highest
embodiment of Bewtrtlf known on earth,
the beautiful woman, and this led him, by
a natural transition, to the topic suggested
by the occasion which elicited the address,
the topic, namely, of femule education! it
led him to Insist upon the demand for that
moral and Intellectual culture, whereby the
charms which she Inherits as the privilege
of her sex are supplemented by meutul ac-

complishments and spiritual graces which
make the female soul an antetype of the
exquisite frame which encloses it.

That Is the best we can do toward present-
ing a general alwtract of Mr. McFarland's
speech. It gives no conception whatever of
the beauty of its language or the grace of its
delivery, which must reiualn a closed lioott
to those who failed to hear It, for iw aes
cilptiou can give a conception of it.

THE CONCERT.

Tlio juusleul performance of Monday
night comprised some well selected and
well executed pieces, and we will say, gene-
rally, that the scholars evince careful and
scientific training.

deed, rendered the performance of some
pieces Impossible. Again, Miss Postons, his
prima donna, had Just recovered from a se-

vere sickness, and, though her singing wis,
as always, delightful, a loss of power and
euergy was quite manifest. The numerous
changes of programme, also, which several
circumstances made necessary, had thrown
things a little out of gear. Spite of all these
things we had some good music well per-

formed, the palm being due to Miss I'estcn's
"Songof Ikme." MissDurdeu'ssong, "Baby
Miue," gave Indication of great promise,
both as regards voice and method.

This entertainment was varied by the
of some readings humorous and

pathetic; both eylmW great powers of ex-

pression, but we question the expediency of
cultivating so theatrical a style fur youns
girls. A quieter style, with just einphasts
and careful articulation, would not perhai
be so amusing at public entertainment,
but it would be more profitable to the pupil.
