To Henry L. Clinton, Esq., Chairman Tammany Hall General Committee.

Sir: The course of the representatives of
Tammany tiau at tne recent Htate conven-
tion is in effect a declaration that it is the
right of the minority to govern the major-
ity, aud that upon the first sign of a refusal
by the majority tosubmit to minority rule,
the smaller number are justified in adopting
measures which cas only result in common
ruin.

A more odious principle cannot be con
ceived of. Its adoption would destroy not
only the Democratic party but all civil gov
ernment.

Nowhere has the principle of majority rule
leeu more sternly enforced than in Tam-
many Hall. Witness its denunciation of
the rule of the minority illustrated In respect
to the office of President ; the frequent asser-
tions in State conventions of its claim to
represent the majority of the Democratic
voters of this city and consequently to be
regarded as the only regular . Democratic
organization ; and ttW"disoipliuing" process
to which it has from time to time subjected
members for departures from the will of the
majority.

It is plain that during the coming cam-
paign in this State all the energies of the
Tammany Hall organization are to be de-
voted to seeui ing the election of the Repub-
lican candidate for the office of Governor.

SEW YOHK POLITICS.

Tammany at Last Defied.
Recent events in New York have

cleared up some of the mysteries.
that have made the politics of that
State an incomprehensible mystery
for many years. . The nondescript
organizanization which ha for so
long been known as the Tammany
Club has again attempted to dictate
its own sweet will as the ruling
principle of the Democracy of the
State, has been defied and thwarted
by the united Democracy and has
now declared against the party
nominee, with the avowed purpose
of electing the Republican candidate
for Governor in that State.

What does it all mean ? What is
Tammany? These are questions
everybody is asking, and we will
try to answer them, the last ques-
tion first.

Tammany is professedly an or-

ganization for the purpose of for-

warding the interests of the Demo-
cratic party, which it undertakes to
do chiefly through its influence with
the Irish population of New York
City. Actually it is nothing of the
kind. It is a conspiracy for getting
all the patronage of the State and
city government into the hands of a
few men, who, for their own profit,
create new offices and increase the
city expenditure to the utmost ex
tent for the purpose of making that
patronage more valuable. It secures
the services of its adherents by giv
ing: them offices and contracts if
they are rich, by giving them work
if they are poor, and to make plenty
of employment it is forever urging
on all sorts of public works, the
labor of which is paid for at extrav-
agant rates, as little as possible be-

ing done for the money, so that the
number of employes may be the
greater. Tammany, though it has
for the most part acted with the
Democratic party, has not really
any political principles at all, and
has more than once formed allian
ces with the Radical leaders on the
terms of sharing the public plunder
when the better part of the IJeino-crati- c

party lifted its hand in earn
est against the gigantic system ot
fraud which was based on Tam
many methods. This is the case at
this time. Mr. John Kelly, the
present ruler of Tammany, is a can
didate against Gov. Robinson, the
nominee of the Democratic party.
He avows his knowledge that he
cannot get elected himself, and
states that his candidacy is adopted
for the express purpose of beating
Gov. Robinson, which means the
election of Cornell, the Republican
candidate.

The same thing took place during
the Tweed frauds, which were ren-

dered possible by a coalition between
certain Democratic and Republican
politicians for the purpose of public
plunder. It was defeated by the
resolute action of the Democratic
party under Mr. Tilden, aided by a
few of the more respectable of the
Republicans. Political principles
are only a pretext wan me lam- -

many people; its real purpose is
public plunder.

The immediate causes of the pres
ent emergency are nearly as follows:
Gov. Robinson was elected by the
united Democracy of the State, but
was not a favorite with Tammany,
though voted for by that club when
nominated. He had some reform-
ing tendencies peculiarly obnoxious
o the club. He wanted to cut

down largely the number of offices,
which is enormous, to diminish sal
aries, some 01 wnicn arc excessive,
and to reduce generally the expend
iture in the city and elsewhere,
which is extravagant beyond con-

ception; but all this tended to
deplete the sources of Tammany's
subsistence, for which and by which
Tammany lives and moves and has
its being. No wonder Tammany
does not love Lucius Robinson. But
the Governor gave special offence to
the club by removing sonic office-

holders who had been appointed
through the influence of Tammany
in the person of its director and
proprietor, John Kelly. The Tam-
many influence appoints to many
omees, ana those who are so ap--

lKJinted are considered responsible
for their official conduct, not to the
ostensible officers of the State, but
to John Kelly. Moreover, official
conduct means working for Tarn- -

j

many. Gov. Robinson refused to
recognizetheseprinciplesand turned j

out the incompetent men. Here
upon Tammany, which is John
Kelly, and John Kelly, who is
Tammany, swore a great oath that
Lucius Robinson should never more
hold office in the State or city of
New York ; but the great body of
the Democracy were hugely pleased
with their Governor for this very
act. The very thing they wanted

TKE STEWART'S ENGLISH OPERA
TROUPE. .

At last Clarksville is again In pos-

session of a public hall, in which her
Ieople can enjoy any musical or
dramatic enterainment that may
coine along. Though the scenery
and stage arrangements are yet far
from complete, Mr. Elder yielded
to the earnest desire of the people
so far as to accord an engagement
for two nights to the Stewart Eng-
lish Opera Company, under the
management of Mr. Julius Scott.
It was a happy arrangement, as it
gratified at once our people's love
for good music and good acting.

