Frequent applications being made
to the Board of Health and Super-
intendent of Quarantine by absen-
tees from here to return, we deem
it best to make this public announce-
ment, that though the number of
new cases of yellow fever and deaths
are small and perceptibly on the de-

cline, it woultl not be safe for those
who have not vet had the disease to
return yet. The comparatively
small number of new cases and
deaths is due to the fact that there
are so few unacclimated people here.
Those who have had the fever, and
wish to return, will be permitted to
do so, and will be furnished a cer-

tificate to that effect on application
to the Superintendent of Quaran-
tine. None others will be permitted
to enter Memphis before it is off-
icially announced by the Board of
Health that it is thought there is no
longer danger from the infection,
which will be done at the earliest
passible day.
