The Play-Ground Question.
We have noticed in the columns

m.mm_ ‘which we are gla
to see there, as it gives usthe oppor-
tunity of discussing a matter which
has already been a- gnod deal can-
vassed, and which it is desirable to
lay before the publie’in every point
of view.

It i< stated as a grievance that the
children on arrival at the pablie
schouls are not allowed fo enter at
onee the school-room or the play-.
ground, but are detained at the gate
until a certain hour and then ad-
mitted. It is complained that this
detention of them in lnrge numbers
in the publie streets is an inconven-
fence and obstacle to passengers and
is liable to become a source of de-
moralization to the scholars, and
moreover that the arrangement is
unnecessary and entirely inexcus-
able, as the play-ground is there
purchased with public money for
that express purpose and is useless
unless it is always aceessible to the
children.

We have been careful to state the
objection folly because we deemn it
eminently desirable that it should
be understood from all points of
view. We now proceed to give the
reasons why, from our point of
view, the present arrmangement
seems necessary and the dispensing
with it would be a most objection-
able proceeding.

The number of scholars who are
now taught in the Howell bnilding
is largely over three hundred, the
sexes being nearly equally divided.
Does anyone think it would be de-
sirable or even safe to assemble that
number of young people of ages
varying from six to twenty in one
confined spot for a long period every
day without authoritative super-
vision? Take the boys alone. Ev-
erybody knows who has observed
them that even twenty boys of
various ages cannot remain long
together without getting nup a fight
among them, and when you raise
the number to # handred and fifty,
what would that amount to but a
perfect bedlam. No parent whose
judgment is sound would be willing
for his son, especially if quite young,
to be insuch a erowd. And when
to these hundred and fifty boys are
added an equal number of the other
sex, it is needless to suggest that
the ohfeetions are all aggravated in
a large degree.

The whole matter now under eon-
sideration wiil shortly come before
the School Boeard, and without
anticipating what may be its action
in the matter, ifany, we think we
may safely say that no arrange-
ments imposing on the teachers
heavier burdens than they at pres-
ent bear will be adopted.
