Brown, for the last four years the
able and successful minister of the
Methodist Church in this city, is
assigned to the church next 1n im
portance, in Elm street. The high
est aspiration we can express for
him is that his ministrations there
may be as acceptable and as success
ful as they have been here. Tulip
Street Church, Edgefield, is filled
by the Rev. J. M. Wright, favora
Diy Known here for some years as
the President of the Female Acad
emy in this place. Dr. A. P. Mc--
Ferrin goes to the Hermitage and
Dr. J. P. McFerrin to Murlreesboro;
the Rev. W. Burr, once Presiding
Elder of this district, goes to Frank- -
lin, and the Rev. T. J. Duncan,once
a welcome contributor to these col-

umns, to Columbia. We hope to
hear from him again.

Clarksville has been entrusted to
the pastoral care of the Rev. J. D.
Barbee, who was for some time the
acceptable pastor of the Methodist
cnurcn at Murfreesboro, but more
recently Presiding Elder of the
Columbia District. We hear golden
opinions of his ability as a preacher,
his zeal as a Christian minister and
his success in extending the influ
ence of the Church wherever he has
hitherto been assigned to duty.
Clarksville will extend to him a
hearty welcome, not forgetting the
parting admonition of their late
beloved pastor, that whatever re
gard they may entertain lor him
will be best manifested by the earn
estness with which they
with his successor in the labor of
Christian love.

Ileal Estate.
The sale of the Weill estate came

of last Tuesday. This property is
better known as formerly belonging
to Judge Shackleford. The house
was built by Mr. John Adams, of
whom it was purchased by Mrs.
Stacker, who lived in it for some
years before the war. We are una
ble to say when Judge Shackleford
purchased it, but he was residing
in it at the close of the war. Some
two or three years after that, the
Judge removed from Clarksville,
and sold his property to Mr. A.
Weill, who made many horticult
ural improvements on it. He laid
out extensive flower and vegetable
gardens, planted the lawns with
evergreens and laid them down
with grass.eonstrneted a large green-
house and made considerable im-

provements in the house and stable.
We are informed that he paid
$11,000 for the property and must
have spent fully more on it
since the purchase. The property
was first put up in five lots (it had
been advertised in ten, but some of
these were united at the sale). The
lot containing the house and green
house was knocked down to Mr.
Jo. Johnson for $3,200 ; the same
gentleman bid off the other four
lots at $o0f, $300, $350 and $3.3")

respectively, thus amounting to an
aggregate of $;3,010. The property
was now put up as a w hole. Only
two bids were made for it, one by
Capt. Crusman of $.3,"00, and by
Mr. Charles Barker of $0,000, for
which it was sold.

Since the sale we are informed
that Capt. Crusman's bids were
made in the interest of his sister,
Mrs. Cham plain, and that Mr. Jiar-ke- r

has now turned over his pur-
chase to that lady, w ho will take
up her residence there. Society
will be largely a gainer by the
accession of this accomplished lady
to the list of her permanent resi-

dents. Capt. Crusman offered Mr.
Barker a considerable advance on
his puruhase, but he declined receiv-
ing more than he paid for the prop-
erty.

The bridge and road that is be-

ing built by Smith & Lurton to their
proiertyon Base Ball hill, is nearly
completed. Capt. Till Willis will
soon have the residence for them
ready for occupation. Mr. John S.

municipal governments, whatever
their form, is to put the most capa
ble and upright men in offices of
public trust. So far as they do this
they are successful ; where they miss
it they are failures. These consid-
erations have been brought to our
mind by the circulation of a paper
calling upon Captain J. J. Crusman
to become a candidate for the office
of Mayor at the next municipal
election. This proposition receives
our most hearty endorsement. The
time is past, if it ever existed, when
it was safe to elect any but our most
capable men Mayors and Aldermen.
The interests involved in the con
duct of our city affairs are at once
too weighty and too complicated to
be intrusted to anyone but the most
competent men, men who have
shown by the successful manage-
ment of their own affairs their com-
petency to direct those of the pub-
lic; and where can we find a man
so eminently qualified in that re-
spect as Capt. J. J. Crusman ? This
gentleman had already before the
war attained a reputation as an act-

ive and competent business man,
but threw everything aside upon
being elected to the command of
one of the two iirst companies raised
in this city at the commencement
of the war. Severely wounded in
the first battle into which he led his
command, he was compelled to de
sist from service in the field, but
performed important administrative
duties for the Confederate in I

