A considerable number of persons
are now busy discussing the ques
tion, now snaa we Deat Ueneral
Grant? Various suggestions have
been made.

One plan is to get from Grant
himself a pledge that in no circum
stances will he accept a nomination
for President: but tins pledge hith
erto he has steadfastly omitted to
give, l he most that he will say is
that lie is not seeking the omce and
does not want it

Another plan is to arouse public
opinion to sucn a pitch or expression
tnat tne politicians snail ne re
strained from nominating Grant by
tear that lie cannot De elected.

still another plan is to organize
the politicians themselves against
the third term movement so that
they may oppose the curious im
pulse which seems to be pushing
Grant forward, lhe difficulty in
the way of the execution of the last
plan is that, while any one of sev
eral ambitious leaders who might
be named would oppose the nomi
nation of Grant provided he could
get the nomination himself, every
one or them would support Giant
rather than accept any other of the
leaders but himself as a candidate.

Mr. Bowman,
. .

a Republican
i mem- -

oer or Congress Jrom Ma.ssachusetts,
has contrived what seems to be al
together the best plan yet proposed
to beat Grant. In a speech in Pis
ton last Saturday, at a dinner of the
Middlesex Club, Mr. Uowman said

"lhe people or the JNorth were
more stalwart than the Republican
members of Congress and their
leaders, and would 'hail the day
when the great captain shall lead
them again to victory by peace let
us hope, by war u necessary.' "

It is only necessary to repeat such
words as these often ana emphati
cally and publicly to ensure the
defeat of Grant beyond peradven- -
ture.

The people of the North have had
quite enough or war. lhey are
anxious not only for the continu
ance of peace, but for an opportunity
to give their undivided attention to
to the things which belong to peace

to a prosperous renewal or all the
activities which promote the hap
piness and welfare of the country

The strongest argument against
the course of the South is that it
turns away from these peaceful in-

terests and recalls the spirit of the a
war and revives the questions a
which were closely associated with
the war. Let the people be Induced
to believe that there is a disposition

b&liiSSthis revival instead of stopping it,
and they will speedily conclude
that one kind ot sectionalism is not
much better than another. Talk
about General Grant's leading the
people to victory "by war if neces
sary" has a direct tendency to pre
vent his return to power.

Mr. Bowman's plan to beat Grant
would be effectual in several ways.
It wouid alarm the voters and
make Grant's election impossible.
It would alarm the politicians by
suesrestinff this impossibility, and
they would not nominate him. Fi
nally, we suspect, it would alarm
Grant himself and induce him to
withdraw peremptorily- - frotn the
canvass ; for he does not covet the
empty honor of a mere candidacy,
and has the coolness and sagacity to all
see whether or not it will be worth
while for him to run for President.

tion whose signature will be recog-
nized

allas that of one of the foremost
experts in the cotton trade in this
country. The writer, Mr. Edward
Atkinson, of Boston, points out the
remarkable facts that the cotton crop
of the current year was the largest
ever raised in the South ; that the
ten crops of 1870-7- 9, both years in-

cluded, were nearly six and a half
million bales greater than the ten to
crops of lmz-b- i, the largest ever
raised by slave labor ; and that the
increase is progressive, the last rive
crops being nearly four milion bales
greater than the last live crops be-
fore

to
the war. He remarks that as

the negroes supplied almost all the
labor which planted, tended and is
saved these great crops, Southern
white men ought to see that this
labor, the cheapest and for its pur-
poses

mthe best in the world, is a
force they cannot ignore. The South-
ern States cannot, he thinks, afford

permit these colored laborers to
be abused or cheated. be

He is right, but we are inclined
go somewhat further than he. It

seems to us that a population which
produces so constant ana so great a
crop is not abused. If the negroes er
of the South were really in the sad
condition which it pleases some of
our Northern politicians to repre
sent them, if they were murdered,
oppressed, robbed and cheated ev-
erywhere, it is not possible that they
would produce now a larger cotton becrop than the largest under slavery;
that the crop should be increasing
steadily year by year, and that, be-

sides the cotton, they should pro
duce also, as they do, a larger amount
than ever before of their own- - food
supplies.t u rt:.-,- l, : ..v. nr...Ill ciiui lilt: CLaiinill WHICH
Atkinson sends us go far to disprove
the accusations brought against the
South of general oppression and
abuse of the blacks. We do not, of
course, doubt that there are instan-
ces, probably numerous cases, in
which the negro cultivator is cheat-
ed, or robbed, or unjustly dealt with.
Northern papers are full of com-
plaints ofof Northern and white la-

borers who are also wronged, often
in ways, which it is difficult to pre-
vent, and the ignorance and, more
than that, the wasteful and unthrif-
ty habits of the Southern negro ex-

pose him pecuniarily to become the
prey of the sharpers. But in the
fact of the immense and continually
and steadily increasing cotton crop,
it is consense to assert that there is
general terrorism, oppression or
cheating cf the blacks. We advise
the Republicans to give up that Ipoint in their argument.

But we advise the Southern whites
also to pass laws for the more strin-
gent aprotection of the black laborers
against men who cheat them out of
their earnings. If they neglect that,
they may someday see a real exodus
of the blacks, which would bea very
embarrassing avent for them.

But the mode of selecting was
changed, and he who now offers as

candidate for such a position, and in
expects to succeed, must resort to

objectionable manipulation and
log-rolli- of the pettiest seeker af-
ter public honors. This is degrad-
ing to the high office as well as to
him who fills it. It robs him of that
freedom and entire independence of
action that should attach to his offi-
cial duties.

No matter how honest and up
right a man may be, he cannot fail

be placed under obligation to
those who support him in popular
election. It often happens that a
judge owes his preferment to the all
class ot people who are most likely

furnish the criminals who appear to
before the courts, and the man
whom they helped to elect to office

to decide, in a measure, the de
gree or their criminality. How
could he be else than compromised

deciding upon their cases ? He ter
who puts on the judicial ermine
should be appointed to his position, he
and placed above all obligations of
the nature we mention. He should at

free and untrammeled in the ex
ercise of his judgment, and the dis
pensation of justice according to rec
ognized principles of equity.

Nothing is more calculated to low
our respect for the judicial er

mine than to see candidates for such
exalted positions going around
treating and using other unques-
tionable means to obtain support.
