the State fur State purposes and tor
endorsements of railroads, includ-
ing accrued interest, amounted to
nearly 50,000,000. The State made
a settlement by which the holders
of the State's londs agreed to ex-
change old bonds for new ones with-
out abatement of one cent of princi-
pal, but a reduced rate of interest.
We settled with the largest bond
interest, some lO.OOO.OOO, the Ala-
bama A Chattanooga, by surrender-
ing the State's lien on the road and
lands and telegraph line, and giv-
ing 11,000,000 of new bonds, and re-

ceived back '.he bonds issued by .lit
State in aid of the road. The rond
Is nearly 1100 miles long, and is in a
straight lino from New Orleans to
New York, and on the shortest
route via the Cincinnati Southern to
Cincinnati. There are some bonds
bought through the Legislature lor
railroads trom 1S68 to 1878 which
the State has never recognized, but
they do not amount to a million
dollars, and the owners never have
pressed them. The State bonded
indebtedness to-da- y is $7,27 J,200,
which will bear two percent, inter-
est until July, 1881 ; then three per
cent, for five years ; then fHir per
cent, for ten years, and then live per
cent, for ten years, making an ave-
rage of about four per cent. Alaba-
ma has never scaled the principal of
her own bonded debt one cent, but
has bonds out to-da- y, dollar for dol-

lar, to the full amount, and will pay
all interest the day it is due, and a
warrant is never presented at the
State Treasury that it is not imme-
diately cashed, and our present rate
of State taxation is seventy cents on
$100 of property, and fifty cents for
county purposed.

The Late Greenback Party.

Last year the Greenback party
polled 2,759 votes in Colorado; this
year it lost seven-fiv- e per cent of
these.

Last year in Connecticut it cast
s,;14 votes; this year the party lias
not been heard from there.

Last year in Iowa it fused with
the Democrats, and the two parties
together cast 126,000 votes, from
which substracting the 75,000 Demo-
cratic vote left the Greenback
strength at 50,000; this year, with
the total vote in the State increased
15,000 it polled 45,000 votes only,
which is equivalent to a loss of 15,- -

000 or 20,000.
In Maine last year it polled H.-OK- O

votes; in Maine this year it poll-
ed 56,000, a gain of 15,000.

No comparison can le made be-

tween the votes of this party in Mas-
sachusetts in Ds7H and .87it, on ac-

count of the Butler Democratic vote
being entirely mixed in with the
total vote that Gen. Butler received.

Last year in Mississippi it polled
12,000 votes; this year it has only
been heard from in that State in a
scattering away.

Last year in New York it polled
75,000 votes; this year less than
10,000.

Last year in Ohio it polled 38,000
votes; this year about 11,000.

Last year in Pennsylvania it poll-
ed 81,000 votes; this year some 10,-00- 0.

Last year lu Wisconsin it polled
30,000 votes; this year none at all.

The Tariff Issue in Coafren.
Washington Special to Cincinnati Com-

mercial.
The coniine session of Congress

will see a very serious attempt
made to revise the customs laws
with a view of reducing the tariff,
and the attention that has hitherto
been devoted to the currency prob-
lem will be directed to the tariff.
It will be made a party question,
too, and the Democrats will apjear
as the champions of free trade, the
only exceptions being the Ietno-crati- c

members from Pennsylvania
and New England. The Republi-
cans in Congress are, with one or
two exceptions, strongly in favor of
a protective tariff. 'Ihe balance of
power on these questions will lie
with the Greenbackers, who, now
that the movement they represent
is practically ended, are expected to
return to their old party alliance.

The Committee on Ways and
Means, which will have the subject
in charge, is what may be defined
as a revenue tariff committee that
Is, a large majority of it favor a
tariff fur revenue, instead of internal
taxation, but there is not a majority
favorable to a protective tariff.
Four Republican members, Frye,
Conger, Kelley and Dunnell, are
-- trong protectionists. GtrHH, the
fifth Republican, is very mild in
his views, but is very strongly in
lavor of a tariff for revenue, and
will vote with the Republicans
against revision.

Fernando Wood Is a protectionist
at heart, but favors a revision to
please some of his constituents, who
are large importers.

Randolph Tucker, of Virginia ;

Gibson, of Louisiana Mills, of
Texas ; Carlisle, of Kentucky ; and
Felton, of Georgia, are all Free-
traders, but they want cotton, to-
bacco, sugar and other products of
the South protected.
