began In 1S53. I fell in love with
the Crowley's Ridge country at first
sight, and my judgment still is that
it is the best "compromise country,"
as Col. Mills was wont, to call it,
that I ever saw. On the western
slope of this ridge I purchased my
first home from Jonas Srum, em-

bracing in the trade geese, ducks,
chickens, bee-gum- s, dog-iron- s, wash
kettle, tar-buck- and a multitude
of other things in the same line. He
was building a brick chimney when
I made the the trade with him, and
as it was treat rarity in the re
gion round about here he declared
that he would have charged me
$2.00 per acre more on the land if
his chimney had been finished.

Those were days of frolics ol the
liveliest kind. I have known an
old Virginia reel to call a halt until
a jug of whisky and a tin cup were
passed around, the ladies being
served first. With what energy the
reel then proceeded need not be
told. But I must not go back on
Arkansas. -

Time ha3 wrought many changes.
Mos,of my old acquaintances lived
too fast, and have passed away. The
course of my life was changed by
the death of one of my children,
and I have been trying for many
years to serve God with more fidel
ity than I formerly sen ed the evil
one. In this (St. Francis) county I
was licensed to preach, and I now
write from the bounds of my first
pastoral charge. The grocery house
which I had once patronized was
converted into a preaching place,
and in this house I preached my
first sermon. This climate always
agreed very well with me, but my
wife could not stand It, and so we
retraced our steps to Teanessee, my
native soil.

Upon the whole I regard this as
1an average country as regarus

health. As to soil it is very product
ive, and adapted to the growth of
everything pretty much that a far
mer may wish to raise. " Land is
very cheap, both for sale and rent.
Cotton is the money crop, and is
much surer than tobacco, indeed I
have never known a failure in the
cotton crop in this county. Society
and Church and School privileges
are about as they are in Montgom
ery county. The free school system
is about as worthless in Arkansas
as it is in Tenuessee.

Clergymen have their critics out
here as they have all the world
over. I heard a denizen of these
parts object to his pastor the other
day on the grounds that he always
had the "opossum grins" when he
met any one, and that style of elec-

tioneering was a failure out here, so
far as the ministry is concerned.
The opossum grins, at least, do not
take well.

I have greatly enjoyed eating
fish and sqirrels since I have been
here. In other days I was account-
ed a successful fish eater, and I have
not lost my taste for them yet, The
lakes and streams of eastern Arkan-
sas afford an abundant supply the
year round.

srreat deal to do with the feelings of
man. For iastance, if he has a boun-

tiful supply of eatables for another
twelve months on hand, tho larger
half of his family will have to be
wick before he becomes despondent
fr sinks into desoair. But on the
other hand, if bis supply is short
and his liability to meet his obliga-

tions (if an honest man) is very
doubtful, it seems to be a very easy

matter for him to get sick, and very
hard to get well.

The condition of this community
as regards something to eat was nev
er better. Everybody seems to have
a good supply of cabbage and tur
nips and a sufficiency of potatoes
The corn yield is very large, though
some of it is damaged ; but there is

a full average over and above the
damaged. Hogs are plentiful though
small. The growing crop of wheat
Ixks fine, with only about two- -

thirds the usual acreacre sown. This
part of the world is full of fodder
with some of the corners stuffed
with hay. This immediate vicinity
can't furnish as many pounds of to
bacco to your market this season as
they have some, but it is of a decid
edly good quality, and I think the
people are showing more judgment
in tho assortine than they have
done heretofore. If your buyers
would make a greater difference in
the price of well-assorte- d and badly
assorted tobaccos, I think it would
stimulate the farmers to be more
careful, and thereby have money in
both pockets. As the stripping sea
son is now on hand, let each farmer
on this side of the Cumberland re-

solve to assort better than ever, and
my word for it, you will be amply
paid for your extra trouble and
time. I heartily endorse your edi
torial in regard to roads, both rail-
roads and common country roads
I hope our next Legislature will en
act some law by which the people
will be compelled to keep at least
one real good road for man or beast
to travel night orday in safety. Un-

der the present road system, a few
days before circuit court comes on,
the overseer comes around and no-

tifies us to come on a certain day
and bring a certain kind of tool,
such as hoe, grubbing hoe or ax.
Each overseer has so much road to
superintend, say from 2 to 4 miles
according to its condition. We fre-

quently work the whole route in 6

or S hours. Well, tho work is done
in such a manner that if a heavy
dew should come that night the
work is to be done over. I think
the overseer should bo paid a fair
compensation for services and then
lined like forty if he don't come to
time. (JchkI roads tend greatly to-

ward building up a community so-

cially, morally and financially. If
we had good roads it would be felt
in your town. I have heard men
assert that we would be better eff if
we had no Clarksville or else had no
way of getting there. You know
how such men are ; their pockets
are empty, their heads still emptier,
and their credit threadbare; a per-

fect nuisance to the county. A
n Hint v and its town are one. Im
prove the town and the country will
rise in the same scaie. Permit your
farms, orchards, etc., to deteriorate
and the town will go down in the
same scale. Buildup a town and
you have more appetites to satiate
and greater competition in the mer-

cantile and other occupations inci-

dent to a town. Build up the coun-

try and we have more producers.
Feed a man cheap and he can afford
to supply you cheap. Live and let
live. Let's have good roads.

I saw in your paper some two or
three weeks since a communication
from St. Bethlehem I forget the
name of the contributor in regard
to their school at that place under
the supervision of Prof. Charlie Ab-ernath- y.

I am well acquainted with
Prof. Charlie, and he is regarded by
all who know him, as well as ray-'l- f,

to be a gentleman who can fill
any position creditably to which ho
may aspire or be called. But don't
tell me of any colt being better than
its sire. Both heads are properly
set on, the interior of one being cul-

tivated brains cemented with obser-
vation and experience, the other
cultivated brains without observa-
tion and experience, comparatively.
