is n resolution ealling upon the Com-
mitiee on the Judiciary to report a
bill to eheck the evils arising from
Jay Govld and Huntington’s con-
trol of the fund for subsidizing the
Union Pacific R. R. for carrying
the mails.

All these are measures of direct
practical import to the nation, and,
in mataring them, Senator Bailey
is honorably distinguished from a
host of mere politicians in the SBen-
ate, who let the public interest run
to waste while they are engaged in
the exciting game of President
making.
