er hedelineated good or evil charac-
ters, always brought them within
the sphere of humanity by showing
that they were influenced by human
motives. He did not. create mere
abstractions of good or evil by piling
up virtues or vices indiscriminately
on the one or the other, but a living
human heart beats beneath the
more obvious features of his charac-
ters ; their vices are perversions of
passions and affections common to
all humanity, even as their virtues
are the virtues, not of un fallen an-

gels, but of beings touched with the
shadow of human infirmity. In
other words, Shakespere created,
not angels or demons, but human
beings.

It will be the purpose, then, of
the present paper to show that Lady
Macbeth as portrayed' by Shake-
speare, with all her appalling wick-
edness, is not a demon but a woman,
with till the susceptibilities of a
woman's heart, its capacity for
human love, itsshrinkingand shud-
dering from scenes of blood., and
horror; and in doing this we pro-
pose to dwell' upon somo of the
methods by which the great artiste
whom we have recently had among
us; brought out these traits of hu-

manity in the character she inter-
preted for us.

At the very first flash of the- - idea
of sovereignty we are allowed to see
that there is a struggle, though a
suppressed one, between the shrink-
ing from crime and blood character-
istic of woman and the towering
ambition which overleaps all such
consideration. ,

She has read the letter in which
the half-fulfilme- nt of the witches'
prediction suggests the higher frui-

tion "thou shalt be king hereafter."
She already feels herself in the
hands of fate, and rushing past all
intermediate steps grasps in imag-
ination the foreshadowed crown,
but immediately follow misgivings;
they take the form of a distrust of
her husband's resolution, . but from
what follows it is clear that they
also express a latent feeliug that her
own nature is
"Too fnll o' the niilk of human kindness;'
else what the need of the terrible
adjuration that follows. She does
not in fact realize in full the ..feu of
blood and horror through which
she will have to wade until the
messenger tells her

"The king comes here
We m ust here not ice an ad m i rable

innovation of Madame Janausehek.
The reply is,

"Thon'rt mad to say so."
All other actresses whom we have
heard (and we have heard the best)
utter this with a shout of exultation;
the expression with Madame J. was
that of dismay, and she uttered the
words' with a shuddering whisper
she realized then for the first time
the dreadful crime that must inter-
vene between her and her guilty
aspirations. Then it is that almost
immediately follows the fearful ad-

juration
"Come, you spirits

That tend on mortal thoughts, unsex me
here," etc.

Let our readers study this speech
throughout and say whether the
woman who utters it is not conscious
of a trembling shrinking from the
crime she has resolved upon, such
as only the dread inspiration she
invokes can overcome.

After this it would appear super-
ficially that she is once and for all
resolved and that no relenting fol-

low ; but here and there the woman's
nature will obtrude itself.- - Take
the murder scene, for instance. She
is so conscious of a stronger resolu
tion than that of her husband that
at first she intends to commit the
murder herself, and enters the room,
but with what result?

"Had lie not resembled
My father as he slept, I had done't."

After, however, her husband has
done the deed and is too paralyzed
with the crime and its horrid sur-
roundings to return and arrange the
room so as to throw the guilt on the
slaughtered grooms, she sees that
she herself, if anyone, must finish
the work, and she braces herself to
it. She dabbles in the blood of her
victim and returns with hands
reeking in gore, and to all appear-
ance is insensible to horror, callous
to all relentings of conscience but
is it really so? No indeed ; that
blood has sunk to the very center of
her guilt-staine- d being, and, spite
of her bravado, we learu that sleep
itself gives no rest to her polluted
soul, but that very blood haunts
her night and day. Listen to the
mutteririgs of her restless slumbers

"Out, damned spot ! out, I Bay!
Who would have thought the old nwiti to
have ao much blood in him? What!
will these hands ncVr lie clean?
Here's the smell of blood still; all the per-
fumes ot Arabia will not sweeten this little
hand.
And then such a sigh that the at- -

tendant says :

"I would not have such a heait In my
bosom for the dignity of the whole body."
The woman's shrinking.shuddcring
nature here avenges itself in sleep
upon the hardness and bravado
which did violence to it in her
waking hours.

