tious for a century ; that Mr. How
erton's comes from the Westminster
catechism and the commentaries he
has heard upon it inSuuday-schoo- l,

and that the essaj-- s on Marshal Ney
and the Pyramids are simply state
ments on the subject obtainable
from any respectable encyelopiedia.
Do we blame the boys for this? No.
It is not their fault; their minds are
at a stage of development when it
is their faculty and duty to appro
priate and assimilate the fruits of
otheri men's mental labors. The
time ' when they are to originate
new thoughts and add to the stores
.ef human knowledge is yet to come.
The fault is in the system which
requires them to come forward as
original writer, at. a lime of iife
when their minds are and of right
ought to be differently employed.

We contemplate with something
approaching to dismay the approach
of the annually recurring season
when a dozen young men and as
many young ladies are to pour out
the Hood of their essay-writin- g on
our devoted heads. - , , ,

Boys are to us a subject of study
which never palls in interest, and
it has been a happy coincidence to
us that the only two public lectur-
ers who have addressed our people
this year have taken boys for their
subject." The two gentlemen are Mr.
Burdette, of the Burlington Hawk-ey- e,

and the Rev. Dr. Cottrell, of
Bowling. Green, Kentucky. - It is a

wonderful how two men could write
each a first-rat- e lecture on the same
subject without the slightest re-

semblance between the two.
One character the two lecturers,

however, have in common, which
is the recognition of the fact that
boys have sou Is a truth which
meets with much practical neglect
among us.

.

It was forcibly denounced as a
mischievous error that boys are to
be set aside as liuisances in society,
very much in everybody's way;
that their ideas about things in gen-

eral, or about anything in particu-
lar, cannot bo of much concern to
anyone. On the contrary, he urged
that there is at the bottom of the
boy's heart a deep fountain of pas-

sionate love, a high sense of what is
right, a burning indignation at
wrong, and that the wanton trifling
with these or letting" them run to
waste Is'a sin sure to result in disas- -

ter in after years. The subject occ-
asion' expanded in' the lecturer's
hands so as to embrace all human
nature iu its scope; and was illus-
trated with alternate pathos and
humor in such a way as to keep the
audience iu a state of excited inter-
est the whole evening.
