It is
time for thi3 thing to stop ; it ought
never to have been commenced?

This article i3 written for state-cred- it

men ; we know that it will be
listened to by no one else. It has
been cheering news to us to read of
one county after another sending
state-cred- it delegations to the con-

vention, and we are confident that
the majority will be of that com-
plexion? . But whether majority or
minority, what we urge upon our
friends Is not to fritter away their
principles by conceding here a little
and there a little In vain hopes of
conciliating adversaries, but to de-

termine what is their position, and
stand or fall on it without swerving
an inch from it.

And what should that position
be? Nothing short of this should
satisfy any state-cred- it man who
really believes his principles, name-
ly, that the legislature be instructed
to settle the debt on the best possible
terms without further delay, with
out further subterfuge or reference
to the people. In the name of hon
esty and common sense, what can
be a more complete reference of thi3
qnestion to the people than will be
made at the approaching election ?
The question will be discussed in all
its bearings. Whatever the views
of a constituency, they can elect
men who hold those views and who
will carry them out. There can be
no new point mooted; the matter
has been too long under controversy
for that. The men who clamor for
further reference are men who want
the question never settled but kept
rankling in our state polities for the
benefit of demagogues and political
adventurers. Consider how easy it
is to defeat any measure in a popu
lar vote of the sort proposed.
bill complicated in its details is
made the subject of a heated canvass
the whole length and breadth of the
state. It is not within the limits of
probability that every item in such
a bill can bo made acceptable to
every elector, and there will be irre-concilab-

in plenty on the stump
to mako the most of all difficulties
slighting tho main provisions of the
bill, and so procuring an adverse
voto grounded on minor objections,
In a legislature, which is a delibe
rative assembly, these minor objec
tions would be made the subject of
discussion and amendment, and
finally of compromise; but the peo-

ple of the state voting on such a bill
arc not and cannot be a deliberative
assembly; they can only give a
plain "yea" or "nay" to the meas
ure as a whole, and thus the objec
tion to a sinsrle item in the bill be
comes fatal to it as a whole.

The history of the rejected 50 and
4 project last year is a good illustra
tion of the impracticability of such
a vote. There is no doubt that the
majority of the people desired a set-

tlement of the question and consid-
ered the proposed measure more
than reasonable in its terms, but the
impracticable nature of a popular
vote facilitated all sorts of intrigues
against It. Some men honestly
voted against it because they be
lieved that it was : unjust to tho
bond-holde- rs ; many radicals .who

No more reference to the people,

WE MITST SETTLE IS'OIV.

Can we induce our readers to give
good heed to Mr. Colyar's speech,
printed in another column? It is
occupied with a subject which has
already been broached In this paper;
namely, the momentous effect which
will be exerted on the national pol
itics by our action about our state
debt.

It would be a fatal error to sup
pose that the effect of our action in
that nuttter will be limited to the
confines of our state. Let the ap
proaching convention take an ad-

verse or even a doubtful position
towards a settlement, and the.polit- -

ical thermometer at New York and
Philadelphia, now at summer-hea- t,

will go down to zero in an instant.
It is futile to say that the Tennessee
vote will anyhow be given to Han
cock. No doubt it will, but the
Tennessee vote cannot elect Han-
cock, however it be cast. We need
the New York and Pennsylvania
vote to do that, and we can have
them if we do not alienate them by
our own folly and dishonesty ; they
will be hopelessly alienated by a
vote of this state adverse to the set-

tlement of the debt. The conven-
tion of next Tuesday must enjoin
its settlement on the legislature now
to be elected, and that without any
further procrastination. There must
be no further reference to the peo-

ple, which is only another excuse
for further delay. The canvass now
commencing is itself a reference to
the people.

