There might be some sense in this
plea if it had been intended when
the bonds were issued that the state
should own the railroads. She did
not desire to own them ; she had
tried her hand at that in the case of
the Hiwassee and the La Grange
rallroads, in which she became a
large stock-holder and lost both her
stock and her roads. She tried it
again when she put in receivers on
the delinquent rmailroads after the
war, and found herself losing money
on them at therate of half a million
a year, and was soon glad to sell
them for what they would fetch.
The original transaction was no
scheme for the state to bulld and
own railroads, but to lend its eredit
on good security to companies who
would own and run them subject to
specified conditions. The project
for the stute owning radroads is the
project of men like Bismarck, who
desire that all power shall be cen-
tralized in the executive govern-
ment, but in free countries it has
never paid for state, county or city
to own railroads,
But at least it is said that when
these bonds were issued it was rep-
resented that the people would have
to pay no interest on them ; that
sufficient security had been taken
for the rallroad companies to do
this.
That is quite true, and, had the
eircamstances remuined unchanged,
no doubt this would have been done,
