REPULSED BUT NOT' BEATEN.

It is no use trying to disguise the
fact that the election in Indiana has
brought bitter disappointment to
the democratic party. In a menas-
ure it was a surprise to the republi-
cins tov; that is, to those of them
who were not behind thescenes and
did not know what was going on.
Those who did, knew how enor-
mous are the resources which the
federal executive government com-
mands for overruling the popular
vole and how irresistible they are
when concentrated upon a single
siate.

Not for the purpose of keeping np
useless regrets or of bootless recrim-
ination, but for that of instroction
for the future, we propose to exam-
ine briefly into the main causes of
the unexpected result. We retain
our unsalterable eonvietion that In-
dinna, left to its own impulses, is a
democratic state; our problem will
be to find out how its popular vote
was s0 overruled as to indieate the
reverse of that proposition.

In the first place, we belive the
nomination of Mr. Landers as can-
didate for governor to have been a
most unfortunate one. Mr. Landers
is known as an extreme inflationist;
indeed, he has acted with the green-
hack party, and his nomionation was
mude with the purpose of conciliat-
ing the greenback wvotes, which it
did not do, They demanded, when
they found that concilation had
gount that fur, that it should go fur-
ther, and that the democeracy should
suppaort their eandidate for congress,
Mr. De la Matyr, whieh the demoe-
riey could in no way be induced to
do. BSo they nominated an ineligl-
ble mai, and so damped the zeal of
true democrats, while they failed to
giin the greenback votes for which
it was madde, That nomination was
o mistake exactly analogous to that
which the demoeracy in Tennessee
mude in the nomination of Marks
two years ago. That was & conces-
sion to the repudiators for the par-
pose of gaining their votes at the
election now approaching, with an
exactly similar result as far as this,
that it encouraged them in the be-
lief that they could foree their
whole policy npon the democratic
party, and that was what they pur-
posed to do at the late democratic
convention, if they could have con-
trolled votes enough. Not doing so,
they bolted, and the result is before
all men's eves to see. We learned
what Indiana will learn hereafter,
that coneession of principles never
concilintes, but encourages those to
whom it is made to demand a total
surrender of all remaining principle.

So the greenback vote in Indiana
is virtually a support to the republi-
can party, as the repudiating vote
is here,

Next in importance was the im-
portation of negroes from Kentucky.

of carrying elections. They furnish
most urgent motives for changing
the present system of government,
and they eneourage us with the
hopes of being able to do so.

- Do the people of the United States
—we speak of north and south, east
and west, republican and demoerat
—4o the people really desire the
continuance of a republican govern-
ment, of & government by the peo-
ple? If they do, let them consider
well whether they are not losing all
that. If the governing powers in
Washington are able to econtinue
this process, unquestionably it is all
lost, If they are uble to transfer
hordes of voters from one place to
another, wherever they may desire
to swamp the local vote; if they
are allowed to place the polls in the
power of an army ol supervisors
and deputy marshals of their own
appointment and to control unlim-
ited corruption funds at the publie
expense—does anybody suppose
that if all this isallowed to continue,
any vote of the people will be al-
lowed hereaflter to be given except
in the interest of the party in power?
Suppose this election to result in
giving to the republican party both
the presidency and the control of
congress ; does anybody think that
then these means for overruling the
popular will will be diminished?
A fool mnst see that they will be
inereased indefinitely. Tothe office-
holding power and the money pow-
er (both of which will be indefi-
nitely sugmented) will be added
the military power. The army will
be inereased four-fold, perhaps ten-
fold; strong garrisons will be estab-
lished in every great city, and elec-
tions will thenceforward be con-
ducted under their authority ; they
will inaugurate governors and
induct state legislatures (as they
have done before), and, above all,
they will take absolute control of
the national eapital, so that peither
legislative nor executive business
will be feasible exeept by permis-
sion of those who eontrol this mili-
tary foree.

