Senator Mathew H. Carpeater, of
Wisconsin, died at Washington City

of the kidneys. .

In the denth of Senator Carpenter
the United States Senate loses one
of its most brilliant members, and
the republiean party one of its most
gifted supporters.

Senator Carpenter was born at
Moretown, Vi., in 1824, making
him 56 years of age at the time of
his death. When a young man he
secured an appointment to West
Puint, but after a two years’ stay,
he left the military academy to
study law under the celebrated
Rufus Choate. He removed to Mil-
wnukee, Wis,, some years after-
wards and rapidly rose to the top-
most round of the ladder in his
profession, winning a high reputa-
tion, both as & hard, untiring sto-
dent and an eloquent and brilliant
adyvocate at the bar. In 1869 he
entered the United Btabes senate,
succeeding Jas, R, Dovlittle, dem-
ocral, an was an efficient member
of the judieiary and patent commit-
tees, and often was ealled to preside
as temporary chairman of that body.