The first piece presented was the
Bells of Corneville, one of the
brightest and gayest specimens of
the modern French comic opera,
and distinguished from most works
of that class by being wholly unob
jectionable in a moral point of view.
It is a work abounding in both sen
timent and humor, and the music,
without any pretensions to profound
harmony or the scientific intricacy
aimed at in modern scores, abounds
in melody admirably expressing
the sentiments of the piece. The
leading roles were sustained by
Miss Esther Butler, prima donna;
Miss Blanche Adams, second so-

prano ; Mr. E. II. Dexter, tenor ;

Mr. W. Luard, barytone ; and
Messrs. E. M. Night and Louis
Nathal, basso.

Miss Butler has a peculiarly sweet
and sympathetic voice of good com-

pass and great flexibility; its inton-

ation is perfect. She probably could
not sing out of time if she were to
try. Her singing took our people
captive from the first, and. gained
favour with them to the last. Mr
Dexter, the tenor, has a voice such
as is very rarely to be met with out-
side of the great metropolitan opera
companies ; for compass, for timbre,
for the perfect facility and accuracy
with which it executes the most
trying passages, we have not heard
its equal in Clarksville. Not on the
same level with these, but excellent
in their lines, were the barytone
and basses. Mons. Louis Nathal
showed himself an actor of consid-
erable ability as well as an accomp
lished vocalist, some huskiness in
his voice probably being due to
temporary causes. Mr. E. M
Knight, the buffo of the troupe, also
contributed largely to the ensemble
by his singing and acting.

On Tuesday night the English
comic opera, II. M. S. Pinafore, was
produced for the first time in Clarks
ville. This joint production of the
best living English composer and
one of the most popular English
dramatists of the day (Messrs,
Arthur Sullivan and W. S. Gilbert)
has been the most successful Eng
lish ojera produced since the day
when the Beggar's Opera made Gay
rich and Rich gay. That opera
was performed more than 150 years
ago, and was a literary rather than
a musical work, the songs in it be-

ing sung to old ballad tunes; the
present is a very different affair
every note in the music was com-
posed with direct reference to the
words for which it was written. In
deed, the perfect adaptation of
music to words is a merit whic h, in
our estimation, Sullivan possesses
over all other English comjiosers
since Purcell. He makes this facul-
ty contribute to the humor as well
as to the sentiment of the piece, the
dialogue in recitation being some-
times made irresistable comic by
this very means. But beyond this
there is a very rich vein of melody
running through the w hole work,
and the singers were completely at
home, nay, their voices revelled in
the strains assigned to them. The
singing of Miss Butler and Mr. Dex-
ter was a complete ovation through-
out, the favorite pieces being the
tenor air,"The Nightingale sighed,"
the duett, "Refrain audacious tar,"
and, beyond all, Miss Butler's
scena, "The hours creep on apace."
The principal air in this scena, in-

cluding an elaborate cadenza, was
encored beyond mercy, the lady be-

ing compelled to repeat it three
times. Mr. Knight was also highly
popular in Dick Deadeye, his dry
humor contributing as much as his
singing to the success of the piece.

MEMPHIS RELIEF CONCERT.

Once open, the people of Clarks-vi- ll

are not disposed to let their hall
remain idle. The opera company
occupied it on Monday and Tues-
day, and then on Wednesday night
a Musical and Military entertain-
ment was given there for the pur-
pose of aiding the relief fund for
Memphis. It is wonderful how
quickly our people can get up an
affair of this sort, when induced by
an adequate motive, and they
never had a better motive. Capt.
Crusman, who is by appoint-
ment the ppecial commissioner for
raising funds in Clarksville, inti-

mated to some of our amateurs that
a pressing need existed for immedi-
ate aid, and in three days they
were ready. Prof. Meininger, al-

ways public spirited, cheerfully un-

dertook the accompaniments, and
the Chickasaw Guards and Bluff
City Grays proffered their valuable
aid, and the entertainment was as
attractive as if months had leen
consumed in preparations.

We will not make separate men-

tion of our own amateus, whose
talents have often been recognized
in this paper, but will mention the
artistic singing of M rs. Lamb of
Memphis, which was vociferously
appreciated by the audience, so
much so that she had to supplement
her first piece by adding to it Balfe's
jMipular air, "I dreamt I dwelt in
marble halis." Messrs. Peters and
Steel, of the Chickasaw Guards, and
Mr. Griffin, of the Bluff City Grays,
also gave us some excellent singing,
and the drill of Ixtth companies on
the stage was wonderful for its
rapidity and precision. The silent
manual by the Bluffs, in which the
whole manual exercise was run
through without word of command j

or music to keep them together,
was like chx'k-wor- k, every motion
being executed with a promptitude
and ensemble that gave the idea of
the whole company constituting a
single piece of jierfect mechanism.
E'jual in interest with this, was the
bayonet drill of the Cickasaws,
wherein the soldiers carried their
muskets through all the mysteries
of thrust and parry in carte and
tierce with as much ease and
promptitude as that with which a

We trust
that the words of warning so faith-
fully delivered will be heeded by
the large number of young gentle
men present, and that the seed sown