the commissary departmen down
to the close of the civil strife. He
came out of that strife with literally
nothing hut his personal qualities
to rely upon. These were a charac
ter for great administrative ability
and strict rectitude in business
transactions, which insured him
the confidence both of capitalists
and the public, and relying on these
alone he has in these fourteen years
succeeded in building up probably
the most extensive and prosperous
business in Clarksville, without
giving pretext for a single person to
say that he has been wronged by
him. He has not only been strictly
just to all, but liberal and benevo
lent. Neither his personal exer-
tions nor his purse have ever been
called for in behalf of a public enter-
prise or private charity without an
active and cheerful response, and he
has always shown such ca pacity for
carrying things to a successful result,
that no one doubts of the success of
an undertaking when it becomes
known that Crusman is at the head
of it.

Such is the man we want for
Mayor, and the affairs of the city
have never needed the guidance of
a strong and skilful hand so much
as they do now. We therefore add
our own solicitations to those of all
the business men of the city that he
will at once exclude from the race
all less competent men by declaring
himself a candidate for the office.

We will add to this that a similar
movement should be made in every
ward in the city towards the selec
tion of its best business men as
Aldermen, that the choice may be
made, not in the interest of some
individual who may desire the
office, but in that of the whole com
munity, who demand capacity and
Integrity in the management of
their affairs.

How to Kuikc Hoses.
Get an old window sash ; have a

small pit sash made; have a box
7made of plank, without top

or liottom, the size of the sash. Set
the box on the pulverized ground
and put in about 2 inches of good
rich earth. Cut your slips from new
wood on which the leaves are fully
grown, with two leaves to the slip
cut an eighth ')! an inch above the
bud. .Stick the slips in up to the
first leaf. Then, with fine earth or
sand sand preferred cover the bot
tom leaf. Then put the sash on, let-

ting it fit closely. Don't let the wa-

ter settle around the box ; don't let
the earth inside the box get dry,
and you will have the ever-bloo- m

ing varieties in bloom next June.
Watch closely for the little green
bug, or aphis. When he makes his
appearance give him a smoking
with tobacco, and in three days give
him another. It will take onesmok-in- g

to kill the bug, and another to
kill those in the egg at the first kill-
ing. 1 .leave a little vacant corner
for smoking, as it will have to, be
done. For smoking, stick a short
piece of candle in the ground, arch
two pieces of wire over the candle ;

on these pile a few pieces of dry leaf
tobacco. Over all this arch a piece
of tin or sheet-iro- n to keep the fire
from breaking the glass.

But little business was transacted
beyond the above selections; two
important matters, however, were
mooted.

Mr. T. Herndon brought the sub-e- ct

of river transportation before
the Board as one demanding its
serious attention. He limited his
remarks at present to the depart
ment of wharfage tax ; he contended
that the present mode of assessing
that tax prevented steamers stop
ping here at all unless they had a
heavy amount of freight for the
city, small freights not paying
enough to cover the tax. He thought
that a committee should beappotnt- -
ed to confer w ith the city author-
ities, and that a modification of the
wharfage tax might be devised
which would obviate the evil with
out curtailing the city revenues.
He moved the appointment of such
a committee,

The motion being carried, the
President appointed Messrs. M. V.
Ingram, T. Herndon tnd F. P.
Gracey on said committee.

Dr. D. F. Wright then brought up
the gas question. He said that
Clarksville had now attained such
dimensions as a city as to demand
those appliances of civilization
which all other cities of equal im-

portance possessed. Among these
the most important was that of
light in her principal streets ; dark-
ness was the favorite and needful
shelter of the thief, the incendiary
and the assassin, and gas it3 indis
pensable remedy. He moved for a
committee to confer with the City
Council on the subject of lighting
the principal streets with gas4

Mr. T. Herndon opposed the mo
tion, lie maintained that there
would be palpable injustice in tax-
ing the whole population for the
benefit of those who dwelt on Frank-
lin street; that those who live in
the suburbs would derive no benefit
from such an arrangement, while
they would be taxed to support its
burden. Moreover, he reminded
the Board that the city property is
already taxed as heavily as the
charter allows, and still the revenue
was insufficient for present and
pressing requirements, especially
the repair of the streets. He failed
to see where the money was to come
from if the street illumination was
adopted.

On division the motion was nega-
tived.

After some desultory conversation
the Board adjourned to the second
Tuesday in November (the 11th) at

p. m.