But the woman's nature is still
more conspicuous when we observe
her love for her husband their
love for one another, in fact. Each
is sensible of the burden of their
common guilt, and each desires to
bear the other's burden, though
neither can be relieved of it. When
Lady M. at first darkly proposes
the dread fii I deed, sees Macbeth
overwrought with agitation at it,
she says :

"You shall pnt
This nisrht's great business into my dis.

paten."
And when Macbeth has planned
the additional murder of Banquo,
he refuses to lay the additional bur-
den on his wife's conscience, but
answers to her enquiries :

"He Inmxvnt. if the knowledge, dearest wife,
Till thou applaud the deed."
But all in vain ; both have burdens
they cau neither bear themselves
nor shift on other shoulders. We
cannot refrain here from one more
allusion to tho wonderful acting of
Madame Janausehek as going even
beyond the text in illustration of
the author's spirit. The banquet
scene is over in which the troubled
conscience of Macbeth had conjured
up the spectre of the murdered Ban-qu- o,

and the almost superhuman
of .his lady had ar-

rested the scandal of his distracted

Ileury Watterson voted for the

W. be still a Demo-

crat, a fatal blunder was made
when they attempted to divide the
party on that old issue of the Elec-

toral Commission. How much Dem-

ocratic party would be left under
that way of treatment? We will
not say that the Electoral Commis-
sion was a sound measure ; it was
barely constitutional, if at all, and
we approached it with long reluc-
tance, as Mr.! Watterson did, "and
finally accepted it with foreboding
and misgiving, as he did, and. we
doubt not that every Democrat who
did the same did it w ith the same
oscillations of feeling and opinion
as he did and an we did, though
being men less mercurial and de-

monstrative than Mr. Watterson is,
they exhibited less of these oscilla-

tions on the surface. We never
blamed at the time those who finally
voted against it, nor did the best of
them blame those who voted for it.
Unprecedented difficulties envi-
roned every course that men could
take, and any course would proba-
bly have issued as this did, in the
enstalment of the usurping Presi-
dent in the place of the elected one.
Those Democrats who voted either
one way or the other did so with
misgiving and with mutual respect
for one another. The question did
not divide the Democracy then and
we have Mr. Watterson's own
words before us felicitating the
party that it was so. Why tljen
should the party now be divided on
it, now that it is a past issue?

That Drain Again.
Our attention has again been

called to the condition of the gutter
on the north side of Franklin street.
We did not think it right to express
an opinion on the subject without
consulting all the parties concerned.
After listening, therefore, to the
representations of several gentlemen
having stores on that side of the
street, we interviewed the Mayor of
the city (whose store, by the way,
is on the same side) and a member
of the Street Committee on the sub-
ject. There is no question on any
side but that the gutter is a nuisance;
the question is about the remedy,
two of which have been proposed.
One method favored by the house-
holders of the district is the laying
of a terra-cott- a pipe to connect with
the sewer already existing, which
runs down Commerce street and
has its outlet at the back of the
foundry. The other is a smooth,
open gutter lined with asphaltic
concrete, which has been lately used
for some of our sidewalks, the level
to be lowered at Crusnian's corner
so as to give sufficient fall. We are
inclined to favor the latter device.
Under-groun- d sewerage pipes are
undoubtedly the best contrivance
where a prorer outlet is established,
but without this they are a danger-
ous, method, establishing at their
terminus centers of pestilential in-

fection. No discrimination can be
exercised where they are used as to
the nature of the refuse which shall
be discharged into theur, and, what-

ever this is, it accumulated at the
terminus of any partial sewerage
system such as we now possess.
For the present therefore the best
surface gutter that can be made is
most desirable; sewerage pipes may
be taken into consideration when
mb can have a good river outlet
considerably below the ctty,

AVAILABIMTY.