Each array
has unfurled its flag:, and in the
plainest letters, which he who runs
may read, are inscribed on one
standard "The Constitution," on
the other ;Tiie Empire." That
battle has now to be fought, and its
results will be final. If it be won
by the champions of the constitu
tion, the perilous conspiracy which
has been formed to substitute a
bureaucratic empire for it will be
broken up and its fragments scat
terod forever. If, on the other hand,
the enemies of tho constitution shall
succeed, they will establish in its
placeacentralized despotism against
which all futuro struggles will be
hopeless.

That is what he is nominated for,

A 11 E TENMEKSEE BO.WS JISTLY
DUE?

(THIRD PAPER.) '
We have disposed of what is com-

monly spoken ofas the "debt proper' '
of Tennessee, and explained that, as
things now stand, the whole debt is
a debt proper. We come now to
what was only contingently a debt,
the bonds loaned' to the railroad
companies and secured to the state
by a lien on the roads. This having
been originally a contingent debt,
for which tho state was only to be-

come liable if the railroad compa-
nies failed to liquidate them, was at
one time distinguished from the
debt proper, but since the insolvency
of those companies it has become a
part of the debt proper of the state,
and Is absolutely and no longer con-

tingently dne from the state to tho
bond-holder- s. As an ', inevitable
consequence of the war, the railroad
companies - became insolvent, the
state seized them as security against
liability for the bonds, sold them for
what, they were worth, and so be-

came solely liable for their liquida-
tion. The present railroad compa-
nies bought them of the stated

A logical consequent of this trans-
action was the refunding of the old
bonds with their past-du- e interest
coupons; in other words, an assump-
tion of the debt, which was now
doubly incumbent on the state, first
as the original maker of the bonds,
secondly as the representative of the
railroads whose property the state
had seized by foreclosure of its mort
gage on them. '

And now we are called upon to
determine the legality , of these
bonds bearing the broad seal of the
state.- - " ; '

From the nature of the case there
is only One way of doing this ; name-
ly, by rebutting any alleged evi-
dence of their illegality. The sig-

nature of the governor and the seal
of the state is prima facie, evidence
of their legality, which can only be
impugned by positive evidence of
forgery or of incompetence in the
signing officer. ,

We seek in vain throughout the
report of the low-ta- x committee for
such proof or even such allegation
against a single bond bearing the
seal of this state. The difficulty of
defence in this instance is that the
adverse report does not definitely
attack the validity of a single bond.
It makes loose general assertions
without 'proof that the prescribed
conditioiis were not complied with
by the officers executing the bonds ;

for instance, that they sold the
bonds below par in some instances,
but it does not undertake to show
with reference to a single specified
bond that it was sold below par. It
throws suspicion of dishonesty on
legislatures, especially upon the leg-

islature which passed the refunding
bills; speaks of members being
measured for suits of clothes which
a railway agent paid for, but it does
not disprove that tho bonds and
coupons refunded were really due
and that the refunding act was
passed in due - form and duly re-

corded. It also alleges that the re-

funding legislature ' transacted its
business under the fear of a second
reconstruction bill, etc., etc.

Now what lawyer, what' man of
common sense would undertake to
pronounce legislative action invalid
by impugning the motives of indi-

vidual legislators ? That there were
knaves and fools in the, refunding
legislature we do not doubt; he
would bo a bold man who would
predicate the absence of that ubiqui
tous species from any

, legislature
that ever sat in Tennessee or else
where. There have been plenty of
them in the national legislature, but
who disputes that the acts of con
gress are valid and tho. contracts it
made binding? To do so would be
to unsettle all the public business of
this or ' any other' nation' and to
make government .securities of all
sorts worth less than the paper they
are written on.

Seeing, then, that 'a committee
constituted of men who had been
for years crying out that the bonds
were invalid failed to attack the
validity of a single bond, though
appointed for the express purpose
of scrutinizing them; seeing that it
has confined itself to loose general
imputatl6ns upon the motives of
legislators . who partly constituted
the authority for issuing the bonds

the inevitable inference is that
there is no cause for denying their
validity, and that the state is strict
ly bound by them in law, honor
and morality. There is no further
room for argument. : ' ; '