Waould-that we had access to the
republican as well as the democratic
ear. Parties will not always be di-
vided as they are now, and the
time may come when men who
scruple at nothing so they can tie
down the democratic party and
bind it hand and foot, will find that
they have been forging chains for
themselves. It may not be always
that the men who are sanctioning
these things will find themselves
at one with the executive govern-
ment in matters of policy; and
what then? Will they not find that
the powers that they have yielded
to the executive government for the
purpose of keeping down the demo-
erats will keep themm dowms. Why,
they learned better when they
studied JEsop's fables in childhood.
The horse allowed man to mount
him that together they might defeat
the common enemy, and thence-
forward man made slaves of the
horse and his enemy both,

But let us close with a more cheer-
ing topic. Our analysis of the causes
which brought on our defeat has
convinced us that with due energy
and a determined effort it can be
converted into victory next month;
that Indiana may be recovered and
the nation carried for Haneock and
English. We shull no longer have
an unpopular candidate to earry,
but Winfield Scott Hancock, whose
name has been hailed with enthusi-
asm wherever coanstitutional self-
government is prized. Populations
can no longer be transferred from
state to state to outvote the loeal
population, for every state will
need its own voting population,
and even the enormons resources of
the executive government eannot
be poured out with such profusion
for the corruption of any one slate
when they are equally needed
throughout the length and breadth
of the nation.

Let us not yield, then to despond-
ency, but nerve ourselves to the
contest of November with inspiring
hope and firm resolve, and the dis-
aster in Indiana may beas transient
as an April shower, which shall
clear off and leave us rejoleing in
the broa‘l sunshine of victory.

Then there's another thing we
couldn't understand. Mr. Munford
told us that it was a traud to issue
such bonds at all ; bat if they wera
go frumedd that the people could not
be made liable for anything, sad the
railroads could, who was the party
defranded? Not the people, cer-
fainly, for they were to lose noth-
ing; it was the railroads that were
to lose it all.  Well, then, if it was
a frauad at all, it was a feaud on the
railroads, not on the péople. But
then, what becomes of Mr. Mun-
ford’s idea that all this legiziation
was done by men in the pay of the
raifronds, Why, it was the railroad
companies that were victimized,
and they eould never be such fools
as to pay forsuch legislation as that.

All these thingy puzzled us, but
we supposed we were not smaurt
enough to understand such a wise
young man as Mr. Munford, and
we thooght that perhaps Mr.
Rhodes might throw some light on
the matter.

Mr. Rhodes seemed to think that
the people of Tennessce owe the
debt, as we all thought until Mr,
Munford came among us. He told
us that when in 1534 the people
made a new constitution for them-
selves, they put a clause into it re-
| quiring the legislature to encourage
internal improvements ; that whig
legislatures and democratic legisla-
tures, whig governors and demo-
cratic governors had obeyed this
clause by loaning the bonds of the
state to railroad companies; that
our very best men had joined in this
act, men such as G, A, Henry, John
F. House and Wm. B. Muunlord ;
that in consequence pf the building
of the roads the property of the
state had almost doubled when the
war broke out. All that looks as if
the people intended to make the
debt, and did make it, and gained
great advantages by making it.
Does it not follow that the people
owe it? But Mr. Munford had stated
that an arrangement had been made
by which the people were to be se-
cured against having to pay interest
on these bonds. This Mr. Rhodes
said was true; the railroad ecompa-
nies were made to givesecurity that
so long as they held the bonds they
would pay the interest on them,and
the security was all the property
that they owned, roads, road beds,
rails, bridges, rolling stock and ev-
erything else. A lien was given to
the state on all this as security that
the interest on the bonds which the
state had issued should be paid by

This lien was the only ground for
Mr., Munford’s assertion that the
railroad companies owed the bonded
debt.

But how do the present railroad
companies stand in the matfer of
this lien? Why, somne of thém
have paid for their bonds dollar for
dollar, and thelien can’t hold them;
and others became bankrupt and
the property on which the lien
rested was sold out by the state, to
companies which never had any-
thing to do with this lien. One class
therefore has pald all whieh the lien
was intended to sevure, and the
other never had anything to do with
it. On these grounds Judge Withey
decided, after taking months to con-
gsider his decision, that the state
owes the debt, and the decision was
the only one consistent with law
and common sense,

All this scemed to show that we
owe that debt after all, and our peo-
ple began to look for something
from Mr. Munforn to show that we
didn’t; but he seemed to have noth-
ing to say, although Mr, Rhodes
kept poking question after question
at him to know whether he admit-
ted this thing or what he had to say
aboul that thing. But Mr. Munford
don’t seem to like answering ques-
tions. They throw him off the
track, and then he ean’t make con®
nection ngain. He seems to have n
nice little speech on hand, and
speaks it off very prettily, but if