If we were io take counsel front
many political talkers and writers,
we should arrive at the conclusion
that the must available man s a
candidate for high office is the man
about whom nothing is known ; the
man who has never identified him-

self with any great principle or ad-

vocated auy stated line of policy
looking to the welfare of thecoun-try- ;

the man, In short, who has
never manifested any one of, the
qualities which constitute the char-

acter of a statesman. Any definite
manifestation ; of, principle, any
plain statement of opinion is sure to

. array some one in opposition to the
man who makes it, and therefore
the available man is the man who
has no principles, no opinions, uo

"antecedents of any sort. This is the
Serbonian bog of nihilism on which
our maxims of political expediency
have at last swamped us. A man's
best qualification for office is that he
shall not be known to have any.

We have been led to these re-

marks by our rish to say a little on
the qualifications of two eminent
men in the Democratic party for the
Presidential nomination at Cincin-

nati; we speak of Messrs. Bayard
and Thtmnan. These gentlemen
cannot claim availability on the sr.

sav-nothin- g, think-not- h

ing principle. They have since the
last election boen engaged actively
and prominently in public life, con-

tending for what they respectively
deem to be for the good of the peo-

ple. Cm some important financial
questions their views have taken
opposite directions; they, however,
have both put forward those views,
not deterred by the fear of alienating
possible votes for offices that might
be desired in future by them, and
in fact have alienated votes, Mr.
Thurman in the East and Bayard
in the West, preferring what they
believe to be the good of their coun-
try to their own prospects of ad-

vancement. For all this, we be-

lieve that either of them furnishes
good material for a Presidential
candidate, and' we would gladly
vote for either of them in preference
over any so-call- ed availability who
approaches us - on the say-nothi- ng

and do-nothi- principle. It is true
we have our preferences in favor of
Mr. Bayard, both because his opin-
ions on finance are more nearly in
accord with ours, and because we
believe that hejcould jjbtaia the

New York vote, which
we fear Mr. Thurman could not
control any more than Mr. Tilden,
who would certainly miss It largely.

For all this,ve could gladly vote
for Mr. Thurman if nominated,
though opposed to him in financial
policy, for the reason that the issue
in this contest is not going to be a
financial one; issues of that sort are
going to be overshadowed by the
more vitai one of a struggle for the
sanctity of the Constitution against
imperial infractions and alterations
of it; moreover it will not be the
President but he House of Repre-
sentatives which will determine our
financial policy.

In the interest, then, of the per-

manence of our threatened Consti-
tution, we can afford to postpone
financial considerations, sensible
that if the scarcely disguised pur-
pose of the Republican party is car-

ried out, the people will have uo
voice one way or other what their
financial iolicy is to be. Expressing
our willingness, then, to support
Mr. Thurman in spite of his finan-- .
cial principles, are we not entitled
to ask the same of those who may
favor Mr. Thurman's ideas in the
case of Mr. Bayard's nomination ?
We think we can do so with even
more reasonable grounds than West-
ern men could challenge our vote
for Mr. Thurman. For remember

. that the "Ohio idea" was disas-
trously defeated in Ohio last fall,
with damaging effects on the party,
and would be sure of a still more
disastrous defeat in the Eastern
States if it should be inscribed on
our standards in the approaching
Presidential election. It would at
once enlist the indispensable State
of New York against us, and so en-

sure our defeat.
But we would vote for either

Bayard or Thurman rather than for
a man who should chum the nomi
nation not on the score of what he
had himself done, but through a
series of ietty attacks on the char-
acter of thoso who might become
his competitors. Such has been the
method of those who advocate the
nomination of Mr. Tilden, whether
personally sanctioned by him or
not. We prefer men who, at the
risk of impairing their chances of
success, have manfully declared
their principles and let the Presi-
dency go wherever it may. We
therefore announce our preference
for the Presidency, first for Bayard,
second for Thurman, and, for Vice-Preside-

Hancock; all, however,
subject to the fiction of the Cincin-

nati Convention.
